PREFACE

All praise is due to Allah (3& alone, and may His choicest
salutations and blessings descend upon His final messenger, Hazrat
Muhammad 5.2z, his family and his companions #z&f; until the
Day of Qiyaamah.

The obligation of qurbaani is a salient symbol of Islam and an act of
worship that reaps immense rewards on condition that one fulfils it in
accordance with the mubaarak sunnah.

In this day and age, we find that the sunnah of Qurbaani is gradually
leaving the lives of the Muslims. This is on account of people being
more concerned about their material progress and not showing the
desired importance to their Deeni obligations.

On the contrary, in the time of the Sahaabah #:fiz, the greater

concern was upholding Deen in their lives and establishing Deen in the
lives of the Muslims.

Hence, in Bukhaari Shareef, we find the Hadith recorded where Hazrat
Rasulullah Jz5.&45{le had purchased animals to distribute among the
poor Sahaabah #24i; to enable them to perform qurbaani so that they
also share in the spirit of qurbaani on the occasion of Eid."

Apart from this, in his Mubaarak Hadith, Hazrat Rasulullah &
had greatly emphasised the importance of upholding this great symbol

of Deen, and had sounded severe admonition for those who, despite
qurbaani being compulsory upon them, failed to fulfil it. Hazrat
Rasulullah 5.4 said:

um,&%@@‘,ﬁmﬂm&jy
“The one who possesses the means to carry out the qurbaani yet does not do so
(despite it being waajib upon him), then such a person should not come close to
our Eid gaah (on the day of Eid i.e. such a person should not celebrate this

happy occasion of Eid with the Muslims).
This kitaab discusses the virtues and sunnats of qurbaani as well as a
selection of qurbaani related Q&A. Since the sunnah of qurbaani
emanated from the great sacrifice of Hazrat Ebrahim Mz, we will

also discuss the life of Nabi Ebrahim ik and the various trials
which Nabi Ebrahim 32 faced.

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INTRODUCTION

All praise is due to Allah (&3E alone, and may His choicest
salutations and blessings descend upon His final messenger, Hazrat
Muhammad 4z4€4{(z, his family and his companions #elliz, until the
Day of Qiyaamah.

In this worldly life, one of man’s primary concerns is to acquire wealth.
The reason is that man recognizes wealth to be the currency of this
life, and he realizes the immense benefits he will be able to gain
through its acquisition.

Man knows that if he possesses abundant wealth, he will be able to
purchase a palatial home and a luxurious motorcar.

If he possesses abundant wealth, he will be able to eat the most
delicious of foods and embark on holidays to the most exotic
destinations.

If he possesses abundant wealth, he will be regarded as a rich and
successful person in the eyes of society.

Hence, man spends his days and nights striving and toiling tirelessly to
acquire the wealth of the world.

THE CURRENCY OF ISLAM

Just as man recognises wealth to be the currency of this worldly life
and the basis for his worldly success and progress, similarly in the
Hereafter, there is also a type of ‘currency’ which is the basis for a
person’s success and salvation. This currency is the currency of Islam.
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On the Day of Qiyaamah, if a person brings this currency - the
‘currency’ of Islam, he will be regarded as a wealthy and successful
person and will gain entry into Jannah.

On the contrary, if he does not bring the currency of Islam, he will be
regarded as a completely bankrupt and unsuccessful person, and he
will be doomed to the fire of Jahannum to dwell therein for eternity.

Accordingly, among the believers, there are rank differences in regard
to this currency of Islam.

Those who possess Islam to a higher level will be considered among
the ‘wealthy class’ on the Day of Qiyaamah, and such people will be
blessed with the high ranks of Jannah in the Hereafter.

As for those who bring a lower level of Islam, then they will be granted
arank according to the level of Islam they possess.

ISLAM INTERCEDING BEFORE

ALLAH JG535E

Hazrat Abu Hurairah %efi; reports that Rasulullah {5 (e said,
“The various good deeds of a person will come on the Day of Qiyaamah
(before Allah 153\Z, to intercede on behalf of the person who used to

uphold them in his life).

“Salaah will come and say, ‘O Rabb! I am the salaah of the person!’
Allah 3535 will respond by saying, ‘You are upon goodness (i.e. the
one who upheld salaah will be rewarded, however salaah will not be
the main criterion for his salvation and to determine his position).’

“Sadaqah (zakaat) will come and say, ‘O Rabb! I am the sadagah (zakaat) of
the person!’ Allah 15355 will respond by saying, ‘“You are upon goodness.’
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“Then, the fast (of Ramadhaan) will come and say, ‘O Rabb! I am the fast of
the person!’ Allah 155355 will respond by saying, ‘You are upon goodness.’

“Thereafter, the remaining good deeds will come in the same manner
(that salaah, zakaat and the fast of Ramadhaan had come i.e. jihaad,
hajj, acquiring the knowledge of deen and other similar good deeds will
come and address Allah 153 in the same manner, and will be given
the same response by Allah 15;33).

“Thereafter, Islam will come, and it will say, ‘O Rabb! You are Salaam
(i.e. one of Your names and beautiful attributes is Salaam - the
Originator of peace), and I am Islam (Your religion of peace, hence I
intercede for those who firmly held onto me that they be admitted into
Your abode of peace i.e. Daarus Salaam - Jannah)!’

“Allah 13E will reply, ‘You are upon goodness! Today, you will be
the basis and criterion by which I will take people to task (and dispatch
them to Jahannum), and today, you will be the basis and criterion by
which I will reward people (and admit them into Jannah)!””

Thereafter, Rasulullah J&.&4fle recited the following verse of the
Qur'aan Majeed, indicating that the only source of salvation in the
Hereafter is accepting the religion of Islam:

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Whoever seeks (a religion) besides Islam as his deen, then it will never be

accepted from him, and in the Hereafter, he will be from the losers.’

Musa 3N, or Nabi Isa 32 or Nabi Nuh 3 who comes next in
rank. However, there is no consenus as to which of the three is third in
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rank. Nevertheless, after these three Ambiyaa (i.e. Nabi Musa &k,
Nabi Isa §zliale and Nabi Nuh 3Eliak), the position of all the other
Ambiyaa 320 will come without any specification of their ranks.’

“Khaleelullah”

From all the Ambiyaa #Zll.¢J¢, Nabi Ebrahim 32l was honoured with
the title “Khaleelullah” - the special friend of Allah &35, In regard
to how Nabi Ebrahim 3l received this title of honour, Allaamah
Ibnu Katheer £4i%; reports the following incident:

It was the blessed habit of Nabi Ebrahim i that he would always
bring people home as his guests to share his meals with him. On one
occasion, Nabi Ebrahim #Zie went out, looking for someone to bring
home as his guest. However, he was unable to find anyone to share his
meal with him, and thus returned home.

On arriving at his home, he found that a man had entered in his
absence and was standing inside. Nabi Ebrahim 3l asked him, “O
servant of Allah! Why have you entered my home without
permission?” The man replied, “I was granted permission to enter by
the One who is the true owner of your home (i.e. I was given
permission by Allah J1&355).”

Hearing this, Nabi Ebrahim 3zl asked the man, “Who are you?” He
responded, “I am the Angel of Death. My Rabb has sent me to one of
His servants to give him the glad tidings that Allah 135G has chosen
him to be His ‘Khaleel’ (special friend).”

Nabi Ebrahim 3l asked, “Who is this special person? By Allah, if
you inform me of his identity, I will ensure that I go to him - even if he
lives in the most distant of lands. I will then remain with him until
death separates us.” The Angel of Death then said, “You are that
special servant.”

Nabi Ebrahim ¥zl was overcome by joy and asked, “Am I really that
special person?” When the Angel confirmed that he was, Nabi Ebrahim
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Bl enquired, “Why did Allah 13 make me His Khaleel?” The
Angel answered, “The reason is that you always give to people, and you
never ask people for anything.”

When we study this incident, then we find that the aspect in the life of
Nabi Ebrahim 3zl which was beloved to Allah J&3( is that he had
a heart of compassion and sympathy. He always wished to share with
others and assist them without expecting anything from them in
return.

The Fire Worshipper Embracing Islam at
the Hands of Nabi Ebrahim ’rfm\&

It is mentioned that on one occasion, a fire worshipper came to Nabi
Ebrahim &l and asked for food. Nabi Ebrahim #Ziiak said to him,
“If you accept Islam, I will feed you.” Hearing this, the fire worshipper
turned and went away.

Allah 3G then sent wahi to Nabi Ebrahim Eice saying, “O
Ebrahim! You do not want to feed him because he is not a Muslim and
has not accepted Islam. However, We have been feeding him for
seventy years, despite him being a disbeliever. Why did you not feed
him for at least one night?”

Nabi Ebrahim 3Efie immediately went to look for the fire worshipper,
called him back and fed him. The fire worshipper thereafter asked Nabi
Ebrahim i, “What is the reason that you changed your mind and
decided to feed me?”

YVO/Y 1S o) s’
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Nabi Ebrahim 3=k replied, “Allah 163% has commanded me to feed
you,” and Nabi Ebrahim #Zii also informed the fire worshipper of
the wahi that he had received and what Allah J1%;25% had told him.

On hearing the words of Nabi Ebrahim 2, the fire worshipper was
deeply affected and asked, “Is this the immense kindness which Allah
3555355 has for me?”

He then said, “Please present Islam to me so that I may embrace it.”
Nabi Ebrahim 3 then presented Islam to him, after which he
brought imaan in Allah 2&355."°

THE PATH OF NABI EBRAHIM
S IS THE PATH OF
INTELLIGENCE

In the Qur’aan Majeed, Allah 1355 has declared that the person who
turns away from the path of Nabi Ebrahim &l and treads upon

another path is indeed a foolish person who is treading upon the path
of folly.

Allah 35355 says:

g
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Who can turn away from the way of Nabi Ebrahim 32 except for one who
has debased himself in folly? Indeed, We have chosen him in this world and
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certainly, in the Hereafter, he will definitely be among the righteous."

From this verse, we conclude that when the person who turns away
from the path of Nabi Ebrahim ¥zt has been declared a foolish
person, then the person who treads upon the path of Nabi Ebrahim
Bl is an intelligent person who is treading upon the path of
guidance.

One might wonder as to why Allah 1&35% declares that the path of
Nabi Ebrahim ik is the path of intelligence, and the path opposing
his path is the path of foolishness and ignorance.

The answer to this question is that the path of Nabi Ebrahim zlik is
the path of Islam. The path of Islam teaches one to obey Allah 1355
and remain loyal to him at all times, whereas the path opposing this
path is the path of kufr - the path of shaitaan which teaches one to
disobey Allah JG535.

TWO PATHS IN LIFE

Every human being who comes in this world is faced with two paths.
The first path is the path of obedience, and the second path is the path
of disobedience.

The Ambiyaa Sl were sent to humanity to show them how to
tread on the path of obedience and how to refrain from the path of
disobedience.

Hence, it could be concluded that the path of the chosen servants of
Allah 35355 - the Ambiyaa Eligd - is the path of obedience.

VAl
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This path is regarded as the path of intelligence on account of the fact
that it teaches one to recognise his Creator, please Him at all times, be
grateful to Him for all His favours, and fulfil His rights as well as the
rights of all His creation.

The one who leads such a pure and meaningful life, upholding the true
morals and values of Islam, then certainly, Allah 135 will be pleased
with him and he will become a source of goodness and mercy for
humanity at large.

Hence, Allah 133, by way inference, refers to this path of Islam - the
path of Nabi Ebrahim Izl - as the path of intelligence as it will lead
one to Jannah and eternal success.

On the contrary, the one who leaves this path and treads upon the path
of disobedience, then such a person acquires the wrath and anger of
Allah 33 on account of him leading a life of sin and transgression.

Such a person will neither uphold the rights of Allah 13 nor the
rights of the creation. The life which he will lead will be greatly
destructive and harmful - harmful to himself and to others as well.

Hence, Allah (G535 regards this type of life as a life of foolishness and
ignorance, as it leads to Jahannum and eternal misery.

WHY DOES ALLAH §%3% REFER TO
THIS PATH AS THE PATH OF NABI
EBRAHIM 3k ?

Thus far, we have understood that there are two paths which a person
can tread in life:
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The first path is the path of Nabi Ebrahim ik - the path of Islam
(i.e. the path of total submission, complete obedience and absolute
compliance with the command of Allah 15;35%), and the second path is
the path of foolishness and ignorance - the path opposing the path of
Nabi Ebrahim 3Cliak.

However, the question arises as to why Allah 1335 refers to this path
of Islam as the the path of Nabi Ebrahim 3=, whereas it was also the
path adopted by all the Ambiyaa )¢ who came in the world.

The answer to this question is that from all the Ambiyaa ®Zll.gde, Nabi
Ebrahim 32l exhibited Islam in a most unique and beautiful manner.

Even before departing from this temporary world, his parting advices
to his children were to firmly hold onto this path - the path of Islam -
until their last breath.

In the Quraan Majeed, Allah ;3% records the words with which Nabi
Ebrahim 3. addressed his children:

0 my children! Indeed, Allah 15525 has selected the deen (of Islam) for you, so

ensure that you do not pass away except while you are Muslims.”
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THE GREAT SACRIFICES OF NABI
EBRAHIM 3l

Allah 35;%\% had tested Hazrat Ebrahim 32l with various trials and
tribulations and he passed each trial with distinction, displaying and
exhibiting the highest levels of Islam at all times.

In essence, from the great sacrifices he made for the pleasure of Allah
A3, it can be concluded that he embodied the true spirit of Islam
by totally surrendering his heart, mind, body and entire life to the
command of Allah (%33, his Beloved, to fulfil whatever was

demanded of him on every occasion.

It is for this reason that Allah 135 exclusively mentioned this path
to be the path of Nabi Ebrahim 3=,

The Test of Leaving His Home

Among the first sacrifices which Nabi Ebrahim i€ made for the
sake of Allah 13 was the sacrifice of leaving his home and town.

His father and his community were idol worshippers who were steeped
in shirk and kufr. In fact, his father was an idol manufacturer, and
hence his home was the idol factory through which the idol industry
thrived and flourished.

Nabi Ebrahim & went to his father, and in a loving and respectful
manner, he urged his father to repent from idol worship and embrace

Islam.

The inspirational words of da'wah (inviting to imaan) which Nabi
Ebrahim 3k spoke on that occasion have been recorded in the
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Qur’aan Majeed. Among the words he spoke to his father were the
following:

=) ;,:Z’ .jji ”'ﬁjii”"jb’“rd .L;

0 my beloved father! Why do you worship that (idol) which can neither hear,

nor see, nor benefit you in any way? "

However, instead of listening to the voice of reason and intelligence,
his father became enraged and retorted:

(G VLTS {Eas 1’&;;;)&4:;:,.30.1 NI A RN N
Are you averse to my gods, O Ebrahim? If you do not desist (from your way and

continue to speak out against my idols) then I will definitely stone you, and

stay away from me for a long time!

The father and family of Nabi Ebrahim i< were opposed to the
deen of Islam. Hence, despite him trying to explain to them the wrongs
they were involved in, they were not prepared to accept and reform
their condition.

It was then that Nabi Ebrahim e made the great sacrifice of
leaving his family and home as the environment was one of kufr and

disbelief.

The Test of Leaving His Hometown

Nabi Ebrahim 3Gk thereafter invited his people to Allah 1552z, He
addressed them saying:

.
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What are these idols to which you remain devoted?”

His people attempted to justify their worship of idols saying, “We
found our forefathers worshipping them.” Nabi Ebrahim i
informed them that their forefathers had been misguided, and he
invited them to Allah 4355 saying:

IV IS EERCUHS A MRS ISR RT
(No!) Rather, your Rabb is the Rabb of the heavens and earth, the One who has

created them, and I am from those who testify to this!”"

However, his people were obstinate and adamant and refused to
accept. Therefore, when his people were later engaged in their festival,
Nabi Ebrahim & went to their idols and began to break them. Nabi
Ebrahim 3 only left the biggest idol intact and hung the axe
around its neck.

When the people returned from their festival and saw their idols
smashed to pieces, they were furious. They suspected Nabi Ebrahim
e of being the one who had broken their idols and thus

summoned him.

Nabi Ebrahim 3 came and stood before them, in open view of all
the people. They asked Nabi Ebrahim i<, “Did you do this to our
gods, O Ebrahim?”

Seeing that all the people were present, Nabi Ebrahim gl
immediately seized the opportunity to invite them to Islam and prove

Y relsWgen
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to them that their idols are useless and powerless created entities that
cannot do anything or help anyone.

Hence, he gestured towards the biggest idol, which had the axe around
its neck, and said, “No, rather this one - the largest of them - did it, so
ask them, if they are able to speak.”

Confronted by the undeniable truth, the people were forced to
acknowledge and accept that their idols were useless and lifeless.

They had to admit defeat and said to Nabi Ebrahim 3z, “You know
that these idols are unable to speak!” Nabi Ebrahim ik then

concluded his argument saying:
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Are you then worshipping, besides Allah, that which cannot benefit you in the

least, nor cause you any harm? Uff to you and that which you worship besides

Allah! Do you not understand?"’

However, despite being shown the error of their ways, his people still
refused to bring imaan in Allah 1\&35%.

Thus, Nabi Ebrahim &g moved away from his hometown and
people who were not prepared to accept tauheed.
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The Test of Leaving His Country

Namrood was the king in the time of Nabi Ebrahim . He was a
disbeliever and claimed to be a god. He was a tyrant and was forcing
people to worship him.

When Namrood heard that Nabi Ebrahim 3Eice was inviting people to
believe in Allah 1553 alone and to worship none other than Him, he
summoned Nabi Ebrahim 3 to his court.

When Hazrat Ebrahim 3Zi<e came before Namrood, he invited him to
the oneness of Allah (35 However, Namrood did not accept the
da’'wah of Nabi Ebrahim 3k and said to him, “There is no lord
besides myself!”

Nabi Ebrahim $ZiE told him, “My Lord is Allah, the Lord who alone
gives life and death.” Namrood, not understanding the reality of life
and death, foolishly responded by saying, “I also give life and death!”

In order to prove his claim, he then called for two prisoners and
commanded that one be executed and the other be released and set
free.

Namrood failed to comprehend the reality of what is life and death.
Giving life is to blow the soul into something lifeless and bring it into
existence, and causing death is to remove the soul from a living thing,
where despite all the limbs remaining intact, the person is regarded as

dead.

Seeing that this line of reasoning could not be correctly understood by
Namrood, Hazrat Ebrahim 32l decided to change the style of debate
and present a different argument.

Nabi Ebrahim & said to Namrood, “My Allah is the one who causes
the sun to rise from the east and set in the west. 0 Namrood! If you
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claim to be god, then why don’t you try to reverse the cycle and cause
the sun to rise from the west and set in the east?”

This argument was such that Namrood was unable to answer it and
was left dumbfounded and speechless.

In the Qur’aan Majeed, Allah 1535 describes Namrood’s speechlessness
saying:

PP

Then, the one who disbelieved (i.e. Namrood) was left dumbstruck.”

It was then that Namrood and his people lit the fire to burn Nabi
Ebrahim 3. They burned the fire for several days, until its heat
reached such a level of intensity that they could not even come close
to it without being burnt. Hence, a catapult was required to fling Nabi
Ebrahim € into the fire from a distance.

However, since Nabi Ebrahim 3zl had remained steadfast upon
imaan and had made such sacrifices for the sake of Allah 1\$;35%, Allah
A3 addressed the fire directly and commanded it to be cool and

comfortable for Nabi Ebrahim iz, Allah d535% said:

(ﬁﬂz, "‘QJLF ) f’/’d’ )
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O fire! Be cool and peaceful upon Ebrahim!

By the command of Allah {535, the fire became a place of such peace
and comfort for Nabi Ebrahim )ik that the Ulama say that the days

YoM 15l By
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which Nabi Ebrahim &gk spent in the fire were the most
comfortable and enjoyable days of his life.

When Nabi Ebrahim 3zl saw that the king and the people were not
prepared to accept Islam and were opposed to his da'wah, he separated
himself from them and left.

First, he left his father and home, then he left his people, and finally he
even left the country he lived in - Iraq.

The Test of Leaving His Wife and Child in
the Desert

When Nabi Ebrahim e was approximately ninety years old, he
made dua to Allah (&35 to bless him with a son to continue his
mission of inviting people to Allah (G535, It was then that Allah
JG53% blessed him with a son, Nabi Ismail Sz,

However, soon thereafter, Allah 1535 commanded him to take his
wife, Hazrat Haajar @&z, and his infant child, and leave them in the
desert of Makkah Mukarramah.

At that time, the city of Makkah Mukarramah and the structure of the
Ka'bah Shareef did not exist. It was a barren land, void of vegetation
and civilization. There was no water to be found and no shelter to be
seen anywhere in this area.

Nabi Ebrahim #Zile brought them to Makkah Mukarramah and left
them in this barren land in fulfilment of the command of Allah &35,

After bringing them here, as Nabi Ebrahim 3ziE turned to leave, his
respected wife called out to him and asked, “How can you leave us here
all alone?”
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However, seeing that Nabi Ebrahim 3= did not respond, she then
asked, “Did Allah 1%35 command you to leave us here?” Nabi
Ebrahim &<k gestured in the affirmative, to which she replied with
complete conviction in Allah J&35%, “In that case, He (Allah 1($535%)
will take care of us and will not allow us to perish!”

This was the staunch and steadfast imaan of Nabi Ebrahim #zi< and
his family, and the sacrifice that they made in order to fulfil the
command of Allah ;3.

Allah 15355 loved their sacrifice so much that He made it the means
of the Zam Zam water starting to flow, and he made the sa’ee (running)
of Hazrat Haajar Gzdisz; between Safaa and Marwah part of the rituals
of hajj and umrah until the Day of Qiyaamah.

The Test of Slaughtering His Son

Thereafter, when Nabi Ismail 32t was a young boy, six or seven
years of age, Nabi Ebrahim 3 was instructed, via a dream, to
slaughter his son, Nabi Ismail i, Since the dreams of the Ambiyaa
are a form of wahi from Allah (%3 and are true, Nabi Ebrahim
el knew that this was the command of Allah 36525

This test which Nabi Ebrahim 3 was put through, was the final
and ultimate test - the test to determine whether he would submit
before the command of Allah 155255 or give preference to his heart’s
desire.

After being blessed by Allah 135 with a son in his old age, he was
now being commanded to sacrifice this one and only child.

Like any other parent, Hazrat Ebrahim i< definitely loved his child
and desired to see his child living with him in this world. Yet, the
command of Allah 13 dictated that the desire to see the child
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living, no matter how intense, must be curtailed and the child be
sacrificed.

Hazrat Ebrahim 32 did not hesitate, for even a single moment, in
giving preference to the command of Allah &3 over his heart’s
desire. Each of these incidents speak volumes of the extent to which
Hazrat Ebrahim 3t had surrendered himself to the divine
command of his Creator.

However, it was also the desire of Nabi Ebrahim ik that his son
wholeheartedly submits before the command of Allah 15355,

Therefore, he informed his son about the dream and asked him what
he felt regarding the matter.

Despite his son still being a child, since he was nurtured upon the true
values of Islam, and the love of Allah 1%;3\% had been embedded
within his heart, he spontaneously replied:

2
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0 my beloved father! Do as you have been commanded! You will find me, insha
Allah, to be from the patient ones!

Nabi Ebrahim & then lay his son down on the ground and placed

the blade on his neck. We can imagine the feeling in his heart, at that

moment, yet he was prepared to sacrifice even his beloved child for

the pleasure of Allah J15;35%.

Allah 135G depicts the sacrifice of father and son in the Qur’aan
Majeed in the following words:
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When both (father and son) submitted before the command of Allah 35535,
and he (Hazrat Ebrahim 2.&) laid him (Hazrat Ismail 2iae) on his
forehead (for sacrifice), We called out to him “O Ebrahim! You have fulfilled
(the command you were given in) the dream!” Thus, indeed do We reward

those who do good. Indeed, this was a great test.”

When one examines this verse, one finds that Allah 15355 described
the action of Nabi Ebrahim &l and his son, Nabi Ismail 3ZliaE using
the word ‘Aslamaa’, which stems from to root word ‘Islam’ - to submit.
In other words, both father and son wholeheartedly submitted before
the command of Allah %535 and showed true Islam.

However, despite Nabi Ebrahim 3ElicE trying to slaughter his son, the
knife would not cut. Allah 1355 then sent a ram from Jannah to be
slaughtered as a substitute for his son. Allah {5255 describes this test
saying:

— P2 92
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Indeed, this was definitely a great test (which clearly demonstrated the

submission of Nabi Ebrahim ¥2iiae to the command of Allah 353).”

It was after Nabi Ebrahim #Ziice passed this test that Allah Q3G
blessed him with the honour of building the Ka'bah Shareef - the
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centre of hidaayat for mankind until the Day of Qiyaamah, and in
building the Ka’bah, he was assisted by this son, Nabi Ismail Sz,

THE LINK BETWEEN THE UMMAH
OF RASULULLAH il AND
NABI EBRAHIM 3.k

The ummah of Rasulullah &4E4{le has a link and bond with every
Nabi of Allah 155355,

The reason is that the ummah of Rasulullah J&5:&4fle has brought
imaan in all the Ambiyaa 2. of Allah J53% and believe that all
the Ambiyaa §Zl.¢ are brothers to one another in their nubuwwah.

Hence, the ummah of Rasulullah J55.%45{(= has love for all the Ambiyaa
gk, though we only follow the shari’ah of Rasulullah Jz5.feiie.

Rasulullah Jz5.%4{(e said, “All the Ambiyaa M2k are like brothers
of one father. Their mothers are different, and their deen is one (i.e.
they all believe in tauheed - the oneness of Allah, though their
shari’ahs are different). I am the closest of people to Nabi Isa bin
Maryam s, as there is no Nabi between us. Nabi Isa 32l will

definitely descend (before Qiyaamah).

Nevertheless, from all the Ambiyaa $Eli¢i, the ummah of Rasulullah

Jas.deifle has a special bond, a close link and a unique relationship
with Nabi Ebrahim 3z,

Hence, in the Qur'aan Majeed, Allah 1&35 commanded Rasulullah

s deifle saying:
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Follow the millat (way) of Nabi Ebrahim ¥Zli¢, the one who was on the
straight path of the truth...”

Similarly, in another verse, Allah (&3 commands the entire ummah
saying:
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Follow the millat (way) of Nabi Ebrahim ¥Zli¢, the one who was on the
straight path of the truth...”

In these verses, Rasulullah J155.%4{e and his ummah were commanded
to follow the ‘millat’ of Nabi Ebrahim ..

WHAT DOES ‘MILLAT REFER TO?

Rasulullah J5.Ed(le is the imaam of all the Ambiyaa and Rasuls
Sl who came in the world. Hence, Rasulullah 1.4l was also
the imaam of Hazrat Nabi Ebrahim 3.

Therefore, when Allah (%3G commanded Rasulullah J&.&4{e and
his ummah to follow the millat of Nabi Ebrahim i, then it is
important for one to understand what the millat of Nabi Ebrahim
Bl refers to.
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Hazrat Moulana Idrees Kaandhlewi iz has mentioned that in every
deen that was revealed to the Ambiyaa $Zll..i, there were three types
of laws:

(1) The first type of laws were those laws which related to the
primary beliefs of that deen.

(2) The second type of laws were those laws which were the
fundamental laws of that deen.

(3) The third type of laws related to the secondary aspects and
laws of that deen.

As far as the first type of laws is concerned, then all the Ambiyaa
BEllgle were equal in regard to these laws, and hence each and every
Nabi invited towards the oneness of Allah 15355 and held onto the
same set of beliefs of deen.

As far as the second type of laws is concerned, then Rasulullah
Jas.deifle and his ummah were commanded to follow Hazrat Nabi
Ebrahim 32k in these laws. These fundamental laws and obligations

are regarded as the ‘millat’ of Nabi Ebrahim 3lik.

These fundamental laws and obligations in the life of Nabi Ebrahim
Bl were so beloved to Allah 153G that Allah (3G made them
part of the deen of Islam.

Hence, this ummah has been commanded to carry out such laws and
obligations in the manner Nabi Ebrahim 3l had carried them out.
Some of these special laws and obligations of deen which are from the
millat of Nabi Ebrahim i are:

(1) Opposing the ways of the idolaters and kuffaar in the manner done
by Nabi Ebrahim 3zl

(2) performing salaah in the direction of the giblah of Nabi Ebrahim

el
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(3) performing the rituals of hajj and umrah in the manner Hazrat
Ebrahim 3 had carried them out

(4) fulfilling the obligation of qurbaani as done by Nabi Ebrahim 3zl

(5) carrying out the sunnah of khatnah (circumcision).”

1. Opposing the Ways of the Idolaters and
Kuffaar

Among the outstanding features in the life of Nabi Ebrahim &l was
to oppose the ways of the idolaters and kuffaar, in such a unique

manner that he did not even incline slightly towards their ways.

Hence, the ummah of Rasulullah Jz54E4{i> has been commanded to
follow this aspect of his life and emulate him in preserving the pristine

purity of Islam in this manner.

Nabi Ebrahim 32l told his people, who were idolaters, in the most

clear and unambiguous terms:
i E31501 28 L;,;sr”;.{ubw: ‘UJ‘U}:UAC) CH{ER T EH 154 ]
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We disassociate ourselves from you and from that which you worship besides
Allah. We have rejected you. Enmity and hatred has arisen between us and you

forever, until the time when you believe in Allah alone.”
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Similarly, when leaving his father and people, he addressed them

clearly and said:
133 G 83205 235052
I.am leaving you and that to which you call (in dua) besides Allah...”

This stance of Nabi Ebrahim 2, of expressing disgust and hatred
for the wrongs, as well as separating himself from the people of kufr
and shirk, opposing their ways and upolding the principles of tauheed,

was so beloved to Allah (535, that Allah (55255 made it part of the
shari’ah of Rasulullah 5.4,

2. The Qiblah of Hazrat Nabi Ebrahim
}m‘\;&j&

The ummah of Rasulullah JZ5.&5{ie has been commanded by Allah
A&53E to perform salaah facing the direction of the giblah of Nabi
Ebrahim })U\JE

As far as the Jews and Christians are concerned, they were commanded
to face the direction of Baytul Muqaddas when performing salaah.
However, Allah 1525 had chosen the giblah of Nabi Ebrahim 3zl -
the forefather of this ummah as well as the Jews and the Christians - to
be the qgiblah of this ummah.

It is recorded in the Ahaadith that the Jews and Christians are envious
of our ummah due to certain special favours which Allah 3% has
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bestowed upon us. Among these special favours is the giblah of Islam -
the Ka’bah Shareef.”

The Ka'bah Shareef has been endowed with the honour of being the
first house of Allah JW&3( in the world, built by Nabi Aadam i,
and hence it is greater than the giblah of the Jews and Christians.

During the floods in the time of Nabi Nooh #2lix, the entire structure
of the Ka’bah Shareef was raised to the heavens. Allah &35
thereafter bestowed Nabi Ebrahim ®Eige with the great honour of
rebuilding the Ka’bah Shareef.

Apart from this, when the Ka’bah Shareef is viewed against the giblah
of Baytul Mugaddas, one realizes that it has been granted the greatest
virtue and reward by Allah (G535,

The virtue and reward for performing one salaah in the vicinity of the
Ka’bah Shareef (i.e. the entire Haram) is equivalent to performing one
hundred thousand salaah in other masaajid, whereas the one who
performs salaah in Musjid-un-Nabawi or Baytul Muqgaddas (the giblah
of the Jews and Christians) earns the reward of performing fifty
thousand salaah in other masaajid.”
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

3. The Rituals of Hajj

Just as the ummah of Rasulullah &4l has been commanded to
follow the giblah of Nabi Ebrahim EicE in salaah, the ummah of
Rasulullah 454l has also been commanded to emulate Nabi
Ebrahim 3 and his family in carrying out the rituals of hajj.

In the blessed Hadith, it is reported that Hazrat Ebrahim #Zice came
to the Baytullah and performed tawaaf of the Ka'bah, and thereafter,
he made sa’ee between Mount Safaa and Marwah.

In another narration, it is mentioned that Hazrat Jibreel 3Eiafe took
Hazrat Ebrahim 3t to Mina where he performed the Zuhr, Asr,
Maghrib, Esha and Fajr Salaah of the following morning.

Thereafter, Hazrat Jibreel ®Zick took him to Arafah where he
performed the Zuhr and Asr Salaah and made wuqoof (engaged in dua,
zikr, etc.) until the time of sunset. After sunset, Hazrat Jibreel Bl
proceeded with Hazrat Ebrahim 3zl to Muzdalifah where he spent
the night.

The following morning, Hazrat Ebrahim &lick performed the Fajr
Salaah briefly, without lengthening the salaah, and then proceeded
with Hazrat Jibreel ¥zl to Mina where he pelted the Jamaraat,
slaughtered his qurbaani animal and shaved his head. Allah Q&3
revealed the following command to Rasulullah Jz5.€4{ie, “Follow the
millat (way) of Hazrat Ebrahim e,

Therefore, when the haaji travels to the land of Makkah Mukarramabh,
presents himself before the Baytullah for tawaaf, performs sa’ee, stays
in Mina, makes wuqoof in Arafah and Muzdalifah, pelts the jamaraat,
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slaughters his qurbaani animal and shaves his head - then all these
blessed rituals of hajj are in emulation of Hazrat Nabi Ebrahim ..

4. The Qurbaani being in Emulation of
Nabi Ebrahim ik

Just as the rituals of hajj are in emulation of Nabi Ebrahim 3z,
similarly the qurbaani which the ummah of Rasulullah Iz Eifle
carries out on the occasion of Eidul Adha is also in emulation of this
great Nabi of Allah Jl5;3% - Hazrat Nabi Ebrahim ik,

It is reported that on one occasion, the Sahaabah #z4is; asked Hazrat
Rasulullah Jo:&4fle, “O Rasul of Allah JzaEd{ie! What is the
significance of these sacrifices (i.e. slaughtering these sacrificial
animals on this occasion of Eid)?” Hazrat Rasulullah J&54&{ie replied,
“It is the sunnah of your father, Hazrat Ebrahim 3Eige”.”
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5. Carrying out the Sunnah of Khatnah
(Circumcision)

We are commanded in deen to carry out the sunnah of khatnah
(circumcision). The first person in the world to be commanded by
Allah 3G53% to carry out the khatnah was Nabi Ebrahim i, ”

When Nabi Ebrahim e was eighty years old, Allah i
commanded him to make khatnah. Such was the eagerness of Nabi
Ebrahim #ZiE to please Allah (&35 that he hastened to fulfil the
command of Allah 125%™

RASULULLAH Jz4kéfle SURPASSING
NABI EBRAHIM &

In the Qur'aan Majeed, Allah 1535 commanded Rasulullah .k
to follow the millat (path) of Nabi Ebrahim #Zik - the path of
submission. Allah 0&3% did not command Rasulullah JaEsiie to
follow Nabi Ebrahim & himself, as Rasulullah J&.Ld{e is the

leader of all the Ambiyaa including Nabi Ebrahim 3z,
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Hence, even though Nabi Ebrahim it is an embodiment of
submission, and submission was the hallmark in his life, Rasulullah
.kl even surpassed him in the level of submission which he
displayed before Allah 425G throughout his Mubaarak life.

Hence, in this world, on the occasion of the Mi'raaj, Allah 1355
exposed before the creation that Rasulullah J&5.&4 is the imaam of
all the Ambiyaa and Rasuls, and in the Hereafter as well, Allah 15355
will expose, before the entire creation, that Rasulullah . E4{iz is the
imaam of all the Ambiyaa ®i.gfe and the greatest of Allah’s 135
creation.

Rasulullah 455464 Being the Imaam in
This World

On the occasion of Mi'raaj, when all the Ambiyaa . were
assembled to meet Rasulullah J&.E4fle in Bayt-ul-Muqaddas, then
Hazrat Jibreel ¥k held the hand of Rasulullah Jz.&ifie and took
him forward, making him the imaam to lead all the Ambiyaa HZll.¢ in
salaah.

This imaamat signified that Rasulullah J&5.&4f is the imaam of all
the Ambiyaa and Rasuls 3l - including Hazrat Ebrahim BN, as
he was also present among the Ambiyaa ). ¢.

Similarly, during the journey of Mi'raaj, Rasulullah JZ.&4{le passed
by certain Ambiyaa ).l when ascending in the heavens. He met
Nabi Aadam ¥k in the first heaven, Nabi Isa and Nabi Yahya
BENLZE in the second heaven, Nabi Yusuf &k in the third heaven,
Nabi Idrees 3Nk in the fourth heaven, Nabi Haaroon ¥Zlick in the
fifth heaven and Nabi Moosa 3=l in the sixth heaven.
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As for Nabi Ebrahim =i, then he was in the seventh heaven - the
highest heaven. This signified the high and lofty position which Hazrat
Ebrahim 32k enjoyed among the galaxy of the Ambiyaa Sl ..

However, Rasulullah J%4E4fle even surpassed him and ascended
further, reaching Sidratul Muntaha and thereafter meeting Allah
JG53E. Hence, Rasulullah Jo5.&4{le had surpassed all the Ambiyaa,

Rasulullah 454652 is the Most Beloved
Servant of Allah 5355

In the Mubarak Hadith, Rasulullah Jz:Ed{le explained to the
Sahaabah #¢4is; and the ummah that Allah 32 had granted him
the highest position among the entire creation and that Allah 353505
had divinelt chosen him to be Habibullah - the most beloved servant of
Allah 355355,

Hazrat Ibnu Abbaas &=gis; reports that once a group of Sahaabah
#eflzs, were sitting (in Musjid Nabawi) when Rasulullah J.eiiie
emerged (from his home) and came towards them.

As he drew closer, he heard them engaged in a discussion among
themselves. One of them said, “Indeed, Allah (1%;3\% chose Ebrahim
B2l as His khaleel (special friend).”

Another said, “Moosa e was chosen to be Kaleemulaah - the one
who had the honour of conversing directly with Allah 1&;355.”

A third said, “Isa 3Nt was chosen to be the kalimah and rooh of
Allah 1%;35% (i.e. he was born with the command of Allah 1355 and
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the rooh was directly inserted into the womb of his mother without
the medium of a father).”

A fourth said, “Allah 13 had divinely selected and chosen Aadam
BENLE (to be the father of mankind).”

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VIRTUES OF QURBAANI

The Most Beloved Action to Allah J&;355
During the Days of Qurbaani
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Hazrat Aaishah Gz, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah 5.8 said, “There
is no action that a servant carries out during the days of qurbaani which is
dearer and more beloved to Allah 155255 than the spilling of blood (i.e. the

sacrificing of animals). The sacrificed animal shall come on the Day of
Qiyaamah with its horns, hair and hooves. The sacrifice is accepted by Allah
QS35 even before the blood reaches the ground. Therefore, happily carry out
the qurbaani (i.e. with your heart being pleased and happy to fulfil the
command of Allah 1&;35.)”

There are special rewards attached to certain actions on specific days.
The sacrificing of animals during the days of qurbaani is one of these
actions. It is most beloved to Allah 135 and most rewarding.
Qurbaani should thus be carried out with a joyful heart and should not
be considered a burden, as there is only goodness and benefit for us in
carrying out our qurbaani.

1. Qurbaani is a great and meritorious ibaadat in Deen. In the Qur’aan
Majeed, special mention has been made regarding qurbaani, and its
abundant virtues and significance have been emphasised in the
Qur'aan Majeed and the Mubaarak Ahaadith of Rasulullah
Iakdiie. Allah 0&35 says:

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It is neither the meat nor the blood (of the animal) that reaches
Allah 355355, instead it is the piety of your heart (sincerity and
devotion) that reaches Him.”
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Hazrat Zaid bin Argam £2&i5; reports that the Sahaabah #zdiss;
once enquired from Hazrat Rasulullah Jz5.&4{{%, “O Rasulullah
f/jgé\éils“’fga, what is the significance of this action of qurbaani?”
Rasulullah LBz replied, “It is the practice of your forefather,
Ebrahim ’M\U& ” The Sahaabah #24i; then asked, “O Rasulullah

LocEagl=! What reward will we receive through carrying it out?”
Rasulullah A58\ replied, “For every strand of hair (on the
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back of the animal), you will receive a reward.” The Sahaabah
#egizs, then asked, “O Rasulullah Jz5:&4, what about wool?”
Rasulullah Jz5.55{ replied, “For every fibre of wool (on the back

of the animal), you will receive a reward.” ***

2. On the day of Eid, the best and most beloved action to Allah 133
is the spilling of blood.
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Hazrat Aaishah Gz§iss; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah 35.5:5{c
said, “There is no action that a servant carries out during the days
of qurbaani which is dearer and more beloved to Allah 125 than
the spilling of blood (i.e. the sacrificing of animals). The sacrificed
animal shall come on the Day of Qiyaamah with its horns, hair and
hooves. The sacrifice is accepted by Allah 353575 even before the
blood reaches the ground. Therefore, happily carry out the
qurbaani (i.e. with your heart being pleased and happy to fulfil the

command of Allah J&5353.)” > %

3. Before the qurbaani as well as at the time of qurbaani, one should
not be cruel to the animal or ill-treat it in any way. Rather, one
should treat the animal with kindness and compassion.
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Hazrat Shaddaad bin Aus 24z, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
14 said, “Allah 155355 has ordained kindness upon every
living creature. When you kill (the enemy in jihaad), then kill in a

good manner (i.e. do not mutilate the body etc.), and when you
slaughter, then slaughter in a good manner and sharpen your

knives and allow the animal to die easily.” "'

4, If one possesses the means, then it is mustahab for one to slaughter
a nafl qurbaani on behalf of Hazrat Rasulullah JZ.Ed{ie, the
Sahaabah #¢4is; and the pious of the Ummah.
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It is reported regarding Hazrat Ali 4z that (every year, at the
time of qurbaani,) he would slaughter two sheep; one on behalf of
Hazrat Rasulullah Jz5.55{i and the other on behalf of himself.
When asked (why he would slaughter on behalf of Hazrat
Rasulullah 325:55{), he replied, “Rasulullah <5555 had told

me to do so, thus I will never forego this action so long as I live.”*

5. One should hasten to fulfil the obligation of qurbaani. Carrying out
the qurbaani on the first day is more rewarding than the second
day, and carrying out the qurbaani on the second day is more
rewarding than the third day.
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Hazrat Jaabir £edis; reports, “I was present with Rasulullah
Iz at the Eidgah on the occasion of Eidul Adha. When
Rasulullah 5.5 completed the khutbah, he descended from
the mimbar (i.e. the raised place upon which he stood to deliver the
khutbah®) and a sheep was brought before him (for qurbaani).
Rasulullah 325555 slaughtered the sheep with his own blessed
hand while reciting the takbeer 5% 415 & ... and saying, ‘This
qurbaani is on behalf of myself and those from my Ummah who
cannot perform qurbaani (i.e. I convey the reward of this qurbaani

to those from my Ummah who cannot perform qurbaani).”

6. It is sunnah for one to abstain from consuming anything on the
morning of Eidul Adha until one returns from the Eid Salaah.

" The word ‘mimbar’ mentioned in this Hadith refers to a raised place (perhaps the
ground at that spot was slightly raised). Rasulullah J&: &4z stood on this spot and
delivered the khutbah. The Muhadditheen explain that Rasulullah & E4fle used a
mimbar to deliver the khutbah of Jumuah, but he did not use a mimbar to deliver the
khutbah of Eid (as proven in other Ahaadith). It is for this reason that the
Muhadditheen interpret the word ‘mimbar’ in this Hadith to mean a raised place.
However, it is proven in some narrations that Hazrat Uthmaan %24 used a mimbar to
deliver the khutbah of Eid. Hence, using a mimbar to deliver the khutbah of Eid is
permissible. (Fathul Baari 2/536, Al-Durrul Mandhood 2/457)

From this Hadith we understand that the Dua which Rasulullah ;f\zjg:jzﬁ@@ made on the
occasion of Eid was after the Eid salaah and not after the khutbah as it is clearly
mentioned in this Hadith that Rasulullah Jz5.%4{i slaughtered immediately after the
khutbah.
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Hazrat Buraidah 28is; reports that on the occasion of Eidul Fitr,
Rasulullah Az5.55{i would not leave (for the Eid Salaah) until he
consumed something. However, on the occasion of Eidul Adha, he
would not consume anything until he returned (from the Eid
Salaah. When he would return from the Eid Salaah, the first thing

he consumed was the liver of the sacrificial animal). ©

7. Upon returning from the Eid Salaah, the first thing that one should
consume should be the meat of the sacrificial animal (as this was
the first thing that Rasulullah J&4E4{le consumed upon returning
from the Eid Salaah).
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Hazrat Buraidah %24, reports that on the occasion of Eidul Fitr,
Rasulullah 5.5\ would not leave for the Eid Salaah until he
consumed something. However, on the occasion of Eidul Adha,
Rasulullah 2.5l would not consume anything until he
returned from the Eid Salaah. Thereafter, the (first) thing that he

consumed was the meat of the sacrificial animal,
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In the narration of Bayhagi, it is reported that the first thing which Rasulullah

s consumed was the liver of the sacrificial animal. ”

8. It is impermissible for one to fast on the 10, 11, 12" and 13" of Zul
Hijjah.
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It is reported from Hazrat Nubaisha :¢ s, that Rasulullah

s\ said, “The days of tashreeq are days of eating, drinking
and remembering Allah 355355,
9. One should try, within one’s means, to purchase the best animal for

qurbaani. The healthier (i.e. the more valuable) the animal, the
more the reward one will receive in the Hereafter.

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Hazrat Aaishah Gz&iz; and Hazrat Abu Hurairah % had
reported that when Hazrat Rasulullah 5.5 mtended making
qurbaani, he purchased two large, horned, black and white,
castrated rams. He slaughtered one on behalf of his entire Ummah,
for those who bear testimony upon tawheed and upon him
conveying (deen to the ummah) and he slaughtered the other on
behalf of himself and the family of Nabi J5: 55 (i.e. he
Il conveyed the reward of the first to his entire Ummah,
and the second to his family). *

10.1t is mustahab to fatten the animal for qurbaani.
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Hazrat Yahya bin Sa’eed $415%; reports that he heard Hazrat Abu
Le “We used to fatten our qurbaani

Umaamah bin Sahl &edis; say,
animals in Madinah Tayylbah and all the Muslims (i.e. the

Sahaabah #:5isz;) used to do the same.” ™

11. If one is capable, it is best for him to slaughter his animal himself. If
this is not possible, then he should at least witness his animal being

slaughtered, provided hijaab is observed between the males and the
females (i.e. intermingling should not take place).
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Hazrat Ali £e4iss; reports that on one occasion, Hazrat Rasulullah
A5\ told Hazrat Faatimah @&z, “Witness your qurbaani
animal being sacrificed. With the first drop of blood that falls, your
sins will be forgiven. Its meat and blood will be placed in your scale
of good deeds and multiplied seventy times.” Hazrat Abu Sa’eed
%efiss; asked Hazrat Rasulullah 325.%45{z, “O Rasulullah
Jsaediie! Is this reward exclusively reserved for your family, as
they are entitled to special grace or is this reward for all Muslims?”
Hazrat Rasulullah 12525 replied, “It has specifically been
revealed in regard to my family but it (the virtue and reward) is

also for my ummah in general.” > ”

12. A woman can also slaughter her own animal, provided she does not
appear before strange men.

13. Do not slaughter the animal in view of other animals.

14. When slaughtering, one should use a sharp knife and should
slaughter swiftly. One should not cause difficulty to the animal by
using a blunt knife or slaughtering the animal slowly.

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Hazrat Abdullah bin Umar &5z, reports that Rasulullah
14450l commanded that the knives be sharpened (before
slaughtering the animal), and that the slaughtering be concealed
from the other animals, and he said, “When you slaughter the
animal, then slaughter swiftly (so that the least amount of pain is

caused to the animal).” "

15. Do not sharpen the knife before the animal.
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Hazrat Ibnu Abbaas &z5iz; reports that on one occasion, a person
had laid his animal down for slaughtering and was sharpening his
knife (in view of the animal). Hazrat Rasulullah Azsaes
reprimanded him saying, “Do you want to kill this animal many
times? Why did you not sharpen your knife before you lay your

animal down (to be slaughtered)?”*

16. One should bring the animal to the place of slaughter gently. One
should not drag the animal.

Hazrat Anas %24z reports that Rasulullah 72582 slaughtered
two horned, black and white rams. He slaughtered them with his own
blessed hand while reciting the tasmiyah and takbeer and placed his
leg on their sides (i.e. the animals were made to lie on the left side so
that the animal faces the Qiblah).

18. One should not commence skinning the animal until there is no
sign of life left in the body.

19. At the time of slaughtering, one should recite the tasmiyah in the

21. Before slaughtering, it is sunnah for one to recite the following
dua:
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SUNNATS AND AADAAB OF QURBAANI

I have firmly turned myself towards that Being who has created the
heavens and the earth, while I am upon the Straight Deen of
Ebrahim 3El, and I am not among the Mushrikeen. Verily, my
salaah, my sacrifice, my life and my death are for Allah 135,
Lord of the worlds. He has no partner, with this I have been
commanded and I am among the Muslimeen. O Allah! This sacrifice
is due to You granting us the ability to do so and it is for You.
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Hazrat Jaabir £2dis; reports that on the day of qurbaani,
Rasulullah 5.5 slaughtered two black and white, horned,

castrated rams. When Rasulullah <555 placed them down to
slaughter them, he recited the following dua:
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

22. It is mustahab for one to eat from the qurbaani animal and to feed
others from it as well. Though it is permissible for one to keep all
the qurbaani meat for one’s own needs, it is best that the qurbaani
meat be divided into three portions. One portion should be kept for
one’s immediate family, the second portion should be distributed
among one’s relatives and friends, and the third portion should be
distributed among the poor and needy.
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It is reported that Hazrat Aabis bin Rabee’ah L2dis; once asked the
mother of the believers, Hazrat Aaishah Gz&iss;, “Did Rasulullah
Iz prevent us from eating the meat of the qurbaani
animal7” Hazrat Aaishah Gz&iss; replied, “No (Rasulullah

4= allowed us to eat as much meat of the qurbaani animal
as we wish and for as long as we wish). However, (during the
mubaarak life of Rasulullah <555\ ), there were not a lot of
people who could afford to carry out qurbaani. Hence, Rasulullah
44w liked that those people who were unable to perform
qurbaani be fed from the meat. (As for our eating of the meat, then)

we would consume from the qurbaani animal’s trotters after ten

days (i.e. we would even store meat to consume later on).” *

23. It is recorded in the Hadith that the best of actions carried out on
the day of qurbaani (from monetary ibaadaat) is the spilling of
blood. However, Rasulullah Jz54&4{i> has explained that the action
that will earn one even greater reward is to join family ties that
have been severed. Hence, together with carrying out the
obligation of qurbaani, we should ensure that we join and maintain
family ties.
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Hazrat Ibnu Abbaas &4, reports that Rasulullah J5:55{
said on the day of Eidul Adha, “There is no action that a servant
carries out on this day which is more virtuous than the spilling of
blood (qurbaani), except for the one who joins family ties that have

been severed.” ”
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UPON WHOM IS QURBAANI
WAAJIB?

The Obligation of Qurbaani
Q: Upon whom is qurbaani waajib?

A: Qurbaani is waajib upon a baaligh, sane Muslim (who is not a
musaafir) who possesses wealth to the value of nisaab (the minimum
amount upon which zakaat or sadaqatul fitr is compulsory) during the
days of qurbaani. The days of qurbaani are the 10", 11*" and 12* of Zul
Hijjah.”
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UPON WHOM 1S QURBAANT WAAJIB?

What Amount of Wealth Does One Need
to Possess for Qurbaani to be Waajib
(Compulsory) Upon Him?

Q: Upon whom is qurbaani waajib, and what amount of wealth does

one need to possess for qurbaani to be waajib (compulsory) upon him?

A: Qurbaani is waajib upon a sane, mature Muslim who is not a
musaafir and who owns wealth equal to the nisaab over and above the
basic necessities of life (e.g. house, car, furniture, items that one uses,
etc). It is not necessary for one year to pass over the wealth nor is it
necessary for the wealth to be zakaatable wealth. Hence, if a person
has goods which are not for sale nor is he using the goods, or he

possesses old clothing which he no longer uses, and this wealth

reaches the value of nisaab (of zakaat) then qurbaani will be wajib on

Qurbaani for a Musaafir
Q: Is qurbaani waajib on a musaafir?

A: Qurbaani is not waajib on a musaafir.”'
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UPON WHOM 1S QURBAANT WAAJIB?

Qurbaani for a Musaafir Who Returns
Home

Q: A person was a musaafir on the 10", 11", and 12" of Zul Hijjah.
However, before sunset on the 12", he returned home. Will qurbaani
be waajib upon him?

A: If he possesses the nisaab amount (of zakaat, regardless of whether
it is zakaatable wealth or non zakaatable wealth which one no longer
uses), qurbaani will be waajib upon him.”

Qurbaani for a Person Who Receives
Nisaab

Q: If a person upon whom qurbaani was not waajib received some

money which equals the nisaab amount just before sunset of the 12" of
Zul Hijjah, will qurbaani be waajib upon him?

A: Qurbaani will be waajib upon him.”
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

A Poor Person Purchasing an Animal for
Qurbaani

Q: If a poor person upon whom qurbaani was not waajib purchased an
animal with the intention of qurbaani, will qurbaani become waajib
upon him?

A: Qurbaani will become waajib upon him through him purchasing the

animal for Qurbaani.*

Vowing to Perform Qurbaani

Q: What is the shar’ee ruling regarding a person who took a vow that if
a certain work is accomplished, he will perform qurbaani? Will there
be any difference in the ruling between a rich or poor person?

A: Qurbaani will become waajib upon him if the work is accomplished,
irrespective of whether he is rich or poor. However, the rich person
will be required to slaughter two qurbaanis; one on behalf of the vow
and the other on behalf of the waajib qurbaani.”
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UPON WHOM 1S QURBAANT WAAJIB?

Qurbaani of a Father on Behalf of His
Minor Children

Q: Is qurbaani waajib on the father on behalf of his minor children?

A: Qurbaani is not waajib on the father on behalf of his minor
children.*
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

Finding the Lost Qurbaani Animal

Q: A person purchased an animal for qurbaani. Before the day of

qurbaani, the animal got lost. After purchasing the second animal, the
first animal was found. Which of the two animals should he slaughter?

A: If qurbaani was waajib upon the one who purchased the animal,
then he has a choice to slaughter any animal. However, if he slaughters
the second animal and the value of the second animal was less than the
first animal, he should give the difference in charity.

If qurbaani was not waajib upon the one who purchased the animal,
then both the animals will have to be slaughtered.”
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UPON WHOM 1S QURBAANT WAAJIB?
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THE TIME OF QURBAANI

The Time of Qurbaani

Q: When does the time of qurbaani commence?

A: The time of qurbaani commences at subah saadiq (dawn) of the 10"

of Zul Hijjah and remains until sunset of the 12" of Zul Hijjah.”

Making Qurbaani Before the Eid Salaah

Q: Is it permissible to make qurbaani before the Eid Salaah?

A: It is not permissible to make qurbaani before the Eid Salaah in the
city. However, in the villages or farms (where Eid Salaah does not take
place), it is permissible to make qurbaani after subah saadiq.”
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THE TIME OF QURBAANI

Qurbaani Animal Slaughtered in a Village
Before the Eid Salaah in the City

Q: If a person living in a town sends his animal to the village and the
animal was slaughtered there before the Eid Salaah could take place in
the city, will the qurbaani be valid?

A: The qurbaani will be valid.”

Performing Qurbaani on the 12" of Zul
Hijjah

Q: Can qurbaani be performed on the 12" of Zul Hijjah?
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

A: Qurbaani can be performed on the 12* of Zul Hijjah, provided it is

done before sunset.”
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CONDITIONS FOR THE VALIDITY
OF QURBAANI

Performing Waajib Qurbaani on Behalf of
Another Person without his Consent

Q: will the waajib qurbaani be valid if it is carried out on behalf of

another person without his consent?

A: The waajib qurbaani will not be valid. In order for the waajib
qurbaani to be valid, it is necessary for one to acquire the consent of
the person for whom the qurbaani is being performed.”

Performing Nafl Qurbaani on behalf of
Another Person without His Consent

Q: Is it permissible for one to carry out a nafl qurbaani, from one’s

personal wealth, on behalf of another person without his consent?
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

A: Yes, it is permissible and the nafl qurbaani will be valid. One should
convey the reward of the nafl qurbaani to the person for whom one
has done the nafl qurbaani.”

Conveying the Reward of Qurbaani to the
Deceased

Q: can one perform nafl Qurbaani, from one’s personal wealth, on
behalf of one’s deceased relatives e.g. parents, grandfather, mother, in-
laws, brothers, sisters, daughters, sons, etc.?

A: Yes, one may perform a nafl qurbaani on behalf of one’s deceased
relatives and thereafter convey the reward to them or to as many
people as one wishes.”
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CONDITIONS FOR THE VALIDITY OF QURBAANI

Few People Collectively Carrying Out One
Nafl Qurbaani in One Sheep or Goat

Q: can few people buy one sheep or goat and carry out a nafl

qurbaani?

A: There are two views among our Ulama regarding this mas’alah.

According to Mufti Shafee’ Saheb, Mufti Abdur Raheem Laajpuri and

Moulana Yusuf Ludyaanwi %4i.3z; one nafl qurbaani can only be carried
out on behalf of one person. Two or more people cannot collectively

carry out nafl qurbaani in one animal.

According to Moulana Ashraf Ali Thaanwi {25 and Mufti Mahmood
Gangohi {5z one nafl qurbaani can be carried out on behalf of few
people collectively. It should be borne in mind that this ruling pertains
to the validity of the nafl qurbaani if carried out by more than one
person. As far as the sawaab is concerned, all the Ulama agree that if
one person carries out the nafl qurbaani, he can convey the sawaab to

as many people as he wishes.”
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

Owning a Share in a Qurbaani Animal

Q: will the qurbaani of all the shareholders be valid if any

shareholder’s share is less than one-seventh?

A: The qurbaani of all the shareholders will be invalid if any

shareholder’s share is less than one-seventh.”

One Shareholder Only Intending the Meat
of the Qurbaani Animal

Q: Will the qurbaani of all the shareholders be valid if one shareholder

does not intend qurbaani and only intends the meat?
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CONDITIONS FOR THE VALIDITY OF QURBAANI

A: Qurbaani of all the shareholders will be invalid if any of the
shareholders intends only the meat.”
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

Intending Ageeqah in a Qurbaani Animal

Q: will the qurbaani of all the shareholders be valid if one shareholder
does not intend qurbaani but intends ageeqah?

A: Qurbaani of all the shareholders will be valid.”®

How Many Veins Should be Cut?

Q: How many veins of the sacrificial animal have to be cut in order for

the animal to be halaal?
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CONDITIONS FOR THE VALIDITY OF QURBAANI

A: At the time of slaughter, the following four arteries or at least three
should be cut (windpipe, food pipe and both jugular veins) together
with taking the name of Allah 1255 at the time of slaughter.”

Stunning Animals Before Slaughter

Q: What is the ruling regarding stunning the animal? The process is
adopted in the UK and in other countries. If the animal is stunned, will
it be permissible to eat the meat of the stunned animal?

A: The animal should not be stunned. Stunning the animal before
slaughtering it is against the sunnah. If the animal experiences alot of
pain, then stunning the animal will be makrooh-e-tahreemi. However,
if the animal was stunned and before it died, it was slaughtered by a

Muslim according to the shar’ee method of slaughter, the meat will be
halaal.*
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH
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FULFILLING QURBAANI IN
ACCORDANCE TO THE SUNNAH
METHOD

Performing Qurbaani at Night

Q: Is it permissible to perform qurbaani during the night?

A: 1f the qurbaani is carried out in a place which is well lit and there is
no fear of one making a mistake while slaughtering, the qurbaani will
be permissible.*’

Slaughtering One’s Own Qurbaani Animal

Q: Is it better for one to slaughter the qurbaani animal himself or to

appoint someone else to slaughter it on his behalf?

A: 1t is best for the one performing qurbaani to slaughter the qurbaani

animal himself if he is able to. If he is unable to do so, then he should
appoint someone else to slaughter it on his behalf.*
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

Being Present at the Time when One’s
Qurbaani Animal is being Slaughtered

Q: In the case where a person appoints someone else to slaughter his
qurbaani animal on his behalf, will it be preferable for him to be
present and witness his animal being slaughtered?

A: 1t is better for one to be present and witness his qurbaani animal
being slaughtered. However, in the case of a woman, if there is fear
that the laws of purdah will be violated, then she should not be
present.”
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FULFILLING QURBAANI IN ACCORDANCE TO THE SUNNAH METHOD

Facing the Qiblah at the Time of Slaughter

Q: When slaughtering the animal, should the animal be made to face
towards the giblah or should the person who is slaughtering face
towards the giblah?

A:1t is sunnah that both the slaughterer and the animal face the
giblah.”
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

Giving the Animal Water to Drink before
Slaughter

Q: should the animal be given water to drink before it is slaughtered?
Some people bring the animal to the place of slaughter, give it water to
drink and thereafter slaughter it. Is it correct to do this?

A:1t is permissible to give the animal water, though it is not a
requirement at the time of slaughter. The actual requirement is that
the animal should be taken care of and well fed while it is in one’s
possession, until the time one slaughters it.*”

Reciting Tasmiyah (Bismillah) at the Time
of Slaughter

Q: What is the ruling of reading bismillah when slaughtering? Is there any

difference in the ruling if it is left out intentionally or unintentionally?

A:If bismillah is left out unintentionally, then the animal is halaal and
permissible. However, if it is left out intentionally, then the animal will
not be halaal.*
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FULFILLING QURBAANI IN ACCORDANCE TO THE SUNNAH METHOD

Making a Verbal Intention when
Slaughtering the Qurbaani Animal

Q: s it necessary to make a verbal intention or to recite any dua at the

time of slaughtering?

A: 1t is not waajib to make a verbal intention or to recite any dua at the
time of slaughtering. However, it is waajib to recite the tasmiyah at the
time of slaughtering the animal.”

A Father Performing Nafl Qurbaani on
Behalf of His Minor Children

Q: can the father perform nafl qurbaani on behalf of his minor
children?
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

A: 1t is permissible for the father to perform nafl qurbaani on behalf of

his minor children from his wealth.®

Performing Nafl Qurbaani from a Minor’s
Wealth

Q: Is it permissible for the father to perform nafl qurbaani on behalf of

his minor children from their wealth?

A: 1t is impermissible for the father to perform nafl q urbaani on

behalf of his minor children from their wealth.*
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WHICH ANIMALS CAN BE
SLAUGHTERED FOR QURBAANI

Types of Qurbaani Animals

Q: Which animals can be slaughtered for qurbaani?

A: Goats, sheep, buffaloes, cows, oxen and camels can be slaughtered

for qurbaani. Apart from these animals, no other animal can be
slaughtered for qurbaani.”

Age of the Qurbaani Animal

Q: What age should the animal be in order for the qurbaani to be
valid?

A: Goats and sheep have to be at least one year old. However, if a six-
month-old sheep resembles a one year old, the qurbaani will be valid.
Bulls, buffaloes, cows and oxen have to be at least two years old.
Camels have to be at least five years old.”

Slaughtering a Castrated Animal for
Qurbaani

Q: Is it permissible to slaughter a castrated animal for qurbaani?

A: 1t is permissible.”
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WHICH ANIMALS CAN BE SLAUGHTERED FOR QURBAANI

Slaughtering a Pregnant Animal for
Qurbaani

Q: Is it permissible to slaughter a pregnant animal for qurbaani?

A:lt is permissible to slaughter a pregnant animal for qurbaani.

However, if the animal is close to giving birth, then it is makrooh to
slaughter such an animal for qurbaani.”

Purchasing a Large Size Animal which is
Inedible for Qurbaani

Q: will it be more rewarding to purchase one goat for R3000 for

qurbaani (due to its size) but whose meat is hardly edible, or to buy
two sheep which have good meat for the same total price?
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

A: The Fugahaa have explained that it is more rewarding for one to
purchase a qurbaani animal which has more meat compared to an
animal which has less meat in the case where the value of both animals
is the same. However, in the case where the qurbaani animal is just
large in size but its meat is inedible, then since the purpose of qurbaani
is also to eat from the meat (and feed one’s family, the poor, etc.) and
this purpose will not be obtained, it will be better and more rewarding
that one purchase two sheep that have good meat with the same

money.”

The Law Regarding the Young that Comes
Out after Slaughtering a Pregnant Animal

Q: What should be done with the young that comes out of the animal
after being slaughtered?

A: The young should also be slaughtered. If one did not slaughter it
during the days of qurbaani then he should give it alive in charity.”
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WHICH ANIMALS CAN BE SLAUGHTERED FOR QURBAANI

Number of Shares in a Qurbaani Animal

Q: How many shares are there in a buffalo, cow, ox or camel?

A: There are seven shares in a buffalo, cow, ox and camel.”

Selling Some of the Shares in the Qurbaani
Animal

Q: A person purchased a bull for qurbaani. Later on, he decides to sell

some shares of the animal to people who intend doing qurbaani. Will it
be permissible for him to sell some of the shares?

A: At the time of purchasing the animal, if the person had the
intention of selling the shares, then it will be permissible. If he did not
have the intention of selling the shares, then if qurbaani was waajib
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

upon him then selling the shares will be makrooh. If qurbaani was not
waajib upon him, then selling the shares will be impermissible.”

Distributing the Meat of the Qurbaani
Animal

Q: What should be done with the qurbaani meat?

A: The qurbaani meat can be consumed by oneself, family, friends, etc.

It is preferable to give one third of the meat in charity.”

Distributing the Qurbaani Meat Equally
Among the Shareholders

Q: If several people purchase shares in a camel or cow, how should

they distribute the meat among themselves?

A:The meat will have to be distributed equally among
the shareholders in proportion to their shares. If the meat is
not distributed proportionately, it will be impermissible.”

One Shareholder Taking More than His
Share from the Qurbaani Animal

Q: If some of the shareholders allow the others to take a portion of

their meat, will it be permissible?

A: At the time of distribution, it is impermissible for any shareholder
to take more than his share even though he is permitted to do so. An
equal distribution of the meat is compulsory. However, if the head,

to the one who received the head, feet or skin. *¢*

Note: After an equal distribution of the meat takes place, if any
shareholder wishes to gift some of his meat to another shareholder, it
will be permissible.

The Skin of the Qurbaani Animal

Q: What should be done with the skin of the qurbaani animal?

A: One can use the skin of the qurbaani animal for one’s personal needs.

Similarly, gifting it or giving it in charity to the poor is permissible."”

Selling the Skin of the Qurbaani Animal

Q: Is it permissible to sell the skin of the qurbaani animal and give the

money in sadagah?

A: 1t is permissible.

Giving Qurbaani Meat as Remuneration

Q: Is it permissible to give the qurbaani meat to those employed for

skinning etc. as remuneration?

A: 1t is not permissible to give the qurbaani meat to those employed

for skinning etc. as remuneration.'”

Consuming the Meat of an Animal
Slaughtered for a Vow or Bequest

Q: Can the meat of an animal which was slaughtered in fulfilment of a

vow or a bequest be consumed?

A: The meat has to be given in charity and cannot be consumed."*”

Compensation for Consuming the Meat of
an Animal Slaughtered in Fulfilment of a
Vow or a Bequest

Q: What should be done if the meat of an animal slaughtered in

fulfilment of a vow or a bequest was consumed?

A: The value of the consumed meat must be given in charity.""

Meat of an Animal Slaughtered on Behalf
of a Deceased

Q: If a person slaughters an animal on behalf of a deceased, what
should be done with the meat?

A: If the deceased made a bequest that the qurbaani should be done on
his behalf (from one third of his estate), then all the meat has to be
given in charity. However, if one made the qurbaani on behalf of the
deceased from his personal wealth, then the meat can be consumed.'”

All the Shareholders of an Animal Giving
the Entire Animal in Charity
Q: Is it permissible for all the shareholders of an animal to give the

entire animal in charity?
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A: 1t is permissible.

Giving Qurbaani Meat to Non-Muslims

Q: Can the qurbaani meat be given to non-Muslims?

A: Qurbaani meat can be given to non-Muslims."”’

Slaughtering an Animal Afflicted with
Mange for Qurbaani

Q: will an animal afflicted with mange (a type of skin disease) suffice

for the qurbaani?

A:If the animal is strong, it will suffice for qurbaani. If the animal is

extremely weak due to the mange, it will not suffice for qurbaani.'*”
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DEFECTS IN THE QURBAANI ANIMAL

A Defect Coming into the Animal

Q: An animal which was free from any defect was purchased for waajib
qurbaani. Later on, before the days of qurbaani, its leg broke or some
defect occurred which rendered it invalid for qurbaani. Can such an
animal be slaughtered for qurbaani?

A: Such an animal cannot be slaughtered for qurbaani.'*”

Poor Person’s Qurbaani Animal becoming
Invalid for Qurbaani
Q: A poor person (upon whom qurbaani was not waajib) purchased an
animal free from any defect, but later on, its leg broke or some defect

occurred which rendered it invalid for qurbaani. Can the poor person
slaughter such an animal for qurbaani?

A: The poor person can slaughter such an animal for qurbaani.'

Qurbaani of an Animal whose Eyesight is
Impaired

Q: Can an animal whose eyesight is impaired be slaughtered for

qurbaani?

A: 1f more than half of the animal’s eyesight is lost, it will not suffice

for qurbaani.'"

DEFECTS IN THE QURBAANI ANIMAL

Qurbaani of an Animal whose Tail or Ear is
Cut Off

Q: If an animal’s tail or ear is cut off, will it suffice for qurbaani?

A: Some of the Hanafi Fugaha have preferred the opinion that if more

than one-third of the animal’s tail or ear is cut off, the qurbaani will not
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

be valid. However, most of the Hanafi jurists have preferred the opinion
that if less than half is cut, the qurbaani will be valid, and if more than
half is cut, the qurbaani will not be valid. If half is cut, then there are two
opinions. According to the first opinion, the qurbaani will not be valid

and according to the second opinion, the qurbaani will be valid. ***"'

Qurbaani of a Lame Animal

Q: Can an animal which is lame in one leg be slaughtered for qurbaani?
A:If it only walks on three legs and does not take support from the

lame leg, then it will not suffice for qurbaani. However, if it takes

support from the lame leg, it will suffice."”

Qurbaani of a Frail Animal

Q: Is it permissible to slaughter a frail animal for qurbaani?

A: 1If it is extremely frail then it will not suffice for qurbaani."”

Qurbaani of an Animal with No Teeth

Q: will an animal which does not have teeth suffice for qurbaani?

A:If it does not have any teeth and is unable to graze, it will not

suffice. However, if it is able to graze, it will suffice for qurbaani.'"

Qurbaani of an Animal Born without Ears

Q: Is it permissible to slaughter an animal which was born without

ears for qurbaani?

A: 1t is not permissible to slaughter an animal which was born without

ears for qurbaani.'”

Qurbaani of an Animal whose Horn has
Broken Off

Q: Can qurbaani be made of an animal whose horn has broken off?

A: If the horn has broken off from the root, it will not suffice for

qurbaani. However, if it did not break off from the root, it will
suffice.'*
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MAKING QADHA OF MISSED
QURBAANI

Qadha for Missed Qurbaani

Q: A person upon whom qurbaani was waajib did not make qurbaani

until the days of qurbaani passed. How will he make qadha for the
missed qurbaani?

A: He will have to give the value of a sacrificial animal in charity."”

Purchasing an Animal for Qurbaani but
Not Slaughtering it

Q: A person upon whom qurbaani was waajib purchased the qurbaani
animal but did not slaughter the animal until the days of qurbaani
passed. How will he make gadha for the missed qurbaani?

A: He should give the animal alive (without slaughtering it) in charity.

Qadha of Previous Years’ Missed Qurbaani

Q: How should a person make gadha of the qurbaani of previous years?

A: One should give the current value of a qurbaani animal to the poor
with the intention of the qadha qurbaani for each year’s missed
qurbaani.'”

Giving the Value of a Qurbaani Animal in
Sadagah During the Days of Qurbaani

Q: can we donate money on the day of Eid instead of performing

qurbaani? If not, please explain the reason?

A: If qurbaani is waajib upon a person, then it is compulsory upon him
to fulfil this obligation by slaughtering a sacrificial animal in the days
of qurbaani. If he gives the value of a sacrificial animal to the poor as
sadaqah during the days of qurbaani on behalf of his qurbaani, he will
not be absolved of the obligation of qurbaani. Just as the obligation of
salaah will only be fulfilled through one performing salaah, one will
not be absolved of its obligation by giving sadagah to the poor on
behalf of the salaah. However, despite the qurbaani being waajib, if one
had not carried it out during the days of qurbaani, one will be sinful
and it will be compulsory upon one to give the value of a sacrificial
animal to the poor as gadha on behalf of the missed qurbaani."”

The Correct Procedure in Regard to
Purchasing an Animal for Qurbaani

Q: What is the ruling regarding the following situation:

At the time of qurbaani, certain stock farmers sell sheep and goats to
the public. They charge a stipulated fee for providing the services of
skinning the animal, slicing and parceling the meat for all those people
who wish to perform qurbaani at their farm. Before the days of
qurbaani, people go to the farms, and after selecting the animals,
purchase them from the farmers. After purchasing the animals, they
leave the animals on the farms to be slaughtered during the days of
qurbaani.

Other people merely phone the farmer and purchase their animals
over the phone without going to the farm and selecting the animals. At
times, the farmer selects and marks an animal for the client (e.g. sheep,
goat, etc.) and concludes the transaction over the phone on the
specific marked animal. At times, the sale is concluded over the phone,
however the farmer does not select and mark any animal at the time of
concluding the sale. Since the farmer knows that he has extra animals
in the pen, he concludes the transaction on an unspecified animal with
this in mind that on the day of qurbaani, he will select an animal for
the client and carry out his qurbaani.

Is this method of purchasing the animal and carrying out the qurbaani
correct where the animal is not selected by the purchaser but by the
farmer himself according to both situations explained (i.e. where the
farmer concludes the sale on a specific marked animal or on an
unspecified animal and only specifies it at the time of slaughter)? If
this is not the correct method of purchasing, then what is the correct
shar’ee method of purchasing the qurbaani animal and asking the
farmer to slaughter it on one’s behalf?

A:In regard to the abovementioned scenario, there are two aspects
that need to be taken into consideration. The first aspect is purchasing
the animal from the farmer and the second aspect is appointing the
farmer as one’s wakeel (representative) to slaughter the qurbaani
animal on one’s behalf during the days of qurbaani. These are two
separate aspects.

As far as the first aspect is concerned (i.e. purchasing the animal from
the farmer), since this is a business transaction that is taking place
between the farmer and the client, it is necessary that all the
conditions of a valid sale be adhered to. Among the conditions of a
valid sale is that the price of the purchased item should be fixed and
mutually agreed upon between the buyer and seller and the item that
one is purchasing should also be specified.

Through one purchasing an animal over the phone, one will not be
aware of the animal which one is purchasing. Since one has not seen
the animal, one does not know the type, age, weight, size, gender,
being castrated or not, etc. of the animal and this could lead to a
dispute taking place in the future between the buyer and seller. Hence,
transacting in this manner is incorrect.

The correct procedure in regard to purchasing the animal is for the
buyer to phone the farmer and request him to reserve an animal for
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

him. The buyer should then go to the farm or send somebody on his
behalf to view the animal. If he is happy then he may conclude the sale
on that animal, and if he is not satisfied then he may purchase another
animal of his choice. In this way, the transaction will be valid. The
purchaser may now leave the animal as an amaanat by the farmer and
appoint him as his wakeel to slaughter the animal on his behalf on the
day of qurbaani.

Another alternative is that the farmer provides the client with a
detailed description of the animal over the phone (e.g. type, age,
weight, size, gender, being castrated or not, etc.). If the buyer is then
satisfied with the description and confirms the purchase over the
phone, the farmer should immediately mark it for the client with a
specific number, indicating that this particular animal has been sold to
so and so. In this case, the sale will be correct since the animal has
been marked and specified for the client. However, since the purchaser
has not seen the purchased animal at the time of the sale, Shari’ah
gives him the option of permitting or cancelling the sale at the time he
views the animal. Hence, if the client later on comes to the farm and is
not pleased with the animal upon seeing it, he has the right to cancel
the sale.

As far as the situation where one had purchased an animal over the
phone is concerned, if the farmer immediately specified the animal
through marking it but did not inform the client of the description of
the animal, or the farmer did not specify the animal immediately, but
only specified the animal on the day of qurbaani, then in both these
cases, though the qurbaani of the client will take place, however on
account of the fact that the animal was not purchased in the correct
manner, one will be deprived of the full blessings and rewards of the
qurbaani. Nevertheless, in both these cases, if the client had come to
the farm on the day of qurbaani and slaughtered his animal, then since
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he is pleased with the animal, the sale will be correct and his qurbaani
will also be correct.'”!
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Organizations Doing Qurbaani for the
Public

Q: What is the ruling regarding the following situation:

Certain organizations, before the days of qurbaani, purchase animals
which they intend to sell to the public and also carry out nafl
qurbaanis on behalf of the public. After slaughtering the animals on
behalf of the public, they distribute the meat among the poor in
indigenous areas. All the meat of these animals is given in sadagah and
nothing comes to the purchasers. The way the animals are purchased
is that people contact the organizations telephonically or via email and
purchase animals. Those purchasing the animals do not see the
animals nor do they select the animals, and nor do the organizations
select any animal on behalf of the purchaser at the time of purchase.
However, since the organization knows the number of animals they
possess and wish to sell, they continue selling to the public till all the
animals are sold. On the day of qurbaani, these animals are slaughtered
by the organizations and distributed among the poor.

a. Is it necessary at the time of purchasing the animals to select the
animals one wishes to purchase for the nafl qurbaani?

b. Is this method of purchasing the animals and carrying out the nafl
qurbaani correct? If this is not the correct method, then what is the
correct shar’ee method of purchasing the qurbaani animals and getting
the animals slaughtered on one’s behalf by the organizations?

A:In regard to the abovementioned scenario, there are two aspects
that need to be taken into consideration. The first aspect is that the
organization is the owner of the animals and they are selling these
animals to the public. The second aspect is that after selling the
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animals to the public, the organization is becoming their wakeel to
slaughter the animals on their behalf during the days of qurbaani.

As far as the first aspect is concerned (i.e. the public purchasing the
animals from the organization), since this is a business transaction that
is taking place between the organization and the public, it is necessary
that all the conditions of a valid sale be adhered to. Among the
conditions of a valid sale is that the price of the purchased item should
be fixed and mutually agreed upon between the buyer and seller and
the item that one is purchasing should also be specified. Since the
animals are not specified and the purchasers do not have full
knowledge of the animals which they are purchasing, this type of
transaction is incorrect. Though the qurbaani carried out by the
organization on behalf of the public will be valid, on account of the fact
that the animal was not purchased in the correct shar’ee manner, one
will be deprived of the full blessings and rewards of his qurbaani.

An alternative for such organizations is that they should not purchase
the animals and sell to the public. Rather, they should take orders from
the public to carry out their nafl qurbaani and become their wakeels
(representatives) in both purchasing and slaughtering the animals.
After receiving all the orders, they should now purchase the animals
on behalf of the public. In this way, since they are not selling the
animals to the public, the conditions mentioned above for a valid sale
between them and the public will not apply, and it will not be
necessary for the public to specify the animals as the organization
choosing the animals will suffice for the public as they are their
representatives.

In this case, since the organizations are not selling the animals to the
public, they cannot make a profit on the sale of the animals. Instead, if
the organizations wish, they may charge a stipulated fee for their

service of acting as the wakeel (agent) for the public.> **!
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Performing Qurbaani in Another Country

Q: What is the Shar’ee ruling in the situation where a person living in
one country wishes to perform his qurbaani in another country? The
days of qurbaani commence one day earlier in the country where he
wishes to perform qurbaani compared to the country in which he is
living. In this case, if his animal is slaughtered on the first day of Eid in
the country where he wishes to perform his qurbaani, will his qurbaani
be valid, bearing in mind that the days of Eid have not yet commenced
in his country?

A: At the onset, it should be borne in mind that the Ulama have not
found this mas’alah in the classical books of Figh. It is for this reason
that the Ulama refer to the Usool of Figh in trying to find the answer to
this mas’alah.

Furthermore, when certain juz'iyyaat of the Fuqahaa are viewed, then
we find that there are different rulings recorded, based on the
difference in regard to the position of Udhiyyah (whether it is a maali
ibaadat, badani ibaadat or a combination of both, and whether it is
based on qudrat-e-muyassirah or qudrat-e-mumakkinah).

It is for this reason that we find in certain masaa’il, there are two
opinions reported by different Fugahaa. In regard to such situations, it
is not correct for one to quote any statement of the Fugahaa out of
context without first understanding the underlying principle that
governs the mas’alah.

Below, we will endeavor to explain certain masaa’il of Figh which have
a bearing on the mas’alah under discussion as well as the usools that

govern the various masaa’il.
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The Two Views of the Ulama

In regard to the mas’alah under discussion, there is a difference of
opinion among the Ulama. Some Ulama regard the qurbaani to be
valid, while other Ulama hold the view that the qurbaani will be
invalid.

Below we will first mention the names of the various Ulama who
subscribe to each view, and we will thereafter present the proofs of
each group.

The following Ulama subscribe to the view that the qurbaani will not

be valid:
1. Mufti Muhammed Taqi Uthmaani (daamat barakaatuhu)
2. Mufti Ahmed Khaanpuri (daamat barakaatuhu)

The following Ulama subscribe to the view that the qurbaani will be
valid:

1. Mufti Abdur Raheem Laajpuri (rahimahullah)
2. Mufti Radha ul Haq (daamat barakaatuhu)
3. Mufti Rasheed Ahmed Fareedi (daamat barakaatuhu)

Proofs of the First Group

The Ulama who claim that the qurbaani will not be valid primarily
present two proofs in support of their view:

1) The principle of Shari’ah which applies to all ibaadaat (obligations)
is that the wujoob of the ibaadat is linked to the sabab-e-wujoob. If one
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carries out any ibaadat before the sabab-e-wujoob is found, the
obligation will not be fulfilled."*

Consider the example of salaah. The sabab-e-wujoob for the salaah
becoming compulsory is the time of the salaah entering.'”’ If the salaah
is performed before the time enters, the salaah will not be valid and
will have to be repeated after the time enters.

Similar is the case of zakaat. The sabab-e-wujoob for zakaat becoming
compulsory is the possessing of zakaatable wealth which equals the
nisaab.'”* If one discharges wealth with the intention of zakaat before
one acquires zakaatable wealth which equals the nisaab, the
discharged amount will not be regarded as zakaat.

This principle is general and applies to all deeni obligations e.g. salaah,
fasting, zakaat, hajj, etc. When this principle is general, it should also
apply to the obligation of qurbaani. As far as qurbaani is concerned,

'” Hence, only when the

the sabab-e-wujoob is the days of qurbaani.
days of qurbaani enter will the qurbaani become obligatory on a

person.

If the qurbaani is carried out before qurbaani becomes compulsory
upon a person (i.e. before the days of Eid enter), the animal sacrificed
will not suffice for qurbaani on account of the fact that it was
discharged before the obligation became compulsory.
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Accordingly, in the case were one’s qurbaani is done on his behalf in
another country, then even though the days of Eid have entered in that
country and the qurbaani of the people living there is valid, his
qurbaani will not be valid, as the sabab-e-wujoob is not yet found in
regard to him.

In essence, the place where one is living will be considered in
determining the sabab-e-wujoob for him and the people of that land.

Another example to illustrate this principle is the fajr salaah. The fajr
salaah becomes obligatory once the time of subah saadiq enters. If a
person performs fajr salaah before the time of subah saadiq enters, his
salaah will not be valid, even though the salaah of other people living
in a place where subah saadiq has entered will be valid.

From the Fugahaa, the author of Ad-Durrul Mukhtaar, '* the author of

Badaa'i-us-Sanaa’i'”’ and Allaamah Shaami £iz'"* have mentioned
that the sabab-e-wujoob of qurbaani is the days of qurbaani.
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2) The second proof of those who regard the qurbaani to be invalid is
that the muwakkil (the one instructing someone to carry out his
qurbaani) must be able to carry out qurbaani in order for the wakeel
(the one appointed to carry out the qurbaani) to represent him."” If
the muwakkil is unable to carry out his own qurbaani and fulfill his
obligation, how is it possible for him to instruct someone else to
represent him in fulfilling his obligation?

Proofs of the Second Group

The Ulama who claim that the qurbaani will be valid present the
following proofs:

1) It is an accepted fact that every obligation will only be fulfilled after
the sabab-e-wujoob is found. In the mas’alah of salaah, the sabab-e-
wujoob is the time of the salaah. Hence, the salaah can only be
performed after the time of the salaah sets in.

In the mas’alah of zakaat, the sabab-e-wujoob is possessing the nisaab
and hawalaan-e-hawl (passing of one complete year) is the shart of
wujoob-e-adaa. Hence, zakaat can only be discharged after one
possesses the nisaab amount.

In the mas’alah of fasting, the sabab-e-wujoob is the commencement of
the month of Ramadhaan™ (or the commencement of the fast
according to the different opinions of the Fugahaa).
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As far as the mas’alah of qurbaani is concerned, the sabab-e-wujoob is
not the days of qurbaani (as is the view of the first group of Ulamaa).
Rather, it is becoming the owner of nisaab.""

In other words, the obligation of qurbaani becomes compulsory upon a
person from the time he possesses wealth that equals the nisaab (even
though he will only be able to fulfil the obligation of qurbaani during
the days of qurbaani).

Hence, in the situation where his animal is slaughtered in another
country where the days of Eid have commenced, then since qurbaani
has become compulsory upon him through him possessing the nisaab,
the qurbaani will be valid, even though the days of Eid have not yet

commenced in his country.

As for the argument that the wakeel can only represent the muwakkil
in the case where the muwakkil is able to perform his own qurbaani,
and since in this case, the muwakkil cannot perform his own qurbaani
(as the days of qurbaani have not yet commenced in his country), the
wakeel cannot represent him and carry out his qurbaani, then this

argument is not correct.

The reason is that there is a situation where the muwakkil cannot
carry out his qurbaani, yet the qurbaani of the wakeel on his behalf
will be valid. Hence, this situation disproves the principle.

The situation is as follows: A person living in the city who wishes to
perform his qurbaani before the Eid Salaah is not allowed to do so. He
has to wait till the Eid salaah is performed. However, if he sends his
qurbaani to the village to be slaughtered immediately after subah
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saadiq, it is permissible and the qurbaani will be valid on his behalf,
even though he cannot perform the qurbaani himself due to being in

132

the city.

Explanation of the Mas’alah

According to the Ulama who subscribe to the first view, the reason for
the qurbaani being valid in the above situation is that the day of
qurbaani has entered in both places and qurbaani has become
compulsory upon the muwakkil. It is just that due to him living in the
city, he is commanded to delay his qurbaani until the Eid salaah is
performed. However, since there is no Eid salaah performed in the
village, the wakeel does not have to wait. Therefore, the wakeel can
represent the muwakkil in slaughtering his animal.””

The Ulama who subscribe to the second view explain that just as you
regard the qurbaani of the wakeel on behalf of the muwakkil to be
valid based on the fact that the qurbaani is taking place after the
sabab-e-wujoob is found, similarly we say that the sabab-e-wujoob is
the possessing of nisaab, and this sabab is found for the muwakkil
before the days of Eid commence in his country. However, the day of
Eid is the shart (condition) for the Qurbaani to be valid.
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Therefore, just as you regard the qurbaani to be valid in the town only
after the Eid salaah, since the Eid salaah is a shart (condition) for the
qurbaani to be valid, we regard the day of Qurbaani to be a shart
(condition) for the Qurbaani to be valid. Hence, once the muwakkil has
the nisaab, the qurbaani has become compulsory upon him and the
wakeel can slaughter on his behalf in the wakeel’s country during the
days of qurbaani just as the person living in the village can slaughter
on behalf of the person living in the town.

Examining Both Views

From the above discussion, we understand that the first view proves
the obligation of qurbaani to only be established during the days of
qurbaani. Prior to the days of qurbaani, the obligation is not found.
Hence, one will have to wait for the days of qurbaani to enter in the
place where he resides in order for qurbaani to be compulsory upon

him.

However, when we closely examine the fighi masaa’il, we notice that
there are various masaa’il which prove that there are certain ahkaam
relating to qurbaani which apply even before the days of qurbaani
enter. This proves that the sabab-e-wujoob is found prior to the days of
qurbaani. Some of these masaa’il are:

1) The mas’alah of a poor person purchasing an animal with the niyyat
of qurbaani:

Through merely purchasing the animal, the animal is specified for
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qurbaani.”™ This law applies even before the days of qurbaani and it is

confined to the law of qurbaani. If a poor person purchases a chicken
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

with the intention of slaughtering it or giving it in charity, no laws
apply to such a purchase with this intention.

2) The mas’alah of a wealthy person purchasing a big animal for
qurbaani and thereafter selling some shares to people:"

It is makrooh for him to do so as his intention at the time of purchase
was to slaughter the entire animal for his qurbaani. However, if he
intended at the time of purchase to sell the shares and slaughter the
animal for his qurbaani, it will not be makrooh for him to sell the
shares.

As for a poor person, it is not permissible for him to sell the shares in
both cases (whether he intended to sell the shares at the time of the
purchase or afterwards), as the entire animal became specified for his
qurbaani by him merely purchasing the animal.”® This law applies
even before the days of qurbaani enter.
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MISCELLANEOUS

3) The mas’alah of a poor person who purchased an animal for
qurbaani, and then lost the animal and thereafter purchased another
animal for qurbaani:

If he finds the first animal, he will have to slaughter both animals for
qurbaani. As for a wealthy person, if he loses the first animal and
purchases another animal and thereafter finds the first animal, he is
only commanded to slaughter the first animal.

However, if he wishes to slaughter the second animal, then the value of
the second animal will be viewed. If it is equal in value to the first
animal or it is more valuable, he will not have to pay any amount in
charity.

Conversely, if its value is less than the value of the first animal, he will
have to give the difference in value in charity. This law applies even
before the days of qurbaani.”’

4) Qurbaani animal giving birth before the days of qurbaani enter:
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QURBAANI IN THE LIGHT OF THE SUNNAH

If a person purchases an animal for qurbaani and the animal gives
birth before the days of qurbaani enter, then the new-born animal will
also have to be slaughtered for qurbaani."”

All the above masaa’il indicate that the sabab-e-wujoob is found before
the days of qurbaani. It is for this reason that the laws of qurbaani are
coming into effect. Therefore, according to our understanding, the
second view seems to be the correct view.

Can Possessing Nisaab be the Sabab-e-Wujoob of Qurbaani?

The Ulama who subscribe to the second view (i.e. the view of qurbaani
being valid if carried out on behalf of a person in another country
when the days of qurbaani have not yet entered in his country) explain
that the sabab-e-wujoob is possessing the nisaab.

However, after closely examining this aspect, even though we consider
this view to be the correct view from the two views mentioned, we
disagree that possessing the nisaab is the sabab-e-wujoob of qurbaani.

We have examined the classical works of the Fugahaa to see whether
the Fuqahaa state that possessing nisaab is the sabab-e-wujoob of
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MISCELLANEOUS

qurbaani. However, despite extensively researching the books, we did
not come across any statement of the Fuqahaa mentioning that the
sabab-e-wujoob of qurbaani is possessing the nisaab. Instead, the
statements of the Fugahaa prove that possessing the nisaab is from
among the sharaait-e-wujoob of qurbaani.

Apart from this, another reason for us disagreeing with this is that by
basing the sabab-e-wujoob on possessing the nisaab amount, qurbaani
will be linked to qudrat-e-muyassirah and will be resembled to zakaat,
as the wujoob of zakaat is also based on possessing nisaab. Outwardly,
both will be the same.

In the case of zakaat, when one possesses the nisaab amount, zakaat
becomes compulsory upon him, even though he is only commanded to
discharge the zakaat after hawalaan-e-howl (the passing of one year) is
found. Similar is the case of qurbaani. When one acquires the nisaab
amount, qurbaani becomes waajib upon him, though he is commanded
to slaughter the animal and fulfill the obligation later on during the
days of Eid.

Now that we find the second group comparing qurbaani to zakaat due
to both being from the category of ibaadat-e-maaliyyah, we will have
to analyse whether it can be compared to zakaat. However, on
examining both, we realise that it cannot be compared to zakaat, as
there is a difference between both in their laws. Below we will view the
difference between them:

The Difference between Zakaat and Qurbaani

Zakaat is based upon qudrat-e-muyassirah."”’ The result of this is that if
the nisaab gets destroyed without one’s doing, the zakaat will fall off.

However, this is not the case with qurbaani. If one did not carry out the
qurbaani, and after the days of qurbaani, the nisaab gets destroyed, the
qurbaani will not fall off. From this, we understand that the basis of
qurbaani is not qudrat-e-muyassirah, but is rather qudrat-e-
mumakkinah.'”® Therefore, the sabab-e-wujoob of qurbaani cannot be
the possessing of nisaab, as possessing the nisaab is qudrat-e-
muyassirah.

Some Ulama compare qurbaani to sadaqatul fitr. Just as sadaqul fitr is
based on possessing nisaab and it becomes waajib on the day of Eid,
similarly qurbaani is based on possessing nisaab and is discharged
during the days of Eid. This apparently establishes the fact that the
sabab-e-wujoob of qurbaani is possessing the nisaab.
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MISCELLANEOUS

However, this comparison is incorrect. The reason for the comparison
being incorrect is that the sabab-e-wujoob of sadaqul fitr is 4, (the

person) and not possessing nisaab.

Therefore, the correct opinion is that qurbaani is a combination of
ibaadat-e-maaliyyah and ibaadat-e-badaniyyah and it is based on
qudrat-e-mumakkinah. Based on this, even if the days of qurbaani pass,
one will still have to make qadha of the missed qurbaani since the
wujoob is based on qudrat-e-mumakkinah and not qudrat-e-muyassirah.

What is the Sabab-e-Wujoob of Qurbaani?

This brings us to the main part of the discussion: If we do agree that
the qurbaani is valid when slaughtered in another country on behalf of
a person living in a country where the days of Eid have not yet
commenced, and the qurbaani will only be valid if the sabab-e-wujoob
is found, and we proved that the sabab-e-wujoob is neither the days of
qurbaani nor possessing nisaab, then what is the sabab-e-wujoob?

The answer is that the sabab-e-wujoob of qurbaani is ., just as the sabab-
e-wujoob of sadaqatul fitr is . This is the view of the author of Fataawa

Taataarkhaaniyyah, Allaamah Fareeduddeen Aalim Tbnul Alaa’ iz, !

Similarly, when one views the various masaa’il of qurbaani, one
understands that according to the mutagaddimeen, this was the sabab-
e-wujoob of qurbaani. This can be understood from the various
masaa’il mentioned by Imaam Qudoori, Imaam Tahaawi, Imaam Abu
Bakr Al-Jassaas, and even Imaam Abu Hanifah and his students, Imaam

se -

Abu Yusuf, Imaam Muhammad, Imaam Hasan bin Ziyaad %l.3z5, etc. as

can be understood from certain masaa’il. (We will mention these
masaa’il which indicate towards this later on.)

N.B. We have not come across any of the mutaqddimeen mentioning
“possessing nisaab” to be the sabab-e-wujoob of qurbaani. Rather, they
mention “possessing nisaab” to be among the sharaa’it-e-wujoob of

qurbaani.'*

The Difference between Sadaqatul Fitr and Qurbaani

It should be borne in mind that there is a difference between sadaqatul
fitr and qurbaani in certain respects. Sadaqatul fitr is purely a maali
ibaadat whereas qurbaani is a combination of ibaadat-e-maaliyyah and
ibaadat-e-badaniyyah and both (sadaqatul fitr and qurbaani) are based
on qudrat-e-mumakkinah.

Based on this, even if the days of qurbaani pass, one will still have to
make qadha of his missed qurbaani, since the wujoob is based on
qudrat-e-mumakkinah.

Similar is the ruling of sadagatul fitr. Had sadaqatul fitr and qurbaani
been based on nisaab, then through the nisaab getting destroyed, the
obligation of both would have fallen away, as is the case of zakaat.

Another difference between sadaqatul fitr and qurbaani is that
sadaqatul fitr can be given at any time of the year, whereas qurbaani
has to be carried out during the days of qurbaani. The reason for the
difference is that sadaqatul fitr is only a maali ibaadat, whereas
qurbaani is a combination of both maali and badani ibaadat.

The proof of this is that one is not just giving wealth to the poor, but is
rather purchasing an animal with his wealth and thereafter
slaughtering it for Allah 1\&35%. For this reason, we find the Fugahaa
explaining that if a person wishes to do a nafl or waajib qurbaani on
behalf of someone else with his own animal, it will not suffice, even
though he takes permission from the person.

Instead, he will have to gift his animal to the person and allow him to
take gabzah (possession) of it, or sell the animal to him, and thereafter
carry out the qurbaani on his behalf. If he does not make the person
the owner of the animal through hibah or bay’ (gifting or through
sale), the qurbaani will take place on behalf of himself and the waajib
qurbaani of the person will not take place."”’

Below we present the fatwa of Hazrat Mufti Mahmood Saheb iz
regarding this maslah:

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Even in the case of the nafl qurbaani, the qurbaani will take place on
behalf of himself after which he may convey the reward of the
qurbaani to the person if he wishes. The nafl qurbaani itself will not
take place on behalf of the person, as the person did not become the
owner of the animal.

This proves that qurbaani is not just a maali ibaadat, but a combination
of maali and badani. It resembles sadaqatul fitr in some respects and it
resembles badani ibaadaat such as salaah, fasting, and hajj in other
respects (e.g. qurbaani has to performed at a certain time just as these
badani ibaadaat have to be performed at a certain time)'*. Therefore,
there is a slight difference in the law between sadaqatul fitr and
qurbaani despite both relating to ..

In fact, from all ibaadaat, qurbaani resembles hajj the most. The sabab-
e-wujoob of hajj takes place once the months of hajj set in, but one is
unable to carry out the hajj at that time. One can only carry out the
obligation of hajj during the five days of hajj. Similar is the case of
qurbaani. The sabab-e-wujoob is found before the days of qurbaani, but
one is only able to carry out the qurbaani once the days of qurbaani

enter.

Proof of the Sabab-e-Wujoob in Qurbaani being i,

There are many masaa’il in figh which indicate that the sabab-e-
wujoob in qurbaani is _J, not the days of qurbaani or possessing

nisaab. Some of these masaa’il are:

1. The mas’alah of a poor person purchasing an animal with the niyyat
of qurbaani:

Through a poor person merely purchasing the animal, the animal is
specified for qurbaani. This law applies even before the days of
qurbaani enter and it is confined to the law of qurbaani. If a poor
person purchases a chicken with the intention of slaughtering it or
giving it in charity, no laws apply to such a purchase with this

intention.®

It should be remembered that in the case of a poor person who
purchases an animal for qurbaani, the animal becomes specified and
the obligation of qurbaani is also linked to his _.,. However, since
shari’ah has not made it compulsory upon him, but rather he has made
it compulsory upon himself, if the animal gets destroyed before the
days of qurbaani, he will not have to slaughter another animal. If the
animal remains till the days of qurbaani and he slaughters the animal
for qurbaani, he will be absolved of the obligation of qurbaani.

If he acquires wealth which equals nisaab, then according to the
preferred opinion in the Hanafi mazhab, he will not have to slaughter
another animal as the wujoob was also linked to his . Had the wujoob
only been linked to the animal, he would have been obligated in
shari’ah to slaughter another animal. However, since the obligation is
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MISCELLANEOUS

also linked to ., and |, was found, shari’ah has regarded him absolved

of the obligation of qurbaani.

Nevertheless, since the author of Badaa'i-us-Sanaa’i regards the sabab-
e-wujoob in qurbaani to be the days of qurbaani and not _,, and in the
case of a poor person, the wujoob is linked to the animal, then
according to him, if a poor person had acquired nisaab after
slaughtering his animal during the days of qurbaani, he will be
obligated in shari’ah to slaughter another animal™’.

2) The mas’alah of a wealthy person purchasing a big animal for
qurbaani and thereafter selling some shares to people:

It is makrooh for a wealthy person who purchased a big animal for
qurbaani to sell some shares to people, as his intention at the time of
purchase was to slaughter the entire animal for his qurbaani. However,
if he intended, at the time of purchase, to sell the shares and slaughter
the animal for his qurbaani, it will not be makrooh for him to sell the
shares.

As for a poor person, it is not permissible for him to sell the shares in
both cases (whether he intended to sell the shares at the time of the
purchase or afterwards), as the entire animal became specified for his
qurbaani by him merely purchasing the animal. This law applies even

before the days of qurbaani enter. '

3) The mas’alah of a poor person who purchased an animal for
qurbaani, and then lost the animal and thereafter purchased another
animal for qurbaani:

If he finds the first animal, he will have to slaughter both animals for
qurbaani. As for a wealthy person, if he loses the first animal and
purchases another animal and thereafter finds the first animal, he is
only commanded to slaughter the first animal.

However, if he wishes to slaughter the second animal, then the value of
the second animal will be seen. If it is equal in value to the first animal
or it is more valuable, he will not have to pay any amount in charity.

Conversely, if its value is less than the value of the first animal, he will
have to give the difference in value in charity. This law applies even
before the days of qurbaani.'”
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4) Qurbaani animal giving birth before the days of Qurbaani:

If a person purchases an animal for qurbaani and the animal gives
birth before the days of qurbaani enter, then the new-born animal will
also have to be slaughtered for qurbaani.”

5) The mas’alah of the father making qurbaani on behalf of his minor
children:

The Fugahaa explain that if the minor children do not possess wealth
which equals nisaab, then according to the zaahir riwaayat, the father
is not obligated to carry out qurbaani on their behalf.

However, according to the ghair zaahir riwaayat, reported by Imaam
Hasan bin Ziyaad {14z from Imaam Abu Hanifah 3%, the father is
obligated to carry out qurbaani on behalf of his minor children. The
fatwa in this situation is based on the zaahir riwaayat, that it is not
compulsory upon the father to carry out the qurbaani on behalf of his

minor children. >

As for the situation where the minor children possess wealth which
equals nisaab, then according to Imaam Muhammad iz, the father

is not obligated to carry out qurbaani on behalf of his minor children,
neither from their wealth nor from his own wealth.

However, there are two opinions reported from Imaam Abu Hanifah
40iz5 and Imaam Abu Yusuf &5, According to one opinion, the
father should slaughter on behalf of his minor children from his own
wealth, while the second opinion states that it is not compulsory upon
him to slaughter on behalf of them from his own wealth. The second

opinion is the preferred opinion.

Similarly, there are two views reported from Imaam Abu Hanifah 55z
and Imaam Abu Yusuf @iz regarding the father slaughtering on
behalf of his child from the child’s wealth. In regard to this mas’alah,
Imaam Qudoori £z, the author of Hidaayah and Qaadhi Khan £z
preferred the opinion that the father should perform qurbaani of the
child from the child’s wealth, and the author of Al-Kaafi preferred the
opinion that it is not waajib on the father to slaughter on behalf of the

child from the child’s wealth.

Though the fatwa is based on the opinion that it is not waajib on the
father to slaughter on behalf of the child from the child’s wealth,
Imaam Abu Bakr Jassaas {\iz; and others have mentioned that is
mustahab for the father to slaughter on behalf of his minor children
from his own wealth (the father’s wealth). According to Imaam

Tahaawi £i4z5, the father should perform qurbaani on behalf of his

minor children in all cases."*

From this ikhtilaaf, we understand that there is a resemblance between
qurbaani and sadaqatul fitr and that the sabab- e-wujoob of both is i,
according to the Fugahaa. It is for this reason that the discussion arises
regarding whether the father should slaughter only on behalf of

himself or also on behalf of his minor children.
is that the sabab-e-wujoob in sadaqatul fitr is <k Ls < i, and in
qurbaani, it is only his own _J. Hence, he is only responsible for

carrying out qurbaani on behalf of himself.

6) Qurbaani being waajib upon Rasulullah Jzs. &l

Another proof is that qurbaani was waajib upon Rasulullah J&.dfie
despite him not possessing any wealth. Hence, in regard to Rasulullah
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MISCELLANEOUS

sk, the sabab-e-wujoob is .. Though this was the khusoosiyat
of Rasulullah Jz54E4{io, that despite him not possessing wealth, it was
waajib upon him to carry out qurbaani every year, we do understand

that the sabab-e-wujoob in his case had to be _,.

It is reported in Sunan Tirmizi that Rasulullah J&5.&ifle once
appointed Hazrat Hakeem bin Hizaam £24i; to purchase an animal for
qurbaani before the days of qurbaani for one dinaar. The Sahaabi
iz purchased the animal for one dinaar and thereafter sold the
animal for two dinaars. He then purchased another animal for one
dinaar and brought the qurbaani animal to Rasulullah JZ5:&5{e with

one dinaar.”*

The author of Badaa’i-us-Sanaa’i, under the commentary of the above
Hadith, mentioned that Rasulullah JZ5.&5{i had given the one dinaar
in charity, as it was acquired through the animal that was purchased
for qurbaani.”” This indicates that the laws of qurbaani applied to
Rasulullah J.0e4fle, even before the days of qurbaani, which proves
that the sabab-e-wujoob in regard to Rasulullah Jz54E4{ie was also 1.

7) Musaafir carrying out qurbaani during safar:

In regard to the mas’alah of a musaafir who carries out the qurbaani
during his safar and thereafter returns home before the days of
qurbaani end, the Fuqahaa explain that he does not have to repeat the
qurbaani."

Similarly, if a poor person purchased a qurbaani animal before the
days of qurbaani and slaughtered the animal in the days of qurbaani,
and thereafter became wealthy, then according to the preferred
opinion, he does not have to repeat his qurbaani. "’ Both these cases
show that the wujoob is linked to the _., otherwise both would have

had to repeat the qurbaani.

8) The milk and wool of the qurbaani animal being given in sadagah
before the days of qurbaani:

If one purchases an animal for qurbaani, if the animal is milked or the
wool is sheared before the days of qurbaani, then according to the
preferred opinion of the Fugahaa, the milk and the wool should be
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given in sadaqah. A wealthy person and a poor person are both equal
in this mas’alah."*

9) The place of the qurbaani animal being considered:

When we examine the ibaaraat of the Fuqahaa, we find that the criteria
for the qurbaani being valid is the place of the animal. Hence, in the
situation where the animal is slaughtered in the village on behalf of
the person in the town, the qurbaani is considered valid according to
all the Fugahaa.

From this, we understand that the place of the animal is considered,
and not the place of the person on whose behalf the animal is
slaughtered.

Therefore, in the situation where the animal is slaughtered in another
country on the day of Eid, the qurbaani will be valid according to the
ibaaraat of the Fugahaa."””

Conclusion

From the abovementioned proofs, we understand that the sabab-e-
wujoob of qurbaani is _. It is neither the days of qurbaani nor
possessing nisaab. Rather, the days of qurbaani and possessing nisaab
are among the sharaa’it-e-wujoob of qurbaani.'

Therefore, if a person living in one country wishes to perform his
qurbaani in another country and the days of qurbaani commence one
day earlier in the country where he wishes to perform qurbaani
compared to the country in which he is living, and his animal is
slaughtered on the first day of Eid in the country where he wishes to
perform his qurbaani, his qurbaani will be valid.

Carrying Out Qurbaani in Another
Country

Q: If a person's Qurbaani was done in a country in which Eid was a day

ahead and one's qurbaani was done on 10 Zul Hijjah, will the Qurbaani
be valid?

A: Yes, Insha-Allah.
