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CHAPTER ONE
AQAN'ID

The Deen of Islam, with all its pillars, rests on the foundation of
faith and correct beliefs. If the beliefs of a person are incorrect,
but will not cause him to come out from the fold of Islam, then
even though he may strive to carry out pious and righteous
deeds, he will not receive the promised rewards, as his beliefs,

which are the basis of his deeds, are incorrect.

If the beliefs of a person are such that they contradict the
fundamental beliefs of Islam (the fundamental beliefs which are
required for one to be a Muslim), then even though he outwardly
appears to be a believer and carries out the rituals of Islam with
the Muslims, since he does not subscribe to the fundamental
beliefs of Islam, he will not receive any reward for his good deeds

on account of him not being a believer.

In regard to the person who does not possess Imaan, Allah

15355 explains in the Quraan Majeed:
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“The example of the deeds of those who deny their Rabb is like ashes
blown away by the wind on a stormy day. They will not gain anything
(any reward of the good works) of what they earned. That is the furthest
point of straying away from the right path. (Surah Ebrahim v. 18)

In another verse of the Quraan Majeed, Allah 13\ says:

“Say: Shall We inform you of those who are the greatest losers in terms
of their deeds? (They are) those whose efforts have been wasted in this
life while they thought that they were acquiring good by their deeds.
They are those who used to deny the aayaat (proofs, verses of the
Quraan Majeed and the signs of Allah 3&;353) of their Lord and the
meeting with Him (in the Hereafter). So their deeds are in vain, and on
the Day of Resurrection, we shall assign no weight for them (for the good
deeds they did in the world). That shall be their recompense - Jahannum

means of jest and mockery. (Surah Kahfv. 103 - 106)

From the above verses, we conclude that without Imaan, one will

Therefore, it is imperative for one to study Islam
correctly and learn the fundamental tenets and beliefs of Islam
so that one may become a true believer and attain the rewards
promised for good deeds, as well as acquire the closeness and
proximity of Allah JG5;35.

Beliefs regarding the Being and Attributes of Allah 15535

1.

Allah 3335 is the only being who is worthy of worship.’

Before the creation of the entire universe, everything was
non-existent, besides Allah 1355, Allah 1&;35% then created
everything from a state of non-existence. Besides Allah
JS53E, no one else has the power to create any creation or

give life and death.’

Allah 15355 does not have any partner, wife or family. He
has not begotten anyone (i.e. no child was born to Him), nor

was He begotten (i.e. He was not born to any father).’

Other
angels work under him and are in charge of controlling the

4. Nabi Ebrahim 3EiE received his scriptures on the first of
the month of Ramadhaan. Nabi Moosa #Ziie received the
Tauraah on the sixth of Ramadhaan. Nabi Isa ¥zl received
the Injeel on the thirteenth of Ramadhaan. Nabi Dawood
Bl received the Zaboor on the twelfth or eighteenth of
Ramadhaan. The Quraan Majeed was sent down from the
Lowh-e-Mahfooz to the first heaven on the twenty-fourth of
Ramadhaan. Thereafter, the entire Quraan Majeed was
revealed upon Hazrat Rasulullah (sallallahu ‘alaihi wasallam)

over a period of 23 years.”®

being revealed, all other divine books have been abrogated.”

6. Allah (3% has taken the divine onus and responsibility to
protect and preserve the Quraan Majeed until the Day of
Qiyaamah. Hence, no changes or distortions can be made in
the Quraan Majeed. As far as the other divine books are
concerned, then Allah (&35 had entrusted their protection

to the people. Hence, interpolations and distortions entered
their books.”

7. The Quraan Majeed was revealed over a period of 23 years.
Various aayaat (verses) from different parts of the Quraan
Majeed were revealed at different times. Allah 1533
instructed Hazrat Jibra’eel 32 to show Hazrat Rasulullah
Jsakdile which aayaat belong to which surah and what

sequence they should be placed in.”!

BELIEFS REGARDING TAQDEER
(PREDESTINATION)

1. Taqdeer refers to the absolute and complete knowledge of
Allah 15535, In other words, Allah (5355 has complete
knowledge of everything and every occurrence, whether
good or bad, or whether the past, present or future, before its

occurrence.”

2. Allah 1&3% has given human beings the ability to do good
deeds or bad deeds. For the good deeds they carry out, they
will be rewarded, and for the bad deeds they carry out, they
will be punished, unless Allah 15355 forgives them.”

3. All conditions, whether favourable or unfavourable, are from
Allah 15;35% alone. Therefore, a believer should neither be

BELIEFS REGARDING THE DAY OF
QIYAAMAH

1. The Day of Qiyaamah will take place on a Friday. This will be
the last day of this world. Allah &35 will destroy this
entire universe. Besides Allah 1533, nobody knows the

exact date when the universe will come to an end.®

2. Allah 1G53 will instruct Hazrat Israafeel 3l to blow the
soor (trumpet) which is shaped like a horn. The sound of the
trumpet will initially be soft, but it will continue increasing
in volume, until the sound will be so loud and frightening

that it will cause every living person or creature to die.*

¢ 3. The earth will be struck by tremors. The mountains will
move and be reduced to smithereens. They will then become
like flakes of cotton wool which will fly about. The sun and
moon will collide and be destroyed. The stars will fragment
and fall to the earth, losing their lustre. The entire universe
will then be destroyed.”

4. The entire creation of angels, man, jinn, animals and all other

creatures will be destroyed.”®

5. After everything dies, a period of time will pass after which

between the two blowings of the soor will be forty years.®

6. With the second blowing of the soor, everything will come

back into existence and Qiyaamah will commence.”

Zakaat is one of the five main pillars of Islam.”” Zakaat became
fardh (compulsory) in the second year after hijrah, prior to the

fast of Ramadhaan becoming fardh.”

There are many verses of the Quraan Majeed as well as Ahaadith
of Hazrat Rasulullah 4z5.€5{ie which explain the great rewards

that are promised for discharging zakaat.

Hazrat Hasan Ledis; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah JosaEdic

said, “Protect your wealth by discharging zakaat, treat your sick

by giving sadagah and combat the waves of calamities by

resorting to dua and humility.””
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CHAPTER TWO

99 Hazrat Rasulullah 7.4 said, “The one who discharges his

zakaat, his wealth is cleansed from impurity.””

ZAKAAT - A PERPETUAL INVESTMENT

It is the desire of every person to earn an everlasting fortune - a
fortune that never diminishes nor depletes at any time. Instead,

its profits and returns continue to increase at every second.

Allah 153 has blessed us with the opportunity of acquiring
such a fortune through discharging zakaat. When one discharges
zakaat, he acquires a perpetual investment - the investment of
the Aakhirah (Hereafter) which never diminishes at anytime.
Rather, it perpetually grows and increases, so much so that when
one will reach the Hereafter, he will find that the reward for a
single date that he had spent in charity for the sake of Allah

A5535% will be even greater than a mountain.

Hazrat Rasulullah J&.Edle said, “The person who gives the
equivalent of a date in charity, from pure earnings, and Allah
AEE only accepts that which is pure, then Allah (&35
accepts it with His right hand (i.e. Allah (355 accepts it and is
pleased with it) and causes it to grow (and increase) for the one
who gave it, just as one of you grows his foal (baby horse), until
the sadagah becomes like a mountain (i.e. in size and weight on
the scales. In the narration of Muslim Shareef, it is recorded that
Allah 1&;35% causes it to grow until the sadagah becomes even

greater than a mountain).””

rewards one receives for spending wealth in charity:

The example of those who spend their wealth in the path of Allah
M55\ is like that of a grain that produced seven ears, each ear having
a hundred grains in it, and Allah 3535 multiplies the reward for

whom He wills, and Allah is All-Encompassing, All-Knowing.”

However, the condition for this investment to thrive is for one to
fulfil the obligation from halaal wealth, in accordance with the

sunnah, and with sincerity.

There are great rewards promised in the Mubaarak Ahaadith for
spending optional charity in the path of Allah (3%, However,
the greatest rewards promised are for discharging the fardh
obligation of zakaat. Thus, the reward for discharging zakaat is
far greater than the reward one receives for optional charity,
provided one discharges the zakaat correctly and with ikhlaas

(sincerity).

¥ SERIOUS CONSEQUENCES FOR NEGLECTING
THE OBLIGATION OF ZAKAAT

Not Receving Reward for One’s Salaah

Hazrat Abdullah bin Mas’ood £zdi; mentioned, “We have been
commanded to establish salaah and discharge zakaat, and the
one who does not discharge his zakaat, there is no salaah for

him.””®

The Ulama explain this Hadith to mean that though the
obligation of salaah will be fulfilled, the person will not receive
any reward for his salaah on account of him not discharging his
zakaat. From this Hadith, it is clear that when a person neglects
one branch of Deen, a detrimental effect is witnessed in all the
other branches of Deen. Hence, just as neglecting zakaat impacts
on salaah, similarly neglecting salaah will impact on zakaat and

all the other branches of Deen.”

Wealth Turning into a Snake and Punishing the Owner

Hazrat Abu Hurairah iz reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
el said, “He who, despite being given wealth by Allah
A53E, does not discharge his zakaat, his wealth will be made

into a poisonous, bald-headed snake with two black spots on its
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CHAPTER TWO

head (this is a sign of the snake being extremely venomous and
dangerous). On the Day of Qiyaamah, it will coil itself around his
neck and bite his cheeks saying, ‘I am your wealth! I am your

treasure!”””®

Wearing Bracelets of Fire

Hazrat Abdullah bin Amr &:&is; reports that on one occasion,
Rasulullah JzE4{le saw gold bracelets on the wrists of two
women. On seeing the bracelets, Rasulullah 5. €4z enquired
from them as to whether they had discharged its zakaat. When
they replied in the negative, Rasulullah JZ.E4d{le responded,
“Do you wish that in place of these gold bracelets, you are made
to wear bracelets of fire?” They replied, “No.” Rasulullah
Ik then said, “Then hasten in discharging their zakaat.””

: SUNNATS AND AADAAB OF DISCHARGING
ZAKAAT

1. When discharging zakaat, ensure that you discharge the
zakaat from pure, halaal earnings. It is reported in the Hadith
that Allah (35 does not accept charity given from impure

wealth (i.e. haraam or doubtful wealth).*

2. Discharge zakaat with complete sincerity and with the
intention of fulfilling the command of Allah 1&3G and

earning His pleasure.”

3. Zakaat must be given happily and wholeheartedly. Do not

regard zakaat to be a tax or a burden.*

4. Regard the recipient of the zakaat as doing you a favour, as

he is the means of you fulfilling your fardh obligation.
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CHAPTER TWO

¢ Through him accepting your zakaat, he is cleansing your ¢

wealth from impurity.”

5. Give the zakaat to the recipient with respect and dignity. You
should not cause any pain to the recipient of zakaat e.g. by

embarassing him or reminding him of your favour upon him.*

6. Do not discharge zakaat for show nor publicize the amount of
zakaat you have discharged. Carrying out good deeds for show

and ostentation destroys the rewards of the good deeds.*

7. Ensure that you do not give less than the amount that is
obligatory upon you. Zakaat must be discharged after
correctly calculating the amount that is due. Do not merely
estimate the amount and discharge zakaat, as it is possible
that you may estimate a lesser amount and fail to discharge

your zakaat correctly.

8. Refer to the Ulama to learn the correct method of calculating

zakaat.”

THE OBLIGATION OF ZAKAAT ¢

Zakaat is fardh upon a person who meets the following criteria:

1.

He is a Muslim

He is an adult (baaligh)

He is a sane person

He is a free person (not a slave)

He possesses zakaatable wealth which is equal to or exceeds
the nisaab amount, and he possesses this wealth for an entire

lunar year.*”
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CHAPTER TWO

ZAKAATABLE WEALTH

The following types of wealth are regarded as zakaatable wealth
(wealth upon which zakaat is payable):

1. Cash (including cash in the bank)*

2. The market value of the merchandise contained in the share
of the company®

3. The market rate of the balance of stock in trade (including

raw materials)>**®

4, Receivable amounts i.e. debts owed to a person, monies

loaned to people, etc.”
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LAKAAT

5. Foreign currencies™*®’

6. Gold and silver™

7. Face value of the financial papers such as bonds loaned to the

government, etc.**®

Note: It should be borne in mind that bonds loaned to the
government is not permissible as it is an interest bearing loan.
However, if one had got involved in it, then when the loan is paid
back by the government, it will only be permissible for one to
retrieve the original amount of the loan given. The interest
amount paid out by the government will be impermissible. It will
have to be given in sadagah without the intention of receiving
any reward. Similarly, it should be known that it is impermissible
for a believer to deal in any form of interest (usury) whether it

be receiving or giving an interest bearing loan.
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CHAPTER TWO

THE TIME OF ZAKAAT

When a person acquires wealth which equals the nisaab and the
wealth remains with him for an entire lunar year from the first
day he acquired the wealth, then zakaat becomes compulsory on
that wealth.”

E.g. Zaid acquired R3 000 (which is the nisaab amount) on the
first day of the lunar year (1% of Muharram 1434). This wealth
remained with him for an entire lunar year. On the 1% of

Muharram 1435, zakaat will be compulsory upon the wealth.

It should be noted that if the amount decreased during the
course of the year e.g. R3 000 decreased to R1 000, but at the end
of the zakaat year (1% of Muharram 1435), the amount returned
to R3 000 or more, zakaat will still be compulsory. However, if
during the year, all the money was spent, then despite the full
amount (R3 000) being possessed at the end of the lunar year,
zakaat will not be compulsory. Instead one year will be
calculated from the date that he once again acquired the nisaab

amount.”
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LAKAAT

INCREASE OR DECREASE BEFORE THE
ZAKAAT DATE

After possessing the nisaab amount, if a person receives any
additional wealth during the course of the year, then on the
completion of the zakaat year, this additional amount will be
included in his zakaatable assets, on condition that the additional
wealth remained with him until his zakaat date. Hence, zakaat
will be calculated and discharged on the entire amount that he

possesses at the time of his zakaat date.”

E.g. Zaid possessed R100 000. Zaid’s zakaat year ends on the 1* of
Ramadhaan. A few days before the 1* of Ramadhaan, he received
a lump sum of R1 000 000 in inheritance. Zaid will have to pay
zakaat on the R100 000 as well as the R1 000 000.

Similarly, if his wealth decreased before his zakaat date, he will

not have to pay zakaat on the amount that decreased. Rather, he
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CHAPTER TWO

will only pay zakaat on the amount which he possessed on his

zakaat date.

E.g. Zaid possessed R100 000. Zaid’s zakaat year ends on the 1* of
Ramadhaan. A few days before the 1% of Ramadhaan, he spent
R50 000. Zaid will not have to pay zakaat on the R50 000 that he
spent. Rather, he will only have to pay zakaat on the remaining
R50 000.

TAMLEEK

Tamleek is a fundamental requirement in the discharging of
zakaat. Tamleek refers to transferring ownership of the wealth to
the recipient of zakaat. If this requirement is not fulfilled, the
zakaat will not be discharged. Hence, zakaat cannot be used to
pay for the building of a musjid, or for the lights and water of the
musjid, or for the burial of a person, as in all these cases, the
aspect of tamleek (giving ownership of the wealth to a poor

person) is not found.™
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LAKAAT

THOSE NOT ELIGIBLE FOR ZAKAAT

The following people are not eligible for zakaat:

1.

2.

A non-Muslim

A Sayyid (a descendant of the family of Hazrat Rasulullah
15484, the Banu Haashim), even if he is poor. The Banu
Haashim include the descendants of either Hazrat Abbaas,
Hazrat Ali, Hazrat Ja'far, Hazrat Aqeel or Hazrat Haarith bin
Abdil Muttalib Az

The donor’s ascendants e.g. his parents, grandparents, etc.
The donor’s descendants e.g. children, grandchildren, etc.
The donor’s spouse (husband or wife)

A minor whose father is wealthy

A wealthy person (a person who possesses that amount of
wealth which equals the nisaab after deducting all his
liabilities and debts.)™
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CHAPTER TWO

PERTINENT MASAA’IL RELATING TO ZAKAAT

1.

Shari’ah has made zakaat compulsory upon the person who
possesses the amount of nisaab. The amount of nisaab will be
calculated from all zakaatable wealth. One will not include
the basic necessities of life in his zakaat calculation. The basic
necessities of life are the house, car, furniture, items in use,

etc.”

It is not permissible for one to give zakaat to his ascendants
(e.g. parents, grandparents, etc) and descendants (e.g.

children, grandchildren, etc).”

Zakaat has to be given to a recipient of zakaat. A recipient of
zakaat is a poor Muslim who does not possess the nisaab of
zakaat.” Hence, zakaat cannot be given to a musjid or
madrasah, or to pay for the burial of a deceased, etc., as these

are not recipients of zakaat.>*”

One should not give zakaat to those who are not eligible to

receive zakaat. If one gives zakaat to people, knowing that
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LAKAAT

¢ they are not eligible to receive zakaat, the obligation of 3
zakaat will not be fulfilled.” However, if one gave zakaat to a
person, considering him to be eligible for zakaat, but later

came to know that he was not eligible, his zakaat will be

fulfilled."

5. When discharging zakaat, ensure that tamleek takes place
(i.e. the recipient is made the owner of the wealth). If
tamleek is not found, the zakaat will not be discharged.> **
For example, if one invites a poor person for a meal and
allows him to partake of the food, the zakaat will not be

discharged as he was not made the owner of the food."

6. Zakaat can be given in cash or kind. If zakaat is given in kind
(stock, etc.), then items of average quality should be given. It
is against the spirit of discharging zakaat to give something
which is of inferior quality. If one gives something of inferior
quality and values it at a value higher than its market value,
then the zakaat will only be discharched according to its

market value.'”

¢ 7. Ensure that you do not give less than the amount that is $

obligatory upon you. If you give more, it will be better.**'*

8. Zakaat is payable upon the expiry of one lunar year from the
time one becomes the owner of nisaab (the minimum amount
of wealth upon which zakaat is compulsory). Hence, one

should calculate the zakaat upon one’s zakaat date.”*”

9. From the zakaat date, Shari’ah gives one a complete year to
discharge the zakaat. Hence, one should ensure that he
discharges his zakaat before the next year’s zakaat date. If
any zakaat is outstanding, until the next year’s zakaat date
arrives, one will be sinful for delaying in discharging the

zakaat.'”
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CHAPTER THREE
FASTING

The fast of Ramadhaan was made fardh (obligatory) upon the
Ummah in the 2™ year after hijrah.” Allah J&25Z says in the

Quraan Majeed:

would have desired that the entire year be Ramadhaan.”*

On the last day of Sha'baan, Hazrat Rasulullah .
addressed the Sahaabah #zdis saying, “O people, a great and
blessed month is soon to dawn upon you, in which lies a night
greater in virtue than a thousand months. It is a month in which
Allah 135 has made fasting compulsory by day and has made
Taraaweeh Salaah sunnah by night. The one who draws near to
Allah 353 by performing any nafl deed, he will receive reward
equivalent to the reward of the one who performs a fardh deed
at any other time. The one who performs a fardh deed during
this month shall be blessed with the reward of the one who
performs seventy faraaidh at any other time. This is indeed the
month of patience, and the reward for true patience is

Jannah.”’

THE MOST UNFORTUNATE PERSON

Fasting is a great pillar of Islam. The person who does not fast in
the month of Ramadhaan without a valid excuse commits a

major sin.

Hazrat Rasulullah Jz5.645{(e said, “The one who misses a single
fast in the month of Ramadhaan without a concession (from the
side of Shari’ah) or illness, he will not be able to compensate for

(the blessing of) that one day even if he fasts for the rest of his

life.”**

Hazrat Ubaadah bin Saamit 225z reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Jakdile said, “In the month of Ramadhaan, Allah 33553
directs His special mercies towards you, forgives your sins and
accepts your duas and supplications. He looks at your competing
with each other in carrying out good deeds (to please Him) and
expresses happiness over you before His angels. Hence, show

Allah 135 your works of piety and righteousness, for
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CHAPTER THREE

certainly, the most unfortunate one is he who is deprived of the
mercy of Allah 1\&;355 in this blessed month.”'”

One of the main purposes of fasting is to acquire piety and self
discipline. Hence, the blessed month of Ramadhaan affords one
the golden opportunity to reform oneself and correct one’s
relationship with Allah 5355,

Allah 135 says, “Fasting has been ordained upon you as it had
been ordained upon the people before you so that you may

acquire self restraint.”*"

We should thus endeavour to fulfil the rights of this auspicious
month by fulfilling the commandments of Allah 1&3\F and
restraining ourselves from committing sins or doing anything
which displeases Allah 1553 so that we may gain the true spirit

and noor of Ramadhaan.

THE VIRTUES OF FASTING

In the Ahaadith, great rewards have been promised for the one
who fasts. The fasting person has a very high status in the sight
of Allah 1534,

The Smell Emanating from the Mouth of the Fasting Person is
Beloved to Allah J\&33

Hazrat Rasulullah Jz.&d{ie said, “The smell which emanates
from the mouth of a fasting person is more beloved in the sight
of Allah 1535 than the fragrance of musk.”'"

Fasting is a Shield against Sins

Hazrat Rasulullah 54242 said that Allah &35\ says, “Fasting
is for My sake and I will give the reward for it. He (the fasting
person) leaves out his desires (i.e. eating and drinking and
having relations) for My sake. Fasting is a shield (from sins). For
the fasting person, there are two times of happiness; one is at the
time of iftaar, and the other is at the time he meets his Rabb. The
smell which emanates from the mouth of a fasting person is
more beloved in the sight of Allah G2 than the fragrance of

musk.”*"
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CHAPTER THREE

The Dua of a Fasting Person

Hazrat Rasulullah 45464 said, “There are three people whose
duas are not rejected; the fasting person until he breaks his fast,
the just ruler, and the dua of the oppressed which Allah JG255
lifts above the clouds and for which He opens the doors of the
heavens. Allah 135 says, ‘1 take a gasm on My honour, I will

definitely assist you, even though it may be after some time.”*"

Fasting in the Month of Ramadhaan Expiates Sins

Hazrat Rasulullah J5.4fle said, “The person who fasts in the
month of Ramadhaan solely for the pleasure of Allah 15355 and for

gaining His reward, all his past (minor) sins will be forgiven.”***

The One who Fasts in the Month of Ramadhaan becomes Pure
from Sins like the Day his Mother gave Birth to him

Hazrat Rasulullah J155.%45{(e said, “This is a month in which Allah
2S5 has made fasting compulsory upon you, and I have made
the Taraaweeh Salaah sunnah for you. The one who fasts (during
this month) and stands in Taraaweeh Salaah with Imaan and the
hope of attaining reward, he will be purified from his (minor)

sins like the day his mother gave birth to him.

SUNNATS AND AADAAB OF FASTING

1. When the month of Rajab commences, recite the following

dua:

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O Allah! Bless us in the months of Rajab and Sha’baan and take us
forth to the month of Ramadhaan."*

2. With the approach of Ramadhaan and during Ramadhaan as

well, one should recite the following dua:

0 Allah! Safeguard me for the month of Ramadhaan (by making me
see the month of Ramadhaan healthy and fit so that I can take
maximum benefit from it), and safeguard the month of Ramadhaan
for me (by making the conditions in it such that I can take

maximum benefit from it), and accept it from me."”

Increase four actions in the month of Ramadhaan:

(a) The recitation of the kalimah ‘laa ilaaha illallah’

(b) Istighfaar
(c) Seeking entrance into Jannah
(d) Seeking protection from Jahannum

Hazrat Salmaan %4, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah Jos. 02
delivered a khutbah on the last day of Sha’baan (wherein he
mentioned), “And (in this month,) carry out four actions in
abundance. Two actions are to please your Rabb and two actions
are such that you cannot do without them. The two actions which
will be pleasing to your Rabb are the recitation of the kalimah “Laa
ilaaha illallah” and seeking His forgiveness. The two actions that
you cannot do without are asking Allah 355355 for entry into

Jannah, and seeking deliverance from the fire of Jahannum.” ***

4, The month of Ramadhaan is known as the month of the

Quraan. Hence, one should recite as much Quraan as possible.

5. Make abundant dua during Ramadhaan. The dua of a fasting

person is readily accepted, especially the dua that is made
before iftaar.

Hazrat Abu Hurairah £e&iss; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
1548 said, “There are three people whose duas are not
rejected; the fasting person until he breaks his fast, the just ruler,

and the dua of the oppressed which Allah {15355 lifts above the

his family and children at the time of iftaar and engage in dua."”'

6. During the month of Ramadhaan, try to maximize in doing
good deeds. It is reported in the Hadith that any nafl ibaadah
(voluntary good deed) carried out in the month of
Ramadhaan earns one the reward of doing a fardh act, and
the reward of a fardh act carried out in Ramadhaan is

multiplied seventy times.

Hazrat Salmaan %45, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah Joss 82
delivered a khutbah on the last day of Sha’baan (wherein he
mentioned), “The one who draws near to Allah 335G by
performing any nafl deed, he will receive reward equivalent to the
reward of the one who performs a fardh deed at any other time. The

one who performs a fardh deed during this month shall be blessed
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CHAPTER THREE

| | ®

with the reward of the one who performs seventy faraaidh at any ¢
other time.” **

7. Fasting in the month of Ramadhaan is a great ibaadah. Hence,
during the fast, one should ensure that he does not involve
himself in any sinful action which will cause the reward of
the fast to be lost. Similarly, one should refrain from
engaging in any type of ‘la ya'ni’ activity (e.g. vain talk, futile

pursuits and activities etc.) during the fast.

Hazrat Rasulullah 15:545{ said, “Many are the ones who fast,
yet attain nothing by such fasting except for hunger, and many are
the ones performing salaah by night, yet attain nothing by it,

except for the discomfort of staying awake at night.

Hazrat Abu Hurairah 24 reports that Hazrat Rasulullah

14 said, “Whoever does not refrain from shameless talk
and shameless deeds (while fasting), Allah 335355 does not need

him to refrain from eating and drinking.” ***

8. Spend time in the company of the pious servants of Allah

J&535 in order to derive maximum benefit from this month.
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FASTING

9. Be generous in the month of Ramadhaan. Hazrat Rasulullah
Jsadeifle would express more generosity in the month of

Ramadhaan compared to other months of the year.

Hazrat Ibnu Abbaas &z5i; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Iz el was the most generous of people. He would reach the
peak of his generosity in the month of Ramadhaan when Jibra’eel
B would come to meet him (to make dhor and revise the
Quraan Majeed). Jibra'eel ¥Zaie would meet him every night in
Ramadhaan wherein they both used to recite the Quraan Majeed to
each other. Rasulullah 35555l was more generous than the
(beneficial) wind that blew (i.e. the wind is known for having no
boundaries and it reaches all places, hence the generosity of Hazrat
Rasulullah 7544\ even surpassed the limits of the winds of

blessings in showing love and compassion to the creation).'”

10. Ensure that you perform the twenty rakaat Taraaweeh Salaah
every night. The Taraaweeh Salaah is an emphasised

sunnah.'*

11. There is abundant barakah (blessings) in waking up for sehri.
Hence, one should fulfil the sunnah of sehri before

commencing the fast.””
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CHAPTER THREE

¢ Hazrat Abu Sa’eed Khudri s25sz; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah ¢

144 said, “Sehri contains abundant blessings. Hence, do not
omit the sunnah of sehri, even if one is only able to have a sip of
water at the time of sehri (one should do so in order to fulfil the

sunnah of sehri). Certainly, Allah 333505 showers His special grace

upon those who wake up for sehri and the angels make special dua

for them.”*

Hazrat Amr bin Aas &z&i; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
I said, “The difference between our fasts and the fasts of
the Ahl-e-Kitaab is the eating of sehri.”**’

12. The time of sehri commences from the last sixth of the night.
However, it is preferable to delay the sehri to the end of the
sehri time, before the fast commences (i.e. a little before
subah saadiq). Nevertheless, one should not delay so much

that there is fear of one exceeding the time."
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FASTING

13. When one wakes up for sehri, one should also perform
Tahajjud Salaah. Ramadhaan grants one a good opportunity
to commence performing Tahajjud Salaah as one is awake at

the time of sehri.

14. While fasting, one should refrain from quarrelling and

tighting.

Hazrat Rasulullah 154645 said, “When anyone of you is fasting,
he should not engage in obscene talk nor engage in shouting and
yelling. If anyone hurls abuse and swears at the fasting person or

fights with him, then he should (respectfully) say, ‘I am fasting’.

15. One should have iftaar (break one’s fast) immediately after

sunset. **

Hazrat Sahl 4285, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah Jzs i said,

“People wzll continue to remain upon goodness as long as they

hasten in breaking their fast.”**’
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CHAPTER THREE

Hazrat Abu Hurairah £e&is; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Jseii{ said that Allah 365355 says, “The servants who are
most beloved in My sight are those who hasten to break their fasts

at the time of iftaar.” ***

16. It is best to break one’s fast with dates and water.

Hazrat Salmaan bin Aamir 2, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Jas. el said, “At the time of iftaar, one should break his fast
with dates as this is full of blessings, and if one does not have dates,

then he should drink water as this is a means of purification.”"*

Hazrat Anas £2&is; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah 5.5
would break his fast with fresh dates before performing the
Maghrib Salaah. If fresh dates were not found, then Rasulullah
54640 would break his fast with dry dates. If dry dates were
not found, Rasulullah J<5:55{i would break his fast with a few

sips of water."*

17. One should recite the following dua after breaking one’s fast:
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FASTING

] O Allah, I have kept this fast solely for You, and with Your

sustenance I have broken my fast.”
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(My) thirst has been quenched, and the veins have been moistened
and the reward has been obtained (by Allah 35525%) insha-Allah."™

18. If you are able to provide iftaar for a fasting person, then you
should do so, even if it be by giving him a date to break his

fast.™*

19. Sit for I'tikaaf during the last ten days of Ramadhaan if you

are able to."*

20. Search for Lailatul Qadr during the odd nights of the last ten
days of Ramadhaan.

Hazrat Anas %e&is; reports that when Ramadhaan began, Hazrat
Rasulullah 32545 said, “Certainly this month (of Ramadhaan)
has dawned upon you, and within it there is a night greater than a

thousand months. The one who is deprived of this night has

certainly been deprived of all good, and only the truly deprived ¢
ones will be deprived of the good of this night.”*"'

21. On the Night of Qadr, recite the following dua:

0 Allah, Indeed You are most forgiving, You love to forgive, so

please forgive me.

Hazrat Aaishah Gz&iss; reports that on one occasion, she asked
Hazrat Rasulullah Jz5.55{i what dua she should recite if she
finds Lailatul Qadr. Hazrat Rasulullah Az54&5{ taught her to

recite the following dua:

22. On the odd nights, increase your ibaadah. When going to
sleep, make the intention of awakening later at night to
perform more ibaadah. Try to perform ibaadah before
sleeping, as it is possible that you may not wake up later on

and engage in ibaadah.
23. On the night of Eid, spend some time in ibaadah.

Hazrat Abu Umaamah $8dss; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah

14 said, “Whoever stands up in ibaadah on the two nights
of Eid with the hope of attaining reward, his heart will not die on
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FASTING % ‘\
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the day the hearts will die.” " (“The day the hearts will die” refers
to the times of fitnah and fasaad when peoples’ hearts will be
negligent of Allah 33525, In such times, Allah 355355 will keep

his heart alive in His remembrance.)™

24. After the month of Ramadhaan, one should endeavour to observe

the six mustahab fasts of Shawaal.'®

Hazrat Abu Ayyoob Ansaari £2&is; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
5@ said, “Whoever observes the fasts of Ramadhaan and
follows them with keeping six fasts in Shawwaal, then (he will get

the reward) as though he fasted the entire year.”"*
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CHAPTER THREE

OCCASIONS OF FASTING

It is sunnah to fast on the occasion of Aashura i.e. 9™ and 10" or

10" and 11" of Muharram."”’

It is mustahab to fast on the following days:

1. The13™ 14™ and 15" of every Islamic month'*®
2. Six fasts during the month of Shawwaal**

3. Mondays and Thursdays"°

4. The first nine days of Zul Hijjah. As far as the ninth of Zul -
Hijjah is concerned, it is only mustahab for the one who is

not performing hajj*'

5. To fast every alternate day for the one who has the ability to
do so. This fast is called Saum-e-Dawood, on account of Nabi

Dawood Mzl fasting in this manner™
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FASTING

It is makrooh tahreemi (impermissible) to fast on the two days of
Eid (i.e. on Eidul Fitr and Eidul Adha), as well as the days of
tashreeq i.e. 11", 12" and 13" of Zul Hijjah. If one fasts on any of

these five days of the year, one will be sinful.

It is makrooh tanzeehi (disliked) for one to fast on the following

days:

1. Fasting only on the 10" Muharram (without joining the 9" or
11" to it.””

2. Saum-e-Wisaal - To fast for two days or more continously
(i.e. one does not make iftaar at sunset but continues fasting
throughout the night and only breaks one’s fast on the
following day at the time of iftar)."*

3. Saum-e-Dahar - To keep nafl fasts for the entire year. If one
fasts for the entire year including the five days in which
fasting is prohibited (i.e. Eidul Fitr, Eidul Adha and the days
of tashreeq - 11", 12" and 13™ of Zul Hijjah), then it will be
makrooh tahreemi and one will be sinful. If one fasts for the
entire year but refrains from fasting during the five days in

which fasting is prohibited, then it will be permissible,
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¢ however, to fast in this manner is makrooh tanzeehi

(disliked).”

4. To keep a nafl fast only on a Saturday.”

5. In regard to keeping a nafl fast only on a Friday, there are
two opinions among the Hanafi Fugahaa. One opinion is that
it is permissible, while the second opinion is that it is
makrooh tanzeehi (disliked). Therefore, it is better for one to

fast a day before or after together with Friday."’
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FASTING

EATING AND DRINKING OPENLY IN
RAMADHAAN

Fasting is a salient feature of Islam. To openly eat and drink
during the month of Ramadhaan is tantamount to showing

disregard to the salient feature of Islam and is thus a major sin."”*

If the one who does not fast and openly eats and drinks regards it
as a sin, but does so due to weakness of Imaan, he will be guilty of
commiting a major sin. However, he will not leave the fold of

Islam.”

If he believes that there is no sin in what he is doing, then he has

regarded this salient feature of Islam to be insignificant. This will

therefore cause him to leave the fold of Islam.>*"**
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CHAPTER THREE

KAFFAARAH FOR A BROKEN FAST

If one breaks his fast in the month of Ramadhaan without a valid
excuse, he will be sinful due to committing a major sin."® The
way for one to make taubah for this major sin is that one
sincerely repents to Allah 15355 for committing this major sin
and makes a firm resolve that he will never repeat this sin in the

future.

Furthermore, he will have to keep qadha as well as kaffaarah for
the broken fast. The kaffaarah for a fast broken in the month of
Ramadhaan is for one to fast for two lunar months

consecutively."!

If one commenced the kaffaarah on the 1* of the lunar month,
then upon the completion of two lunar months (irrespective of
whether the lunar months were 29 days or 30 days), the
kaffaarah will be fulfilled. If one commenced the kaffaarah from

the 2™ of the lunar month or anytime thereafter during the
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¢ month, then it will be compulsory for one to fast for sixty days

consecutively in atonement for the broken fast.*

If the one keeping kaffaarah misses any day during the sixty days
(even if it was due to a valid excuse e.g. sickness), then he will
have to recommence the fasts of the entire sixty days. However,
if a woman experiences haidh during the sixty days, she will not
have to recommence the sixty days after she is clean, but will

continue with the remaining fasts after the haidh terminates.**’
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CHAPTER THREE

KAFFARAH FOR FASTS BROKEN DURING
SEVERAL RAMADHAANS

If one broke his fast during the month of Ramadhaan through
having relations, kaffaarah will be compulsory upon him.
However, if he did not discharge the kaffaarah and repeated the
crime of having relations during two or more Ramadhaans, then
a separate kaffaarah will be compulsory upon him for each

Ramadhaan.'®

If one broke his fast during the month of Ramadhaan through
eating or drinking, kaffaarah will be compulsory upon him. If he
did not discharge the kaffaarah and repeated the crime of eating
or drinking during two or more Ramadhaans, then a separate
kaffaarah will not be compulsory upon him for each Ramadhaan.
Rather, one kaffaarah will suffice on behalf of all the broken fasts

during the several Ramadhaans."*
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FASTING

GENERAL MASAA’IL PERTAINING TO
FASTING

1. Fasting is for a Muslim male, or female who is in her pure
state, to abstain from eating, drinking and sexual intercourse
from subah saadiq (early dawn) till sunset with the intention
of fasting. Hence, if one eats after subah saadiq or one eats

before sunset, one’s fast will not be valid."

2. It is not necessary for a person to make a verbal intention to
fast. Instead, it is sufficient for one to make the intention of

fasting in one’s heart.'”

3. Fasting in the month of Ramadhaan is fardh on every baaligh,
sane Muslim. As long as there is no valid excuse, it is not
permissible for one to omit fasting.'® If one is ill or one is a
musaafir, it is permissible for one to delay the fast and make
gadha of it after Ramadhaan.'”

4. If ghusl becomes compulsory upon one at night, and one only

performs ghusl after the fast commences, the fast will be

valid."”

5. If a fasting person experiences a wet dream during the day,
his fast will not break, but ghusl will be compulsory upon

hlm 171

6. If one falls ill while fasting and is unable to continue with the
fast, it will be permissible for him to break the fast and only
gadha will be waajib."””

7. If one makes a vow that he will fast if a certain work is
accomplished or a certain outcome materialises, then in such
a case, it will be waajib on him to fast if the specified work is

accomplished or the intended outcome materialises. For
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FASTING

¢ example, one makes a vow saying, “If my mother recovers 3
from her sickness, I will fast,” or one says, “If I pass in my

exams, I will fast.”"”

8. If one breaks a nafl fast, then it will be compulsory upon him

to observe a qadha fast for the broken nafl fast."

9. If a person’s fast breaks in the month of Ramadhaan, it is not
permissible for him to eat or drink anything for the rest of
the day. It is waajib upon him to conduct like a fasting person
by not eating and drinking for the rest of the day. This ruling
also applies to a woman whose haidh terminates during the
day. It is not permissible for her to eat or drink anything for
the rest of the day."”

10. If a person did not make the intention to fast on any day of
Ramadhaan and ate and drank during the day, only gadha for
that day will be compulsory upon him. Kaffaarah will not be
compulsory upon him, as he did not break the fast on that

day, but rather refrained from fasting."”*
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CHAPTER THREE

¢ FACTORS THAT INVALIDATE THE FAST

1. If a fasting person forgetfully eats, drinks, or has intercourse,
the fast will not break."”” However, if he intentionally eats,
drinks, or has intercourse, then both gadha and kaffaarah

will be waajib."”®

2. After eating forgetfully, if a fasting person intentionally ate,
thinking that his fast had already broken, then his fast will
break. However, only qadha will be waajib upon him.

Kaffaarah will not be waajib upon him."”

3. If one sees a fasting person eating or drinking forgetfully,
then if the fasting person is healthy and strong, it will be
waajib (compulsory) to remind him that he is fasting.
However, if the fating person is weak, then he should not
remind him that he is fasting. Rather, he should leave him to

continue eating.'®
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FASTING

If while fasting, a fly or some smoke or dust accidentally
entered the throat, the fast will not break. However, if one
had intentionaly swallowed the fly or inhaled the smoke, the
fast will break and only qadha will be waajib."

It is permissible to smell fragrance in the state of fasting, on
condition that the fragrance does not have any vapourous
substance (e.g. itr). However, if it has a vapourous substance
and one intentionally inhales it (e.g. the smoke from incense
sticks), the fast will break and only qadha will be waajib.
Similarly, if one intentionally inhaled the smoke from a
cooking fire or the steam from a pot, the fast will break and
only gadha will be waajib. Nevertheless, if the vaporous
substance or smoke entered one’s throat unintentionally, the

fast will not break.'®
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CHAPTER THREE

6. If one smokes a cigarette (or smokes an electronic cigarette),
one’s fast will break, and together with qadha, kaffaarah will

be waajib.'”

7. If some food particle is stuck in the teeth, and during the fast,
the food particle goes down the throat, then if the food
particle is less than the size of a chanaa (chickpea), the fast
will not break. If it is equal to or more than the size of a

chickpea, the fast will break and only qadha will be waajib.'*

8. While performing wudhu or ghusl in the state of fasting, if
one gargled the mouth or rinsed the nose and water
accidentally went down the throat or nasal passage, then if
one remembered that he was fasting at the time when the
water went down the throat or nasal passage, his fast will
break and only qadha will be waajib. However, if one did not

remember that one was fasting at the time when the water
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FASTING

went down the throat or nasal passage, then the fast will not

break.'®

9. If a fasting person vomits unintentionally, the fast will not
break, irrespective of whether he vomits a mouthful or less.'*
However, if he vomits intentionally, his fast will break in the
case where the vomit is a mouthful or more. If he vomits
intentionally, but the vomit is less than a mouthful, the fast

will not break."’

10. If less than a mouthful of vomit came up from the throat and
reached the mouth, but then returned down the throat, the
fast will not break, irrespective of whether the vomit

returned down on its own or he intentionally swallowed it."*
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CHAPTER THREE

¥ 11. If a mouthful of vomit or more came up from the throat and ¢
reached the mouth, but then returned down the throat, if it
returned down on its own, the fast will not break and if he
swallowed it, the fast will break, irrespective of whether the
amount that returned down the throat was a mouthful or

less. In this situation, only Qadha will be compulsory.**

12. If a fasting person’s mouth bleeds and the blood goes down
the throat, then if the amount of blood which is swallowed is
equal or more than the saliva swallowed, the fast will break
and only gadha will be waajib. However, if the blood is less

than the saliva swallowed, the fast will not break.'*

13. If a fasting person’s nose bleeds, then if the blood does not go
down the nasal passage, the fast will not break. If the blood
flowed down the nasal passage and entered the throat, then
it will be seen whether the blood was more than the saliva or
less than it. If the blood was more than the saliva or equal to
it, then the fast will break. If the blood was less than the

saliva, then the fast will not break.> '
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FASTING

PERMISSIBLE AND IMPERMISSIBLE ACTS
DURING THE FAST

1. It is permissible for one who is fasting to sleep next to his
wife, to touch her or kiss her on her cheek. However, if one
fears that these acts will lead to intercourse, then he should
abstain from this. In such a case, it will be makrooh for one to

do such acts.”

2. In the state of fasting, one should refrain from kissing one’s
wife on the mouth (lips), as there is fear that the saliva may
enter the mouth and be swallowed. If one had kissed his wife
on the mouth and her saliva entered his mouth and was
swallowed, his fast will break and qadha as well as kaffaarah
will be waajib. Similarly, if his saliva entered her throat and
was swallowed, her fast will also break and qadha and

kaffaarah will be waajib upon her."

3. By one swallowing his saliva in the state of fasting, the fast
will not break. Similarly, if the mucus in the nose goes down
the throat, the fast will not break.'”

¢ 4. Prior to commencing the fast, if a person eats or drinks ¢
something which has a colour and thereafter gargles his
mouth, then even though the colour of the food or drink
remains in his saliva after he commences the fast, his fast will
be valid and will not be affected."™

USING MEDICATION WHILE FASTING

1. While fasting, if a person took an enema, the fast will break

and only qadha will be waajib.””

2. It is permissible to use eye-drops while fasting. The fast will

not be nullified.””® However, using ear-drops and nose-drops
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FASTING

¢ while fasting is not permissible and will nullify the fast. Only 3

Qadha will be compulsory.*”

3. It is permissible for a fasting person to apply surmah to the
eyes and apply oil to the head or body during the day. After
applying surmah, even if one sees the colour of the surmah in
one’s saliva or in one’s mucus that comes out of the nose, the

fast will not break.'®

4. While fasting, it is not permissible for a woman to insert any
medicine, oil, etc. into her private part. If she inserts any
medicine into the private part, the fast will break and only

gadha will be waajib.””

5. If the doctor inserts his finger into a fasting woman'’s private
part, or she inserts her own finger, then if the finger was wet
or moist before inserting, the fast will break and only gadha
will be waajib. If the finger was dry, the fast will not break.
However, if the doctor or fasting woman inserted their dry

finger and removed it, and thereafter reinserted it while it
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was wet, then the fast will break and only gadha will be

6. If one takes an injection, takes insulin or receives a drip in
the state of fasting, the fast will not break.*”
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TARAAWEEH

Taraaweeh Salaah in the month of Ramadhaan is an emphasised
sunnah.”" Hazrat Rasulullah J55.€4{(% said, “The one who stands
in Taraaweeh Salaah during the month of Ramadhaan with
Imaan (complete belief and faith) and with the hope of reward,

all his past (minor) sins will be forgiven.”*”

In another Hadith, Hazrat Rasulullah J&.Edfle said, “Verily
Allah JG53)% has made the fast of Ramadhaan fardh upon you
and I have made Taraaweeh Salaah during its nights sunnah for
you. Whosoever fasts during the days and stands up during the
night in Taraaweeh Salaah with true faith and hope of receiving
reward from Allah 15;35%, he will be cleansed from all his sins

jamaat (in the musjid), Allah J1&3E will bestow him with the

reward of spending the entire night in nafl ibaadah.”*”

This, in actual fact, is only through the sheer mercy of Allah
JS53E upon this Ummah, that despite us exerting ourselves for
such a short period, we are able to acquire the reward of

performing nafl ibaadah the entire night.

Note: Acquiring this virtue (i.e. earning the reward of the entire
night’s nafl ibaadah through performing the Esha Salaah and Fajr
Salaah with jamaat in the musjid) is not restricted to the month
of Ramadhaan, but is general and can be acquired at any time

during the year.

The Second Method:

The second method is for one to perform twenty rakaats of the
Taraaweeh Salaah with the imaam after performing the Esha
Salaah with jamaat in the musjid. The one who performs the
Esha Salaah with jamaat in the musjid and thereafter performs
twenty rakaats of the Taraaweeh Salaah with the imaam, Allah
A5535E will bestow him with the reward of standing throughout
the night in nafl ibaadah, and if that night was Lailatul Qadr,
Allah 15355 will grant him the reward of performing ibaadah on
Lailatul Qadr.
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CHAPTER THREE

Hazrat Abu Zarr iz reports, “On the 25" night during the
month of Ramadhaan, Rasulullah J&5.Ed{ie led us in the
Taraaweeh Salaah until half the night had passed. We
(experienced such enjoyment in performing the Taraaweeh
Salaah) that after the completion of the salaah, we said to
Rasulullah 44E4{(z, ‘If only you could have continued until the
end of the night?’ Rasulullah 45.£4{{% said, ‘The one who stands
with the imaam and performs the Taraaweeh Salaah, Allah
A3 writes for him the reward of standing the entire night in

ibaadah.”*®
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TARAAWEEH

: VARIOUS MASAA'IL OF TARAAWEEH

1. It is sunnah muakkadah (an emphasized sunnah) for baaligh
males and females to perform Taraaweeh Salaah during the
entire month of Ramadhaan. Even if the Quraan Majeed is
completed in the Taraaweeh Salaah before the end of
Ramadhaan, (e.g. the entire Quraan Majeed is completed in
15 days), it will be sunnah muakkadah for one to continue
performing twenty rakaats Taraaweeh Salaah for the rest of

the month.?”’

2. Just as performing twenty rakaats Taraaweeh Salaah in the
month of Ramadhaan is sunnah muakkadabh, it is also sunnah
muakkadah to recite the entire Quraan Majeed at least once
in the Taraweeh Salaah. This sunnah should not be omitted
on account of laziness or due to people not showing

interest.”®®

3. If the entire Quraan Majeed cannot be recited (e.g. there is no
haafiz available), then it is better for people to recite as much
as they know of the Quraan Majeed during the Taraaweeh
Salaah. Similarly, if they wish, they may recite the last ten

surahs of the Quraan Majeed (i.e. from Surah Feel until the
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CHAPTER THREE

¢ end of the Quraan Majeed - Surah Naas). In each rakaat, one ¢
surah may be recited. When ten rakaats are completed, the
same ten surahs will be repeated in the next ten rakaats.
Alternatively, one could recite any other surah which one

desires.””

4. After every four rakaats of Taraaweeh Salaah, it is mustahab
to remain seated for the duration of the four rakaats which
were performed. However, if sitting for this duration will be
difficult, then sitting for a shorter period is also permissible.

During this interval, one may engage in reciting tasbeeh.*°

5. The Taraaweeh Salaah will only be valid if it is performed
after one performs the Esha Salaah. Hence, if one did not
perform the Esha Salaah and performed the Taraaweeh
Salaah, the Taraaweeh Salaah will not be valid and after
performing the Esha Salaah, the Taraaweeh Salaah will have
to be repeated. Likewise, after performing the Esha and
Taraaweeh Salaah, if one realized that his Esha Salaah was
invalid due to some mistake occurring which invalidated the

Esha Salaah or due to not having wudhu at the time of
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TARAAWEEH

performing the Esha Salaah, then he will have to repeat both

the Esha Salaah as well as the Taraaweeh Salaah.”"!

6. If a person enters the musjid at the time when the Esha
Salaah is over, then he should first perform his Esha Salaah
before joining the Taraaweeh Salaah. If he misses a few
rakaats of Taraaweeh Salaah while performing his Esha
Salaah, then if the interval between every four rakaats is long
enough for him to perform the missed rakaats, he may
perform the missed rakaats in the interval. Otherwise, he
should complete these missed rakaats of Taraaweeh Salaah
after the Witr Salaah.”"

7. It is sunnah to perform the Witr Salaah with jamaat during

the month of Ramadhaan.*
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CHAPTER THREE

¥ 8. It is preferable to perform the Witr Salaah after performing ¢
the Taraaweeh Salaah. However, if the Witr Salaah is
performed before the Taraaweeh Salaah, the Witr Salaah as

well as the Taraaweeh Salaah will be valid.”*

9. Bismillahir Rahmaanir Raheem should be recited aloud once
during the Taraaweeh Salaah (i.e. at the beginning of Surah
Bagarah or at the beginning of any other surah). The reason
for this is that bismillah is also a verse of the Quraan Majeed
which was revealed upon Hazrat Rasulullah J&aEdfle in
order to separate the surahs, hence it has to be recited aloud
once in every khatam. If bismillah is not recited at all in the
Taraaweeh Salaah, the completion of the entire Quraan
Majeed will not take place as one verse has not been recited.
If bismillah is recited in the Taraaweeh Salaah but is recited
silently and not aloud, the khatam (recitation of the entire
Quraan Majeed) of the imaam will be complete but the
khatam of those behind the imaam will not be complete, as

they did not hear this verse being recited by the imaam.*”
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¢ 10. Women should not leave their homes to attend the
Taraaweeh Salaah which is performed in congregation in the
musjid but rather they should perform their Taraaweeh

Salaah at home.*®

11. It is not permissible for women to perform Taraaweeh Salaah
in congregation with one woman being made the imaam to

lead the other women.?"’
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I'TIKAAF

Sitting in the musjid for I'tikaaf during the last ten days of
Ramadhaan is an ibaadah which is sunnah muakkadah alal-
kifaayah.””® Sunnah muakkadah alal-kifaayah refers to a sunnah
whose obligation is placed upon the entire locality collectively. If
one or a few individuals of the locality fulfil it, the entire locality
will be absolved of the obligation. However, if no one from the
entire locality fulfils it then all the people of the locality will be

sinful for neglecting it.*"

Hazrat Rasulullah J5.€4{i> and the Sahaabah #2gis; had sat for
I'tikaaf during the last ten days of Ramadhaan. There are great
virtues mentioned in the Mubaarak Ahaadith for those who sit
for I'tikaaf during the last ten days of Ramadhaan. Hence, if one
is able to sit in I'tikaaf and fulfil this sunnah then one should do

SO.

Hazrat Ibnu Abbaas &efliz; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
5@ said regarding the one sitting in I'tikaaf, “The mu’takif
(the one sitting in the musjid for I'tikaaf) stays away from
committing sins, and at every moment (while he is in I'tikaaf), he

receives the reward for carrying out the various forms of ibaadah
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that he would have been able to carry out had he not been in the
state of I'tikaaf.”*”

Hazrat Ibnu Abbaas &zfiz reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
1saeifie said, “Whoever sits in T'tikaaf for a day, seeking the
pleasure of Allah JG535%, Allah (55355 will place between him
and the fire of Jahannum three trenches, and each trench is as

vast as the distance between the east and the west.”**

CHAPTER THREE

VARIOUS MASAA’IL OF I'TIKAAF

1. Sunnah I'tikaaf is performed during the last ten days of
Ramadhaan. The I'tikaaf commences at the time of Maghrib
of the 20" of Ramadhaan (i.e. the 21* night) and continues
until the moon of Eidul Fitr is sighted.””

2. Men will perform I'tikaaf in the musjid. While in I'tikaaf, they
are only permitted to leave the musjid to fulfil a Shar’ee need
(e.g. to call out the azaan out of the musjid, perform fardh
wudhu or fardh ghusl or if jumuah does not take place in the
musjid wherein one is sitting for I'tikaaaf, then to leave the
musjid for Jumuah and return immediately after the
Jumuah), or to fulfil a tab’ee need (i.e. a natural need e.g. to
relieve oneself, or to acquire food in the case where there is
no one to bring the food to the musjid). If one leaves the

musjid for any other purpose, one’s I'tikaaf will break.””

3. Women should sit for I'tikaaf in their homes. They should
specify a place in their homes where they will sit for I'tikaaf
(e.g. a room or an area). Thereafter, for the entire period of

I'tikaaf, they should not leave the specified place of I'tikaaf
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I'TIKAAF

? for any reason besides making wudhu (when their wudhu 3
breaks), performing fardh ghusl or fulfilling the necessities of
life (e.g. eating, relieving oneself, etc.). If there is someone to
bring the food and drink to them, they cannot leave the place
of I'tikaaf for food and drink. They should remain in that

place all the time.***

4. It is preferable for one in I'tikaaf to avoid remaining idle.
Instead, one should occupy oneself in the recitation of the
Quraan Majeed, performing nafl salaah, engaging in the

remembrance of Allah 15353, etc.””

5. If a woman experiences haidh or nifaas during I'tikaaf, her
I'tikaaf will break.”®

6. While in the state of I'tikaaf, it is not permissible for a woman
to sleep with her husband, have intercourse with him, cuddle

or fondle him, etc.””

7. T'tikaaf is only permissible in the state of fasting. Hence, if

one’s fast breaks, one’s I'tikaaf will also break.?*®
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¥ 8. If one’s I'tikaaf breaks, one will have to keep qadha of only ¢
the day that the I'tikaaf broke. One will not have to keep
qadha of the I'tikaaf of the entire ten days that one intended
keeping. When keeping the qadha, one will have to spend the

night and day in the musjid as well as fast during the day.
Hence, one will have to commence the gadha from the time
of Maghrib until the time of Maghrib of the following day.””

In the Mubaarak Hadith, Hazrat Rasulullah JZ.Edfle has
resembled the Deen of Islam to a canopy which is supported on
five pillars. The centre and main supporting pillar is the
shahaadah, while the remaining four pillars are salaah, zakaat,
fasting and hajj. From the five pillars, the last pillar to be
revealed upon Hazrat Rasulullah J54&4{le was the pillar of hajj.
Hence, the pillar of hajj signified the completion of the Deen of

Islam.”
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CHAPTER FOUR

HAJJATUL WADAA

In the end of the 10™ year after hijrah, Hazrat Rasulullah
1484l announced his intention of performing hajj to the
Sahaabah #%4is. The Sahaabah #zdis; were extremely anxious
and wished to accompany Hazrat Rasulullah 15.E4{le on this
mubaarak journey. The Sahaabah #z&is; thus travelled from far
and wide to be present for the hajj until they numbered
approximately 124 000 (according to some Muhadditheen).”!
This was the first time that such a large crowd was ever

witnessed since the beginning of Islam.

Hazrat Rasulullah J554E4{> only performed one hajj during his
mubaarak lifetime (i.e. after hajj was made fardh on the Ummah)
and this hajj was known as “The Farewell Hajj” of Hazrat
Rasulullah Jz5.ed{le.”” 1t was during this very hajj, on the 9" of
Zul Hijjah, on the plains of Arafah, that the following verse was

revealed:
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) HAJJ & UMRAH % ‘\

¢ Today I have perfected your religion for you; completed My favour upon

you; and have chosen for you Islam as your religion.””

In this verse, Allah 155355 had announced the completion of His
favour upon this Ummah and the completion of Deen. One of the
greatest virtues of hajj is that this verse announcing the
completion of Deen was revealed at the time of hajj. Similarly, in
this verse was a sign and an indication towards the demise of
Hazrat Rasulullah J25.€4{i2, as the completion of Deen marked

the completion of his mission in this world.”**
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AN OBLIGATION OF A LIFETIME

The obligation of hajj is an obligation of a lifetime. As far as the
other fundamental pillars of Islam are concerned (viz. salaah,
zakaat and fasting), they are obligatory on an individual either

daily or yearly.

However, when it comes to the obligation of hajj, Allah 1255
has made it fardh once in a lifetime for the one who has the

t 235

means to carry it out.”” Hence, the person performing his fardh

hajj has only one chance to fulfil it correctly.

If he uses this once-in-a-lifetime opportunity correctly, by
adhering to the relevant laws and etiquettes of hajj, then he will
insha-Allah return with an accepted hajj and great reward. If this
opportunity is not used wisely, then although one may be
blessed with the opportunity to perform many nafl hajj
thereafter, his fardh hajj will remain deficient and cannot be

compensated for in any way.

VIRTUES OF PERFORMING HAJJ AND
UMRAH

The Mubaarak Ahaadith of Hazrat Rasulullah o5&l are

replete with the virtues and rewards that have been promised

for those who fulfil hajj and umrah correctly. Below are some of
the virtues mentioned in the Mubaarak Ahaadith:

1.

The Haaji Returns with All his Sins Forgiven

Hazrat Abu Hurairah £2{iz reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Ikl said, “The one who performs hajj for the sake of
pleasing Allah J&525% and therein utters no word of evil, nor
commits any evil deed, he shall return from it free from sin

as the day on which his mother gave birth to him.
The Reward of an Accepted Hajj is Jannah

Hazrat Abu Hurairah £z reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
14kl said, “Surely there shall be no reward for an

accepted hajj except Jannah.”*”
Hajj Removes Poverty

Hazrat Abdullah bin Mas’ood #efiz; reports that Hazrat
Rasulullah J54E8e said, “Perform hajj and umrah together
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CHAPTER FOUR

¢ because they remove poverty and sins just as a furnace ¢

removes impurities from iron, gold and silver.”**

4. Those who Perform Hajj are the Delegation of Allah 1§53,

Hazrat Abu Hurairah £2{i reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Ikl said, “Those performing hajj and umrah are the
delegation of Allah (3= If they beg Allah 1&3\% for
anything, He grants it to them, and if they seek His

forgiveness, He forgives them.”*’

Hazrat Abu Hurairah £l reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Izl said, “The mujaahid and those performing hajj and
umrah are the delegation of Allah J1&;35%. If they make dua to
Allah 1&;35%, He answers their dua, and if they beg Him for

anything, He grants it to them.
5. Allah §&35% becoming Pleased with the Haaji

Hazrat Abu Hurairah 2 reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Il said, “Allah 053G expresses His pleasure before
the angels regarding the hujjaaj on the Day of Arafah. Allah

AS3E says to them, ‘Look at My servants! They have come

The Duas of the Haaji being Accepted

Hazrat Ibnu Umar #efis; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Izl said, “When you meet a haaji then greet him, shake
hands with him and ask him to make dua for forgiveness on
your behalf before he enters his home, for his dua for
forgiveness will be accepted since he is forgiven by Allah

\S535 for his sins.”**

The Haaji Receives the Forgiveness of Allah 1\&3% Until the
10" Rabee’ul Awwal

Hazrat Umar &ediz; had said, “The haaji receives the
forgiveness of Allah Q&35 until the tenth of Rabee’ul
Awwal, and Allah 15355 accepts his duas for those on behalf

of whom he begs forgiveness.”**

Umrah Expiates Sins

Hazrat Abu Hurairah e reports that Hazrat Rasulullah

Izl said, “One umrah to the next expiates sins (which
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were committed in between), and there shall be no reward

for an accepted hajj except Jannah.”**

WARNING FOR NEGLECTING THE
OBLIGATION OF HAJJ

Just as there are great virtues and rewards promised for those

who fulfil the obligation of hajj, similarly there are grave

warnings for those who neglect to fulfil this fundamental

obligation, despite having the means to do so. Below are some of

the admonishments revealed in the Quraan Majeed and

Mubaarak Ahaadith regarding the one who neglects this

obligation:

The One Who Denies the Obligation of Hajj

Allah 335355 says, “As a right of Allah G535, it is obligatory
on the people to perform hajj of the House (Ka'bah) - on
those who can afford the journey to it, and whoever refuses
to obey, then Allah 15355 stands not in need of the entire

universe.”**

The One who does not Perform Hajj will Desire to be
Returned to the World.

Hazrat Ibnu Abbaas iedis; reports, “Whoever has enough
money to perform hajj and does not do so, or enough wealth
making zakaat obligatory on him, and he does not discharge

it, he shall surely, at the time of his death, beg to be sent back

) _ 245

¢ to the world (so that he can fulfil these obligations and avoid ¢

the dreadful punishment that he now sees awaiting him).”**

3. Dying in a State which Resembles a Jew or a Christian

Hazrat Ali ez reports that Hazrat Rasulullah Aakdle
said, “Whoever has the provisions and the means to reach
the House of Allah 1355 (for hajj) and he does not perform
hajj, then it does not matter if he dies as a Jew or a Christian.
That is because Allah (53 said in the Quraan Majeed, ‘And
(due) to Allah 1&3% from the people is a pilgrimage to the
House (Ka’bah), for whoever has the means to undertake the

journey.””*"

Note: If one denies the pillar of hajj, then one will leave the
fold of Islam, as he has denied the verse of the Quraan
Majeed.”®

In the abovementioned Hadith, a warning has been issued
regarding the person who abandons the obligation of hajj,
that if he wishes, he may die as a Jew or Christian. If such a
person has denied the obligation of hajj, then his passing

away as a disbeliever makes him similar to a Jew or Christian.
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HAJJ & UMRAH

However, if he does not deny the obligation of hajj but
neglects carrying it out, despite possessing the means to do
so, then the meaning of the statement ‘if he wishes, he may
die as a Jew or a Christian’ will be that he has come close to
the borders of kufr. In other words, this statement has come
to show the gravity of the sin and highlight the fact that such
a person has resembled the Jews and Christians in neglecting

his Deen.*”

The four Imaams are unanimous that a person will only leave
the fold of Islam if he denies the obligation of hajj. If he
neglects to perform it, without rejecting it, and then passes

away, then he has committed a grave sin, but will not leave
the fold of Islam.*”
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CHAPTER FOUR

ADVICES FOR THOSE PERFORMING HAJJ &
UMRAH

1. When Allah 135G bestows His favour on any fortunate
person to perform hajj, he should not delay in the performing
of that duty. Under no circumstances should it be postponed

unnecessarily.

Hazrat Ibnu Abbaas &4l reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Izl said, “The one who intends to perform hajj should

hasten (in doing so).”*"

2. When leaving for hajj, one’s primary intention should be to
acquire the pleasure of Allah 135, Similarly, one should
also intend to acquire the love and proximity of Allah {55353
and His beloved Rasul 455465, and to visit the mubaarak

raudhah of Rasulullah 5. &5e.
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HAJJ & UMRAH

When hajj is compulsory upon a person, there is no need for
him to make istikhaarah. Hence, he will not make istikhaarah
to decide whether or not to go for hajj. Rather, he can make
istikhaarah to decide which day he should depart on or which
route he should take.

Ensure that you perform hajj with halaal, pure wealth. Hajj
which is performed with haraam wealth will not be

accepted.””

Sincerely repent from all sins before departing for hajj, and if
you have usurped the right of any person or have
outstanding debts, then you should return the usurped
wealth to the rightful owner and settle the outstanding
debts. If you had wronged any person in any way then seek

his forgiveness before departing.

Make arrangements for all your dependants (wife, children,

etc.), to be cared for until your return.

Before departing, perform two rakaats of salaah. It is better
to perform two rakaats at home as well as in the musjid

closest to your home.*”

Give some sadaqah before and after departing as sadagah

averts calamities.

CHAPTER FOUR

At the time of departure, recite the sunnah dua for a person
departing on a journey. Also recite the sunnah dua when

leaving the home and the sunnah dua for travelling.

Before departing, meet all friends and relatives. Bid them

farewell and ask them to make dua for you.

Remain in the company of pious people throughout the
journey. Such people will assist you to remain motivated and
focused. If you are traveling in a group then appoint a person

who is pious and knowledgeable as the ameer of the group.

Display good character before people throughout the
journey. Overlook the faults of people and do not enter into
arguments. Remember, at all times, that you are soon going
to be the guest of Allah 1535 in the mubaarak lands.

During the journey or when traveling between Makkah
Mukarramah and Madinah Munawwarah, whenever you
ascend a high area or hill, recite takbeer thrice, and
whenever you descend a low area or hill, recite tasbeeh

thrice.

Take sufficient wealth to last you throughout your journey. If
Allah &35 has blessed you with wealth, then take extra

wealth so that you may spend on the creation.

When spending in the path of hajj, do so with generosity and
ease and not with miserliness and stinginess. For every Rand

that a person spends in the path of hajj, the reward shall be

that of seven hundred Rands. However, do not be
extravagant. If a person spends more than he normally would
in Makkah Mukarramah and Madinah Munawwarah on food
etc. and his intention is to assist the people of Makkah
Mukarramabh, then this is a deed worthy of reward and is not

extravagance.

Refrain from all types of sins during the journey, and make
dua for Allah 1535 to bless you with the ability to refrain

from sins throughout your life.

You will definitely face challenges during your journey for
hajj. When you face a challenge, bear it patiently and ensure
that you do not express any impatience, dissatisfaction or

displeasure.

Ensure that no fardh salaah is missed on the journey and that

you do not fall into sins.

Travel the entire journey with the enthusiasm, zeal and
longing of a lover who is going to see the beloved. Consider
yourself fortunate that from millions of people, Allah 155355
has chosen and invited you to present yourself before Him in

His court.

Continue to beg Allah 123G and hope that He accepts

whatever good deeds you carry out.

SUNNATS AND AADAAB OF MAKKAH

. When in Makkah Mukarramah, then at all times, keep in
mind the sanctity of the place. Remember that all the

.25 frequented this mubaarak place.

. Do not cause inconvenience to people in the Haram, and
ensure that you protect your heart and eyes from haraam
and sin. Whatever spirituality you attain could be lost

through committing sins and casting sinful gazes.

. Perform all your salaah in the Haram with jamaat, and make
as many tawaaf as possible, as you will not be able to carry

out this form of ibaadat in any other place.

. Make tawaaf on behalf of all your beloved ones,

marhoomeen, etc.

. Make at least one khatam of the Quraan Majeed in Makkah
Mukarramah. You will receive the reward of 100 000
khatams.

. Remember all those who did some ihsaan (good) to you and

make dua for them.

. Try to visit Jannatul Mu’allaa (the cemetery in Makkah
Mukarramah). Make dua for the inmates of the graves and

convey rewards of good deeds to them.
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CHAPTER FOUR

8. Drink as much Zamzam as possible and make dua at the time
of drinking Zamzam. It is reported in the Hadith that the dua

made at the time of drinking Zamzam is accepted.”
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THE THREE TYPES OF HAJJ

There are three types of hajj. The three types are: Ifraad,

Tamattu and Qiraan.

IFRAAD HAJJ

Ifraad Hajj is where one only performs hajj and does not perform

umrah before the hajj in the months of hajj.”

TAMATTU HAJJ

Tamattu Hajj is where one performs umrah and hajj with a

separate ihraam in the months of hajj.

The manner in which one carries out both these ibaadats is that
one performs umrah in the months of hajj and comes out of
ihraam. Thereafter, when the days of hajj approach, one puts on

a new ihraam for hajj and performs hajj.

The months of hajj are Shawwaal, Zul Qa’dah and the beginning
days of Zul Hijjah.””
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CHAPTER FOUR

QIRAAN HAJ)

Qiraan Hajj is where a person performs umrah and hajj with the

same ihraam in the months of hajj.”**

The manner in which one carries out both these ibaadats is that
one performs umrah in the months of hajj and does not come out
of ihraam. Thereafter, when the days of hajj approach, one

performs hajj with the same ihraam.

Note: Performing umrah and hajj with the same ihraam refers to
remaining in the state of ihraam from the beginning of the
umrah until the end of the hajj (with all the prohibitions of
ihraam applying).

Performing umrah and hajj with the same ihraam does not mean
that one has to use the same ihraam towels from the beginning
until the end. Rather, if one wishes to use another set of ihraam
towels due to one’s ihram becoming soiled, or one cloth getting

lost or torn, then it is permissible.
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THE MOST VIRTUOUS AND REWARDING .
TYPE OF HAJJ

The most virtuous and rewarding type of hajj is Qiraan Hajj, the

second in rank is Tamattu Hajj and thereafter Ifraad Hajj.””

LOBOS
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THE METHOD OF PERFORMING UMRAH AND
HAJJ

The hajj most commonly performed by people is the Tamattu
Hajj (i.e. one performs umrah during the months of hajj and
comes out of the state of ihraam, and thereafter performs hajj
with another ihraam when the days of hajj come).”* Hence, the

method of performing Tamattu Hajj will be explained below.*’

LOBOS
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! If one wishes to perform Ifraad Hajj, then he will make the niyyah

(intention) of entering into ihraam for hajj and will continue by carrying out
the rituals of hajj. He will not perform umrah prior to the hajj. Hence, he will
follow the procedure of hajj mentioned in Chapter Three.

If one wishes to perform Qiraan Hajj, then he will make the intention of
entering into ihraam for umrah and hajj. Thereafter, he will carry out the
rituals of umrah and hajj mentioned below, similar to those performing
Tamattu Hajj. The only difference is that he will not come out of ihraam after
completing the umrah, as a mutamatti (person performing Tamattu Hajj)

IHRAAM

Thraam refers to the state where one is prohibited from certain
permissible acts (e.g. wearing sewn clothing for men, applying
perfume, removing hair, etc.) until the time when one has
completed the rituals of hajj or umrah and comes out of the state

of ihraam.**

A person intending to make umrah will enter into ihraam before
crossing the meeqaat. If he travels by plane, he will tie the
ihraam before boarding the plane or when the announcement of

approaching the meeqaat is made.*”

Thraam of men

The ihraam of men consists of two pieces of cloth. One cloth will
cover the upper body and the other will be tied around the waist
in order to cover the lower body.” In the state of ihraam, it is
necessary that the area of the foot where the shoelaces are tied

be exposed (i.e. the area where the bone protrudes on the top of

the foot). Furthermore, the entire area from that point of the

foot up to and including the ankle has to remain exposed.*”

Thraam of women

Women are permitted to wear their normal clothing which
covers the entire body. They are also permitted to wear footwear

t.”® Women should not wear the

that covers the entire foo
normal niqaab/purdah which lies against the face in the state of
ihraam. However, it is still necessary for a woman to cover her
face before non-mahrams, and for this purpose, the cap nigaab

could be worn.*’

: PERFORMING SALAAH BEFORE ENTERING
INTO |HRAAM

Once the clothing of ihraam has been worn, one should perform
two rakaats of nafl salaah, provided that it is not a time in which
performing nafl salaah is makrooh.”® 1t is preferable for one to
recite Surah Kaafiroon in the first rakaat and Surah Ikhlaas in the

second rakaat.*®

While performing these two rakaats of salaah, since one has not
yet entered into the state of ihraam, one should ensure that his
head is covered with a topi and that both shoulders are covered

with the ihraam.?”°
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CHAPTER FOUR

After completing the salaah, one should remove the topi and

make the intention of entering into ihraam for umrah. One will
say:

0 Allah! I intend perforing umrah, so You make it easy for me and

daccept it from me.

After making the intention of umrah, one should recite the
talbiyah. Only after reciting the talbiyah will one enter into the
state of ihraam.””" If one makes the intention but does not recite

the talbiyah, one will not enter into the state of ihraam.”””

It is permissible to recite the talbiyah once, however it is
preferable to recite it thrice.”” Once one has entered into the
state of ihraam, the most virtuous ibaadah for him is the
recitation of the talbiyah. Hence, he should continue to recite the

talbiyah as much as possible.”* The words of the talbiyah are:

It is sunnah for men to recite the talbiyah audibly and for women
to recite the talbiyah softly. It is not permissible for women to
recite the talbiyah audibly.””

Note: One is encouraged to recite the talbiyah from the time one
enters into ihraam until one pelts the Jamarah on the tenth Zul
Hijjah.”® Upon pelting the Jamarah on the tenth, the injunction
of reciting talbiyah no longer remains. Hence, from the time of
pelting on the tenth until the end of the hajj, one will no longer
recite the talbiyah.
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CHAPTER FOUR

METHOD OF PERFORMING TAWAAF OF
UMRAH

Upon reaching the Musjid-ul-Haraam, one should enter and
recite the masnoon dua for entering the musjid, and thereafter

proceed to perform the umrah.””

One will not perform two rakaats of Tahiyyatul Musjid, as one
does when entering other masaajid. The reason is that the
Tahiyyatul Musjid for the one in the state of ihraam is to perform
tawaaf. However, if it is the time of salaah and one cannot
perform tawaaf, then one should perform the two rakaats of

Tahiyyatul Musjid.””®

When one sees the Ka’bah Shareef for the first time, one should
raise his hands and engage in dua. One will make dua in a place
that is conducive to make dua, and will not cause inconvenience

to people or obstruct people’s movement (e.g. the pathway).””
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HAJJ & UMRAH

When reaching the Ka’bah Shareef, one will stand in line with
the Hajr-e-Aswad and make the intention to perform tawaaf of
umrah.”® Thereafter, while facing the Hajar-e-Aswad with one’s
entire body, one will raise his hands and recite the takbeer with

making istilaam.

Istilaam means for one to stand before the Hajr-e-Aswad, place
his hands on it, kiss it and recite, “Bimillahi Allahu Akbar”.”*!

However, due to itr being applied to the Hajr-e-Aswad, it is not
permissible for one in the state of ihraam to place his hands on it

and kiss it.*

Hence, as a substitute, one will stand in line with the Hajr-e-
Aswad, and while facing it, he will raise his hands before his face,
as though he is placing them on the Hajr-e-Aswad, and thereafter
kiss his hands. If due to crowds, one cannot reach the Hajr-e-
Aswd and make istilaam from close, then one will make istilaam

in this manner from a distance.****
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CHAPTER FOUR % @;}

¢ After making the first istilaam, he will commence the tawaaf. ¢
Each round of tawaaf ends at the Hajr-e-Aswad. Thus, after

completing each round, when he reaches the Hajr-e-Aswad, he

will make istilaam.”” When he completes his tawaaf after the

seventh round, he will make istilaam for the eighth time. His

tawaaf is now complete.”
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IDHTIBAA AND RAML

A male will make idhtibaa and raml during the tawaaf of umrah.

Idhtibaa is for one to tuck the ihraam sheet beneath his right
arm and drape it over his left shoulder. In this manner, his right
shoulder and right arm will be exposed. Idhtibaa is done during

the entire tawaaf.”

Raml is to walk briskly and boldly during the first three rounds
of the tawaaf. This will be done by taking short steps and moving

the shoulders.”

Note: Idhtibaa will only be done by males. Females will not do
Idhtibaa.*”
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CHAPTER FOUR

TwO RAKAATS WAAJIBUT TAWAAF

After completing the tawaaf of umrah, it is waajib for one to
perform two rakaats of salaah. This salaah is called “Waajibut

Tawaaf” Salaah.”®

It is best to perform the two rakaats Waajibut Tawaaf behind the
Magaam-e-Ebrahim. However, if one performs it anywhere in
Musjid-ul-Haraam or out of Musjid-ul-Haraam but within the
precints of the Haram, it will be permissible. Performing these

two rakaats out of the precincts of the Haram is makrooh.*”

These two rakaats cannot be performed in the makrooh times
e.g. after Fajr until the time of sunrise, and after Asr until
sunset.”” If one had completed tawaaf at these times then he
should delay performing the two rakaats until after sunrise and

after sunset.””
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HAJJ & UMRAH

While performing the two rakaats, it is mustahab that he recite 3
Surah Kaafiroon in the first rakaat and Surah Ikhlaas in the

second rakaat.””

After performing the two rakaats Waajibut Tawaaf, one should

proceed to perform sa’ee.
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CHAPTER FOUR

SA'EE

Before the sa’ee, it is preferable for one to drink Zamzam. It is
reported that on the occasion of hajj, after Hazrat Rasulullah
1488l performed the tawaaf of umrah, he drank Zamzam and

thereafter proceeded for sa’ee.””

Before commencing the sa’ee, it is sunnah to make istilaam of the

Hajr-e-Aswad. This istilaam is the ninth istilaam.”*

One will commence the sa’ee from Safaa and walk towards
Marwah. From Safaa to Marwah is counted as one round of sa’ee.
Similarly, from Marwah to Safaa is counted as another round of
sa’ee. Accordingly, the seventh round of sa’ee terminates at

Marwah.””

On reaching the green lights, men should begin to jog. Women

will walk in the normal manner. Once one passes the green lights

When the sa’ee is complete, one will perform two rakaats of nafl

salaah.””

HALQ

After completing the sa’ee, men will shave their heads or trim
their hair. Shaving the hair is better and more rewarding.”® 1t is
impermissible for women to shave their hair. They should
therefore trim the hair. All the hair should be gathered around

the fingertip and the amount of one fingertip should be cut.””

A person who has completed all the actions of umrah besides
cutting the hair may cut his own hair or ask someone out of the
state of ihraam to cut his hair. Similarly, the husband and wife
who have both completed all the actions of umrah may cut each
other’s hair. After one’s hair has been cut, one has become halaal

(i.e. one has come out of ihraam).*®

One will remain in Makkah Mukarramah until the days of hajj
approach. When the days of hajj approach, one will put on the

ihraam of hajj and carry out the rituals of hajj.*!
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THE FIVE DAYS OF HAJJ

THE IMMENSE REWARD FOR TRAVELLING
ON FooT

During the five days of hajj, one may travel on foot or by vehicle.

However, travelling on foot is more rewarding.

If one does hajj by vehicle and only walks for a few steps or for a
portion of the hajj (e.g. from the vehicle to the tent, etc.), then
for the amount that he walks, he will gain the reward of a haaji

on foot.

Hazrat Aaishah Gegi; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah Jo5. i
said, “Indeed the angels shake hands with the hujjaaj mounted
on horses, camels, etc. (when receiving them), and the angels
embrace those hujjaaj who arrive on foot (i.e. those who arrive

on foot are received with greater honour).”*”

In another Hadith reported by Hazrat Ibnu Abbaas &:4is;, Hazrat
Rasulullah J. &> said, “Whoever goes for hajj to Makkah
Mukarramah on foot and returns, then for every step that he
takes, the reward of seven hundred good deeds peformed in the
Haram will be recorded for him.” The Sahaabah #zdiy; asked,
“What is the reward for good deeds performed in the Haram?”

Rasulullah Jz54E4{ie replied, “Every good deed performed in the

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CHAPTER FOUR

THE 8™ OF ZUL HI1JJAH

The 8" of Zul Hijjah is the first of the five days of hajj. On the
morning of the eighth, one will put on the ihraam and proceed to

Mina after sunrise.*

One should perform the Zuhr Salaah in Mina in the mustahab

time.”” The sunnah of Hazrat Rasulullah Jz.E4{ie is for one to
remain in Mina on the 8" of Zul Hijjah from the time of Zuhr
until Fajr on the following day, the 9" zul Hijjah. In this time, one
will perform five salaah i.e. Zuhr, Asr, Maghrib, Esha and the Fajr

Salaah of the following day, the ninth of Zul Hijjah.

One should endeavour to fulfil this mubaarak sunnah by
remaining in Mina and performing these five salaah in Mina.** It

is also sunnah to spend the night in Mina.>”’

During one’s stay in Mina, one will engage in ibaadah i.e. the 3

recitation of talbiyah, recitation of the Quraan Majeed, zikr, etc.
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CHAPTER FOUR

THE 9™ OF ZUL HI1JJAH

After performing the Fajr Salaah on the morning of the 9" in
Mina, one will wait until sunrise and thereafter depart for
Arafah.’® One should remain in zikr and it is also permissible for

one to recite the talbiyah.

One is encouraged to recite the talbiyah from the time one enters
into ihraam until one pelts the Jamarah on the tenth Zul Hijjah.”
Upon pelting the Jamarah on the tenth, the injunction of reciting
talbiyah no longer remains. Hence, until the end of the hajj, one

will no longer recite the talbiyah.

After arriving in Arafah, one will make ghusl.”® This ghusl is for

the wuqoof of Arafah, hence one will make ghusl before
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HAJJ & UMRAH

commencing the wuqoof.” It is permissible for one to make this

ghusl after zawaal as well as before zawaal.

It is reported in the Hadith that Hazrat Rasulullah J5.Eaiic
performed ghusl on the day of Arafah.’*

The Wuqoof at Arafah

Wugqoof at Arafah is for one to stand on the plains of Arafah,
after the time of zawaal, and engage in dua, istighfaar, zikr, the

recitation of the talbiyah, recitation of the Quraan Majeed, etc.

When making wuqoof, it is better for one to stand and face the

giblah.’” 1t is also permissible for one to sit and even to lie
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CHAPTER FOUR

** One should not engage in any act of entertainment or

down.
futility at the time of wuqoof, as this is an extremely mubaarak

time.’"

The time of wuqoof commences after zawaal on the 9™ and ends
at the time of subah saadiq on the 10™°"° This wugqoof is
considered the main fardh of hajj. Therefore, if one misses the

wugqoof of Arafah in this time, one will miss the hajj.*"

Since the time of wuqoof is from zawaal on the 9™ until subah
saadiq on the 10™, if one is not present before sunset on the 9",
one has an opportunity to come to Arafah after sunset. For those
who were present before sunset, the sunnah is that they should

leave for Muzdalifah after sunset.*®
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HAJJ & UMRAH

It is not permissible for one to leave Arafah before sunset. If
anyone leaves before sunset then one damm (slaughtering a
sheep or goat in the Haram) becomes waajib. However, if one

returns to Arafah and then leaves after sunset, the damm will fall

Of 319

While in Arafah, one will remain engaged in wuqoof from the
time of zawaal until the time of sunset, and in this time, one will
perform the Zuhr Salaah and the Asr Salaah with jamaat in their

respective times.*”
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320 According to the mazhab of Imaam Abu Hanifah (rahimahullah), it is
permissible for one to combine the Zuhr and Asr salaah and perform both
together in the time of Zuhr. However, this is only permissible on condition
that one is performing his salaah with the Ameer of the Hajj who is appointed
by the Islamic Haakim (ruler). If one is not performing his salaah with the
Ameer of the Hajj, then it will not be permissible for him to combine both
salaahs, and it will be compulsory upon him to perform both salaahs with
jamaat in their respective times.
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CHAPTER FOUR

After sunset, one should proceed to Muzdalifah while reciting

the talbiyah and making dua.””

There is great virtue reported in the Hadith for fasting on the 9"
Zul Hijjah (i.e. the Day of Arafah). Hence, fasting on this day is

mustahab for those who are not in the state of ihraam.

As for those who are in the state of ihraam, then fasting on this
day is permissible for them, but it is more virtuous for them not
to fast as Hazrat Rasulullah J&.&4{le did not fast on this day
during hajj.””* The Ulama explain that the reason for Rasulullah
1484l not fasting on this day during hajj was in order to
make it easy for the haajis so that they will be able to maintain
their strength to engage in wuqoof and fulfil the other rituals of
hajj.

What Duas should be Recited in Arafah

On the day of Arafah, those who are in ihraam as well as those

who are not in ihraam should recite the following abundantly:

There is no deity besides Allah ;35 alone, who has no partner.
To Him belongs the kingdom (of the entire universe), and only for
Him belongs all praise. In His hands (control) alone lies all good and

On the day of Arafah, one should engage in dua. This day is a
mubaarak day, even more blessed than the other ten days of
Zul Hijjah. It is reported that Hazrat Ali Lediz; mentioned
that on this day, Allah J35% emancipates more people from
the fire of Jahannum than on any other day. Hazrat Ali 25z
would also make the following dua on the day of Arafah and

encouraged some of his companions to make the same dua:
Y O Rad (5 D0l IS B e Y el W G o585 G AU

O Allah! Free my neck from the fire of Jahannum, bless me with

abundant halaal sustenance, and repel from me the evil and

transgressive jinn and people.”

Upon reaching Muzdalifah, it is mustahab for one to make
ghusl.*

One should perform the Maghrib Salaah and Esha Salaah in
Muzdalifah. 1t is not permissible for one to perform Maghrib
Salaah in Arafah or on the way to Muzdalifah. Rather, after
reaching Muzdalifah, one will perform Maghrib and Esha Salaah

together with one azaan and one iqaamat in the time of Esha.’”

One will not perform the nafl or sunnah salaah after the Maghrib
Salaah.”” Rather, one will perform the sunnah and nafl of

Maghrib and Esha together after performing the Esha Salaah.””

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CHAPTER FOUR

If any person had performed the fardh of Maghrib Salaah in
Arafah or on the way to Muzdalifah, the salaah will not be valid
and it will be waajib upon him to repeat his Maghrib Salaah and
perform it with his Esha Salaah in Muzdalifah in the time of
Esha.” On this day, for a person performing hajj, the time of the
Maghrib Salaah is the same as the time of Esha.

Hence, if one reaches Muzdalifah before the time of Esha, then
one should wait for the Esha time to set in and thereafter
perform both the Maghrib Salaah and Esha Salaah together.*

During the night in Muzdalifah, one should engage in as much
ibaadah as possible as this night is an extremely virtuous night.**
One will spend the night in Muzdalifah and remain in Muzdalifah

until the time of Fajr.””

Note: It is permissible for the women, children and those who are
old and sick not to spend the night in Muzdalifah. Rather, after

It is reported in the Hadith that Hazrat Rasulullah Jz.&4{ie had
permitted the women, children and the weak, after coming to

Mina.”*
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CHAPTER FOUR

THE 10™ OF ZUL HIJJAH

It is sunnah for one to perform the Fajr Salaah in Muzdalifah as

soon as the time of subah saadiq sets in (i.e. while it is still

dark).””

Thereafter, one should face the giblah and make wuqoof™ (i.e.
one will stand, facing the giblah, and engage in dua, zikr, etc.).””
This wuqoof is considered waajib. Hence, if one misses the

wugqoof of Muzdalifah, damm will be waajib upon him.**

However, since Hazrat Rasulullah J554£4{l> had permitted the
womenfolk, children and the old and weak not to spend the night
in Muzdalifah, but to proceed directly to Mina after coming to

Muzdalifah, the wuqoof after Fajr in Muzdalifah will not be
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HAJJ & UMRAH

¢ compulsory upon them. Hence, through them leaving out the

wugqoof after Fajr, damm will not be waajib on them.*”

It is sunnah for one to leave for Mina slightly before sunrise.**
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CHAPTER FOUR

PELTING

While in Muzdalifah, one should pick up seventy pebbles which
are equal to chickpeas in size. It is also permissible to pick them
up from the road or from any other place. It is also permissible to
pick up these stones in Mina, however one should refrain from

picking up stones that are around the Jamaraat in Mina.”"'

When one arrives at Mina, one should pelt the Jamaratul Aqabah
(the big ‘Shaitaan’). On this day (the 10™ of Zul Hijjah), only the
Jamaratul Aqabah will be pelted.**

The time for pelting on the 10" commences from subah saadiq
until subah saadiq of the 11™.** However, the sunnah time for
pelting is between sunrise and zawaal. Pelting is thereafter

permissible until sunset. Pelting between sunset and subah

" - 341
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saadiq of the 11™ is makrooh unless for a valid reason (e.g.

sickness, old age, one being unable due to the crowds).**

Method of Pelting

One will pelt the Jamaratul Aqabah with seven stones and recite
the takbeer ‘Allahu Akbar’ when throwing each stone. One may
also recite the following duas when throwing each pebble, or at

the completion of the pelting:**

After pelting, one should return to one’s tent. One should not
engage in dua after pelting the Jamaratul Aqabah on the 10™ as it
is not sunnah. However, it is sunnah to engage in dua after
pelting the Jamaratul Sughraa and Jamaratul Wustaa on the 11",
12" and 13"

From the commencement of the hajj right until the time of

pelting, one should try to recite the talbiyah in abundance.***"*

However, the recitation of talbiyah ends from the time one
commences pelting the Jamarah. Hence, one will stop reciting
the talbiyah from this time until the end of the hajj.*”
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HAJJ & UMRAH

SLAUGHTERING

After pelting the Jamaratul Aqabah on the 10™ of Zul Hijjah, one
should make qurbaani of a sheep, goat or one seventh of a cow or

camel. This qurbaani is known as “Damm-e-Shukr”.***

Damm-e-Shukr is waajib for those performing Qiraan or Tamattu

Hajj, and it is mustahab for those performing Ifraad Hajj.**

If a person is not a musaafir and qurbaani for Eidul Adhaa is
waajib on him, then slaughtering this Damm-e-Shukr will not
suffice for his Eidul Adhaa qurbaani. He will have to carry out the
Eidul Adhaa qurbaani separately.*”
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CHAPTER FOUR

HALQ

After one’s qurbaani has been completed, then only will it be
permissible for one (performing Qiraan or Tamattu Hajj) to shave
off or trim his hair. If one performing Tamattu or Qiraan Hajj had
shaved off or trimmed his hair before his Damm-e-Shukr was
slaughtered, then damm will be waajib upon him for altering the

waajib sequence.”

It is compulsory upon the one who is performing Tamattu or
Qiraan Hajj to abide by the sequence prescribed in the Hadith
when carrying out rami (pelting), halq (shaving the head) and
the qurbaani of the Damm-e-Shukr. The prescribed sequence is
as follows: First, one will pelt the Jamaratul Aqabah, thereafter
one will slaughter the Damm-e-Shukr, and lastly, one will shave

or trim his hair.>**

After shaving the head, one may trim the moustache, remove

unwanted hair, cut his nails, etc. It is impermissible for one to
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HAJJ & UMRAH

trim the moustache or remove unwanted hair before shaving or

trimming the hair of the head.**

Once the head has been shaved, all those things that were
impermissible for a muhrim (one in the state of ihraam) during
ihraam become permissible except one’s wife i.e. cohabiting with
her or touching her with lust. One may now remove one’s ihraam

cloth, wear sewn clothing and also apply itr.*>

It is only after one
completes the Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah that one’s wife will become

permissible for him,**

As for the person performing Ifraad Hajj, then since slaughtering
an animal is not waajib upon him but mustahab, it is permissible
for him to shave or trim the hair of the head immediately after
pelting. However, if he is slaughtering an animal, then it is
mustahab for him to delay shaving or trimming the hair of his

head until the animal is slaughtered.”
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CHAPTER FOUR

TAWAAF-E-ZIYAARAH

After the halq is completed, one should proceed to Makkah

Mukarramah to perform the Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah.

It is sunnah to perform the Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah on the 10™ of Zul
Hijjah. If Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah is not performed on the 10", it will

be permissible to perform it until sunset of the 12>

If a woman cannot perform Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah during these days
due to haidh or nifaas, then she may perform it once she comes

out of the state of haidh or nifaas.*”’

If one has not yet removed his ihraam, then when making
Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah, he will make raml and idhtibaa if he will be
making sa’ee after the tawaaf. However, if one has already

removed his ihraam and donned sewn clothing, he will not make
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HAJJ & UMRAH

idhtibaa, however he will make raml if he will be making sa’ee

after the tawaaf.”®

If one had already made sa’ee before commencing the rituals of
hajj i.e. through performing a nafl tawaaf and thereafter making
the sa’ee with the intention of this sa’ee substituting the sa’ee
after Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah, then in this case, one will not make

raml during the Tawaaf-e-Zaiyaarah.

When completing the Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah, one will make istilaam
for the eighth time. One will thereafter perform the two rakaats
of Waajibut Tawaaf, and before commencing the sa’ee, he will
make istilaam of the Hajr-e-Aswad for the ninth time.” One will
then proceed to Safaa and perform the sa’ee. When the sa’ee is

complete, one will perform two rakaats of nafl salaah.>®
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CHAPTER FOUR

After the Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah and sa’ee, one will return to Mina ¢
and spend the night there.”*" Once the Tawaaf-e-Ziyaarah is

complete, one’s wife will no longer be haraam for him. >****

THE 11™ AND 12™ OF ZUL HIJJAH

On the 11" and 12" of Zul Hijjah, one will pelt all three Jamaraat.

The time of pelting on these days commences after zawaal.’*

The sunnah method of pelting is for one to first pelt the
Jamaratul Oola (the first ‘Shaitaan’), thereafter the Jamaratul
Wustaa (the middle ‘Shaitaan’) and finally the Jamaratul Agabah
(the big ‘Shaitaan’).’”

After pelting the Jamaratul Oola and Jamaratul Wustaa, one
should move away to a place where one can engage in dua. One
will raise his hands and thereafter engage in dua. However, one
will not engage in dua after pelting the Jamaratul Agabah (the
big ‘Shaitaan’) as it is not sunnah to engage in dua at this time.

Hence, one will immediately return to his tent.>***

During these days, apart from pelting, one should engage in
ibaadah while one is in one’s tent. Similarly, one should spend

the nights in Mina, as it is sunnah to spend the night in Mina.’**
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CHAPTER FOUR

After pelting on the 12" of zul Hijjah, one has the choice to
either proceed to Makkah Mukarramah or to remain in Mina and
pelt all three Jamaraat again on the 13" of zul Hijjah.*”
Remaining in Mina and pelting on the 13™ of Zul Hijjah is more
virtuous and rewarding than proceeding to Makkah Mukarramah

after pelting on the 12,

If one remains in Mina until the time of sunset on the 12", then it
will be makrooh for one to leave Mina. If one leaves during the
night but before subah saadiq, damm will not be compulsory

upon him.

However, if one is in Mina at the time of subah saadiq, then it
will be compulsory for him to pelt on the 13" As far as the

time of pelting on the 13" is concerned, it is mustahab to pelt
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¢ after zawaal. However, if one pelts between subah saadiq and

zawaal, the pelting will be valid but it will be makrooh-e-

tanzeehi (disliked).**®

After completing the rituals of hajj, one will return to Makkah
Mukarramah and may remain there for as long as he wishes. In
this time, one may perform as many umrahs and tawaafs as he

** Umrah, however, can only be performed after the 13*

wishes.
as it is makrooh-e-tahreemi to perform umrah from the 9™ until

the 13th 370
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CHAPTER FOUR

DEPARTURE AND TAWAAF-E-WADAA

Before one departs from Makkah Mukarramah, it is waajib for
him to perform Tawaaf-e-Wadaa (the Farewell Tawaaf).”! This
tawaaf is waajib and if one omits it, damm becomes waajib.
However, if a woman is in the state of haidh, or one is sick and

unable to perform the tawaaf, then damm will not be waajib.’”

If one did not perform the Tawaaf-e-Wadaa, but after hajj, he
performed any nafl tawaaf, the nafl tawaaf will suffice for the

Tawaaf-e-Wadaa and one will not have to pay damm.””

Presenting onself in the court of Hazrat Rasulullah &€, in
the beautiful city of Madinah Munawwarah is indeed amongst
the greatest blessings and bounties that any believer can be
blessed with.

The one blessed with this great opportunity should recognize
and value this great bounty of Allah Ta‘ala upon him.

The famous muhaddith of the Hanafi mazhab, Mulla Ali Qaari
{4325, has written that there is consensus that to visit the grave
of Rasulullah J&5:%4fle is an important act of virtue and piety,
and a very desirable form of ibaadah. It is also a successful way to
attain spiritual elevation and a cause for gaining the intercession

of Rasulullah Jz. 4.

Some Ulamaa have mentioned that it is waajib (obligatory) upon
the person who has the means to reach Madinah Munawwarah.
The renowned jurist, Allaamah Shaami D3z, has quoted this
view from Haafiz Ibnu Hajar 0%z, that to avoid going to
Madinah Munawwarah is an act of sheer negligence and

disregard.

In view of the countless favours of Rasulullah JZ4 €4 on the
ummah, it is the right that we owe Rasulullah Jz.E5{(o that we

visit his mubaarak raudhah if we have the means to do so. It is
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indeed unfortunate if one travels for haj or umrah, and despite

having the means, he does not visit the raudah mubaarak.

There is consensus among the four mazhabs that it is mustahab

to visit the grave of Rasulullah JzaEdie.”

In Sharh-e-Manaasik, Hazrat Ibnu Hajar {iiz; writes that the
meaning of the return of the soul is that Allah (&35 grants
Hazrat Rasulullah J5.E&le the ability to speak. Hazrat Qaadhi
Iyaaz £z writes that the soul of Hazrat Rasulullah JZ. ke
remains absorbed in the presence of Allah 13355, and on being

greeted with salaam, inclines towards the greeting.’”

The majority of Ulama (such as Haafiz Ibnu Hajar iz and
Allaamah Zurgaani i) are of the opinion that the meaning of
the return of the soul is not that the body of Hazrat Rasulullah
5484l was without a soul, but has now been given a soul. The
reason is that the soul of Hazrat Rasulullah &€ had been
returned to his body after his demise. Hence, the meaning of this
Hadith is that Hazrat Rasulullah J&.Es{le returns the

greetings.”
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The Dua of the Angels

It is reported that when a person stands at the grave of Hazrat

Rasulullah J55.€4{( and recites the following aayah:

Qastallaani 25z has reported a similar view from Hazrat Shaikh

Zainuddeen Maraaghi {3z and others as well.”*'

The reason for this is that we have been prohibited from calling
Hazrat Rasulullah JZ.4fle by his name. However, if in the
Hadith quoted, the wording is ‘Ya Muhammad’, then this should
be taken into consideration and it then does not remain
prohibited.

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EARNING THE REWARD OF NAFL HAJJ
THROUGH RIGHTEQUS DEEDS

If a person is unable to embark on the journey of hajj, then it
does not mean that there are no opportunities for him to
progress and gain the love of Allah (&35, Rather, there are
certain actions which he can carry out through which he will

secure the reward of hajj. Some of these actions are:

1. Wudhu at Home before Proceeding for Salaah with Jamaat

Hazrat Abu Umaamah %e4is; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
14 kifle said, “The one who makes wudhu and leaves his
home to attend the fardh salaah in congregation receives the
reward of a haaji in the state of ihraam, and if he leaves for
the salaah of dhuha (chaasht), he receives the reward of

umrah,”*
2. Ishraaq Salaah

Hazrat Anas bin Maalik 224z reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
1.kl said, “Whoever offers his Fajr Salaah in
congregation, and then remains seated engaged in the zikr
(remembrance) of Allah 133 until (approximately 20 mins

after) sunrise after which he offers two rakaats of salaah

¢ (ishraaq), he will receive the reward of one complete hajj and 3

one complete umrah.””’

3. Going to the Musjid to Acquire or Impart Deeni Knowledge

Hazrat Abu Umaamah £24is; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Ikl said, “The one who goes to the musjid for the
purpose of learning or teaching the knowledge of Deen

receives the reward of a haaji whose hajj was perfect.”*”

reward of hajj with me.””

6. Serving One’s Parents

Hazrat Anas %efis; reports that a man came to Rasulullah
Jsafeifle and said, “I wish to participate in jihaad, but I
cannot afford it.” Rasulullah J54E4{> enquired if any of his
parents were alive, to which he said, “Yes, my mother is
alive.” Rasulullah J&4Edle said, “Show Allah 15535 how
you serve her. If you do so, you will be like a haaji, a mu’tamir
(one performing umrah) and a mujaahid (one striving in
Allah’s J53E path).”*

7. Obedient Child Looking at his Parents with Mercy

Hazrat Abdullah bin Abbaas &=z reports that Rasulullah
Jaseifle said, “There is no obedient child who looks at his
parents with mercy (and love) except that Allah (G535
records for him the reward of an accepted hajj for every

glance he casts (at his parents with mercy)” The Sahaabah

] #eflz; asked, “Even if he looks (at his parents with mercy 3
and love) one hundred times every day?” Rasulullah
sk replied, “Yes, Allah QG535 is the greatest and He is
much more bountiful (i.e. His reward is much more than you

can imagine).”*”

Note: The condition for receiving the abovementioned virtue
is for one to be obedient to his parents and his heart being
tilled with their love.
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CHAPTER FIVE
BUSINESS MASAA'IL

Allah 3&35 has created man for the sole purpose of
worshipping Him and fulfilling His commands. However, in order
for man to fulfil this obligation, he will need to eat, drink and
sustain his life in the world. Hence, Allah 135 has allowed
man to earn a halaal livelihood, as this will assist him in fulfilling

his primary purpose in the world.

Earning halaal wealth in a halaal manner cannot be over
emphasized. Hazrat Rasulullah J55.&5{(e said that Allah 525053
had given the believers the very same command that He had
given the Ambiyaa and Rasuls §2l.¢ - the command of earning

and consuming that which is halaal.

The reason for Allah 1535 commanding the Ambiyaa, Rasuls
gl and believers to earn and consume halaal is that earning
haraam and consuming haraam will only lead to one’s peril and
destruction. If one consumes haraam, then one will be motivated
to carry out haraam actions and the noor of the heart will be

totally lost. Similarly, one’s good deeds will lose acceptance.
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CHAPTER FIVE

VIRTUES OF EARNING A HALAAL
LIVELIHOOD

1. Earning Halaal is an Obligation of Deen

Hazrat Abdullah bin Mas’ood £ reports that Hazrat

Rasulullah 5.6\ said, “To seek a halaal livelihood is an

obligation which is necessary after fulfilling all the faraaidh of Deen

(salaah, fasting, zakaat, etc.).” **

3. The Virtue of the Truthful and Honest Trader

Hazrat Abu Sa’eed Khudri $28sz; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah

Iz said, “The truthful and honest trader will be in the

Hereafter).” *”

4. Truthfulness in Dealings Secures the Barakah of Allah §&35(%

5@ said, “If the purchaser and seller deal with honesty and
disclose the faults of the merchandise, Allah 3535 will grant
them barakah (blessing) in their business transaction. However, if
they transact with dishonesty, thereby concealing the faults of the
merchandise and lying to each other, perhaps they could earn a
little profit through the transaction, but certainly the blessing of

the transaction will be lost.” **

no shade besides His shade.” *®

3. Acquiring the Dua of Hazrat Rasulullah 1524

Hazrat Jaabir bin Abdillah &:4is; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Izl once made the following dua, “May Allah have mercy on
the person who is lenient (and considerate) when he sells, purchases

and when he claims money owed to him (i.e. in his business dealings,

he is not harsh and inconsiderate, rather he is polite and considerate ?

when his debtor is unable to fulfil the debt).” *”

4, Duas Answered and Difficulties Alleviated

Hazrat Ibnu Umar &z&iz, reports that Rasulullah Iz said,
“The one who wishes that his duas be answered, and his difficulties
be alleviated, then he should assist the one who is in financial

difficulty (through giving him respite or overlooking the debt).
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CHAPTER FIVE

THE CURSE OF HARAAM WEALTH

In numerous Ahaadith, Hazrat Rasulullah J&.Eidfle has
cautioned the Ummah regarding the evil and destructive
consequences of earning and consuming haraam wealth. Some of

these Ahaadith are mentioned below:

1. The One who Consumes Haraam will Burn in Jahannum

Hazrat Ka’b bin Ujrah &edis; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Izl said, “The flesh ( body) which is nourished with haraam
will not enter Jannah, and the fire of Jahannum is more deserving of

every flesh (body) that is nourished with haraam.

2. Charity not being Accepted from Haraam Wealth

Hazrat Abdullah bin Mas’ood &2&iss; reports that Hazrat
Rasulullah 15645\ said, “If a servant of Allah 3&35% earns any
haraam wealth and gives it in charity, then it is not accepted from
him. If he spends any of the haraam wealth then he is not granted
barakah (blessings) in it, and if he leaves it behind after his demise
then it becomes his provision to the hellfire. Indeed Allah ;35
does not forgive and erase an evil deed with that which is evil (i.e.
Allah 33525 will not accept haraam wealth that is given in

charity, and hence the charity will not become a means of the
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BUSINESS MASAN'IL

person’s sins being forgiven). Rather, Allah 15535\ forgives and
erases evil with that which is good and pure. Indeed, that which is

filth cannot purify and remove that which is filth.” **
3. Losing the Reward of Good Deeds

Hazrat Abdullah bin Umar &5, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
1488 said, “Whoever purchases clothing for ten dirhams, but
one of the dirhams spent to purchase the clothing was earned from
haraam, Allah 35350 will not accept any salaah of such a person
while he is wearing this clothing (i.e. he will not receive reward for
the salaah, even though he will be absolved of the responsibility of
the salaah).” After narrating the Hadith, Hazrat Abdullah bin

Umar &5z, said, “May I become deaf if I did not hear this Hadith
from Rasulullah dzse{ie.”

From the above Ahaadith, it is clear that earning and consuming

haraam is a source of misery and misfortune in this world and
the next.
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CHAPTER FIVE

SUNNATS AND AADAAB OF BUSINESS AND
DEALINGS

1. A business transaction should be concluded with mutual

consent. No party should be forced to carry out the

transaction.

0 you who believe, do not consume one another’s wealth unjustly.
However, (only consume one another’s wealth) through (lawful)

transactions concluded with mutual consent among yourselves, **

Hazrat Abu Hurairah &e&iss; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
1544 said, “The two people transacting should only conclude

the transaction with mutual consent.” **

2. The seller should be truthful to the purchaser and should not
deceive him or lie to him regarding the quality of the

product, the amount it cost him, etc.

Hazrat Abu Sa’eed Khudri 24 reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
I\ said, “The trader who is completely honest and

trustworthy will be (resurrected) with the Ambiyaa ., the

Siddeegeen and the martyrs (on the Day of Qiyaamah).

3. If an item has a defect, the seller should disclose it to the

purchaser. It is not permissible for him to conceal the defect.

Hazrat Abu Hurairah £edis; reports that on one occasion, Hazrat
Rasulullah 3=\ passed by a heap of grain. He then inserted
his hand in the heap (to inspect the quality of the grain at the
bottom) and found that the grain was moist. He asked the owner of
the grain, “What is this?” The owner replied, “O Rasulullah
sz, the grain became moist due to the rain.” Hazrat
Rasulullah 325465 replied, “Then why did you not place it (the
moist grain) on top of the heap so that the people can see the
defective grain (that you are selling to them)?” Hazrat Rasulullah
I\ then said, “The one who deceives (people) is not from

me. 7 417

4, 1If the seller, despite knowing about the defect in the goods,

conceals it from the purchaser, he will be sinful and will

e

incur the wrath of Allah 1535 and the curse of the angels.

Hazrat Ugbah bin Aamir 24, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah

148 said, “A Muslim is the (Deeni) brother of another

Muslim, thus it is not permissible for a Muslim to sell something to
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CHAPTER FIVE

his brother which has a defect in it. However, if he wishes to sell
him an item that has a defect in it, he should inform him of the

defect before concluding the sale.” ***

Hazrat Waathilah bin Asqa’ &2z, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
s4deifle said, “The one who sells an item which has a defect in it
without informing the purchaser of the defect, he will continue to
receive the wrath of Allah 15353 and the angels will continue to
curse him (until he fulfils the right of his brother through

compensating him or asking him for forgiveness).” *"

5. One should not delay in settling his debts. It is reported in
the Hadith that the debtor’s procrastination in settling his
debts, despite him having the means to do so, is a form of

oppression.

Hazrat Abu Hurairah 25 reports that Hazrat Rasulullah

148 said, “The delaying of a wealthy person in settling his

debts is a form of oppression.” %’

6. If the debtor is in financial constraints and difficulty, the
creditor should not harass him, rather he should take pity on

his condition and grant him respite in settling his debts.
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BUSINESS MASAN'IL

] Hazrat Abu Hurairah %5z, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
14 deifle said, “Whoever grants respite to a poor person (in

settling his debts) or waives his debt, Allah 325G will grant him
shade in the shade of His Arsh on the Day of Qiyaamah, on that day

wherein there will be no shade besides His shade.” ***

7. In a lease contract or a business transaction, none of the
transacting parties should violate the agreed terms of the
contract or transaction. If both parties agreed upon a certain
price and a certain quality or quantity of the sale item, or in a
lease contract, both agreed upon leasing the premises for a
specific period at an agreed rate, then both parties should

abide by the agreement.

Hazrat Hakeem bin Hizaam %z&ss; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Jas.8eie said, “The two transacting parties have an option (to
back out of the sale) as long as they do not conclude the sale (with
mutual acceptance). If they (the purchaser and seller) are truthful
to each other and disclose the faults (of the merchandise), they will
be granted barakah (blessing) from Allah 35535 in their business
transaction. However, if they lie to each other and conceal the
faults (of the merchandise), then perhaps they could earn some
profit through the transaction, however they will lose the blessing

of the transaction.” **
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CHAPTER FIVE

8. When purchasing an item, one should not degrade the item
or find fault with it in order to receive a discount. Similarly,
when selling an item, one should not exaggerate and unduly
praise the item in order to get a higher price or to convince

the customer to purchase it.

Hazrat Mu’aaz bin Jabal ez, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
I\ said, “The most pure earning is the earning of traders
who are such that (they possess the following qualities,) when they
speak, they do not lie; when they are entrusted with something,
they do not deceive; when they make a promise, they do not break
their promise; when they purchase something, they do not degrade
and find fault in the item (in order to decrease the price); when they
sell, they do not exaggerate and unduly praise the item (in order to
influence the purchaser or to sell it for a higher price); when they
owe money, they do not delay in payment; and when money is owed

to them, they do not cause difficulty to the debtor.” **

9. The price of the sale item must be mutually agreed upon at

the time of the sale.**

10. When the sale is a credit sale, it is compulsory upon both

parties to mutually agree upon the date of payment e.g. 30
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BUSINESS MASAN'IL

days from the day of the sale.”” If the date of payment is left
unclear (e.g. “I will pay you when the haajis return from
hajj”) or unfixed (e.g. “When I am able, 1 will pay you”), this
will not be permissible and will render the sale a faasid
(corrupt) sale. The reason for this type of sale being
impermissible is that generally, this ambiguous and

uncertain arrangement leads to quarrels and disputes.**°

If a person has made an offer to purchase and the seller is
inclined to concluding the deal, then it is impermissible for
anyone else to make an offer over the offer of the purchaser.
This has been prohibited in the Hadith. However, if the seller
is not inclined to the offer, then it is permissible for others to
make an offer to purchase. An auction sale is excluded from
this rule. Hence, it is permissible for many people to bid to

purchase an item at the same time.*”’

Hazrat Abu Hurairah 25 reports that Hazrat Rasulullah

148 said, “A Muslim should not make an offer to purchase
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CHAPTER FIVE

over the offer of his brother (i.e. in the case where the seller is

inclined towards concluding the deal).” ***

Hazrat Ibnu Umar &=&i; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
14l said, “One should not place an offer to purchase
something over the offer of his Muslim brother (i.e. in the case
where the purchaser and seller are inclined towards concluding the
sale), nor should he send a proposal over the proposal of his Muslim
brother (when both parties are inclined towards the nikaah), except
if he retracts from the proposal himself, or gives him permission to

12. Once the sale is concluded, neither the purchaser nor the

seller has the right to unilaterally cancel the sale.””

However,
if the customer wishes to return the purchased item and
cancel the sale, it will be greatly rewarding for the seller to

cancel the sale and give him a full refund.

Hazrat Abu Hurairah £e&iss; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
1480 said, “The one who cancels the sale for a Muslim (upon
his request), Allah 135G will forgive his sins on the Day of

Qiyaamah.” !

In one narration, Hazrat Rasulullah 3=54: mentioned, “The
one who cancels the sale for a person who regrets the sale, Allah

Q&35 will forgive his sins on the Day of Qiyaamah.” **

13. It is not permissible for one to get involved in interest
bearing transactions. Giving and taking interest are both

haraam in Islam.

Rasulullah 5.4\ said, “No matter how much the interest may

be, it will result in decrease (of wealth).” **

a palace for him in Jannah).” **’

A\ said, “O group of tradesmen! Is anyone of you unable to
recite (at least) ten aayaat of the Quraan Majeed when returning
from the marketplace so that Allah 155350 may record for him one

great virtue for each aayah that he recites?” **

16. One should learn the masaa’il that relate to his profession or
business from the Ulama in order to earn halaal and save

himself from haraam.

Hazrat Abu Hurairah £e&iss; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
14 said, “A time will dawn upon the people (before
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BUSINESS MASAN'IL

Qiyaamah) when a person will not be concerned about his earnings

- whether it is from halaal sources or haraam sources.” **

17. One should not sell impermissible and haraam products e.g.
pork, carrion, wine, musical instruments, etc. or anything

which is not permitted in Shari’ah

Hazrat Abdullah bin Mas’ood %24z, reports that Hazrat
Rasulullah 5.5\ said, “There is no action that will draw you
close to Jannah except that I have commanded you to carry it out,
and there is no action that will draw you close to Jahannum except
that I have prohibited you from perpetrating it. None of you should
ever regard his sustenance to be delayed (as everything is destined

to arrive at its appointed time). Indeed Jibraeel SEuk revealed
wahi in my heart (from the side of Allah 1;35%) that none of you
will leave the world until he receives his sustenance in full. Hence,
fear Allah 15353, O people, and make your effort brief in seeking
your livelihood (as everything that you will receive is predestined).
If any of you regards his sustenance to be delayed then he should
not seek it through an avenue whereby he will disobey Allah
53333, for indeed the grace (barakah in wealth) of Allah 1S53

cannot be acquired through engaging in sins.”**
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CHAPTER FIVE

18. One should exercise moderation in earning a livelihood. So
much of time should not be given to the business that one
begins to neglect the rights that he owes to Allah J&3% (e.g.
salaah with jamaat in the musjid) and the rights he owes to

his wife and children.

Hazrat Jaabir &z, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah 325s0e24{i said,
“O people, fear Allah 355525, and adopt a good effort without exerting
yourself in searching for sustenance, for certainly a person will never
pass away until he receives his full share of sustenance, even though it
may take a while in coming to him. Therefore, fear Allah 1255, and
adopt a good effort without exerting yourself in searching for

sustenance. Acquire halaal wealth, and refrain from haraam.” *

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THE ESSENTIALS & COMPONENTS OF A
SALE IN ISLAM

ESSENTIALS OF A SALE

In Islam, a valid sale takes place when an offer and acceptance is
found from a buyer and seller with mutual consent™ and the
sale commodities exchanged from both sides are of a permissible

nature.**

COMPONENTS OF A VALID SALE

There are many components required for a sale to be valid. Some

of these components are:

1. Offer and Acceptance - In Shari’ah, a sale takes place when
one party makes an offer and the other party accepts. Hence,

when an offer and acceptance are found, a sale takes place.*”’

For example, person A makes an offer to purchase one litre of

milk from person B for R10. Person B accepts the offer to sell
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CHAPTER FIVE

his one litre for R10. With the offer of person A and the

acceptance of person B, the sale takes place.

It should be borne in mind that the offer and acceptance does
not have to be verbal. Rather, it can also be represented
through the actions of the seller and the buyer. Hence, if the
customer pays the money and the seller hands over the sale
item, then even though no words were exchanged, the sale

will take place."*

2. Mutual Consent - Together with an offer and acceptance
being found, in order for the sale to be Islamically correct, it
is necessary that mutual consent be found from both parties
at the time of the offer and acceptance. If consent is not
found from any party, then despite the sale taking place, it

will be faasid (invalid) and will have to be cancelled.*”
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BUSINESS MASAN'IL

¢ For example, a person places a gun on another person’s head 3
and forces him to sell something. Although the person who is
compelled in this manner agrees to sell his item, the sale will
be faasid (invalid) and will have to be cancelled as his consent

was not found.

3. The Existence of the Sale Commodity - For a sale to take
place, it is necessary that the subject of sale be existent at the
time of the sale. If the sale commodity is not existent, the sale

will not take place.*’

For example, if a person buys the farmer’s crop of oranges in
advance, before it begins to grow (i.e. the oranges are
completely non-existent), the sale will not take place as the

subject of sale is not existent.

4, Ownership - For a sale to be valid, just as it is necessary that
the subject of sale be existent, it is similarly necessary for the
seller to have ownership of the subject of sale prior to selling
it. If the seller sells something before he acquires ownership

of it, the sale will not take place.*"
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CHAPTER FIVE

¥ For example, a builder wishes to purchase 100 pockets of ¢
cement from a hardware store. The hardware store did not
have cement when the builder contacted them. However,
another store which is across the road has the cement. The
hardware store concludes the deal for the cement with the
builder and thereafter purchases it from the store across the
road and delivers it to the builder. This sale is impermissible
as the hardware store did not have ownership of the cement
when they sold it to the builder. The way to correct the sale is
for the sale to be renewed with the builder after the

hardware store gains ownership of the cement.

5. Possession - Just as it is necessary for the seller to have
ownership of the item that he is selling, it is necessary for the
sale item to be in his possession at the time of the sale. If he
owns the item but it has not yet entered his possession, it will

not be permissible for him to sell the item.*”
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BUSINESS MASAN'IL

If he sells the item, the sale will take place but will be faasid
(invalid). Hence, it will be necessary to renew the sale in

order for it to be valid.*?
Examples:

a) A person bought a consignment of tiles from China.
The sale was concluded and he paid for the goods as
well. While the consignment is still en-route to South
Africa, he begins selling the tiles through showing
samples to the customers. This sale is Islamically
invalid. The reason is that although he owns the
shipment, he has not yet taken possession of it.

b) A person bought a computer from someone, but the
computer is still in the possession of the seller. The
purchaser cannot sell the computer as long as he does

not take possession of it.
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CHAPTER FIVE

? 6. The Sale being Instant - Similarly, among the components of ¢
a sale is that the sale must be instant. If the sale is not instant
but attributed to a future date, a future event or contingency,

the sale will not take place.”

For example, a sale is concluded with the following condition,
“If you are successful in receiving a loan from ABC, then this
car is sold to you”. Such a sale is impermissible in Shari’ah

and will not take place.

7. No Uncertainty - One of the primary components in a
business transaction is the aspect of certainty. The law of
Shari’ah is that with an offer and acceptance being found,
ownership of the respective exchanges is passed on from one
to the other. If one enters into a business transaction
wherein there is uncertainty regarding any party acquiring
any of the exchanges, such a transaction will be

impermissible in Shari’ah.*””

This is precisely the reason for gambling being prohibited.
One spends wealth in exchange of something which one is

uncertain of acquiring. In the Quraan Majeed, Allah 133
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BUSINESS MASAN'IL

? has condemned gambling or maysir in the strongest of terms, 3
declaring it to be ‘filth from the works of Shaitaan.**

Some contemporary examples of transactions which are
impermissible due to the element of uncertainty being found
are competitions where a fee is charged, insurance policies
and contracts, medical aid schemes, etc. In all these cases,
since there is no certainty of acquisition of the item or
benefit upon which the transaction or contract is taking

place, the transaction or contract will not be permissible.

8. Fixing the Price - In order for the sale to be valid in Shari’ah,
the price in a sale has to be fixed. If the price is not fixed,
then though the sale will take place, the sale will be faasid
(invalid). The price can be fixed verbally or in writing,

provided it is certain and known to both parties.*’

For example, a person concludes the purchase of a watch
from his friend in exchange of ‘whatever he paid for it’ or
‘whatever you want to pay’. Since the price is not fixed, the
sale is faasid (invalid). The way to correct the sale is for the

two parties to renew the sale with a fixed price.

9. Specifying the Subject of Sale - In order for the sale to be
valid in Shari’ah, the subject of the sale has to be specified
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CHAPTER FIVE

¢ (muta’ayyan). It should not be ambiguous. If the subject of $
sale is not specified, then though the sale will take place, it

will be faasid (invalid).*®

For example, a person buys ‘a sheep’ which has not been
specified from the farmer’s flock of sheep. This sale is faasid
(invalid) due to the element of ambiguity being found in the
sale, as the sale did not take place on any specific sheep.
However, if both parties thereafter agree on a specific sheep

and the ambiguity is removed, the sale will be valid.

10. The Credit Term being Fixed - In the case where one sells or
purchases on credit, the credit period should be fixed
without any ambiguity. If the credit period is not fixed, then
though the sale will take place, the sale will be faasid

(invalid).”’

For example, a person purchased a car from another person
and informed him that he will pay him when his father
returns fom his holiday trip (and the date of return is not

known). This sale is faasid (invalid) as the credit period is not

fixed.
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BUSINESS MASAN'IL

¢ 11. The Subject of Sale being Permissible - In order for the sale to 3
be valid in Shari’ah, the subject of the sale must be
permissible in Shari’ah. If the subject of sale is not

permissible in Shari’ah, the sale will not be permissible.*®

For example, it is not permissible for one to sell musical

instruments, movies, etc.

12. The Sale being Free of Invalid Conditions - In order for the
sale to be valid in Shari’ah, it is necessary that it be free from
invalid conditions. If any condition is included in the sale
which contravenes the Shar’ee demands of a sale and it
contains some additional benefit for either the buyer or

seller, the condition will render the sale faasid (invalid).*"

If the condition included in the sale is such that there is some
additional benefit for one of the transacting parties, however
it has become prevalent as a general norm in society, then

including such a condition will be correct, provided it does
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CHAPTER FIVE

not conflict with any clear injunction of the Quraan Majeed
or Hadith.*”

An example of this is as follows:

Taking possession of the purchased item is the responsibility
of the purchaser as the item has entered his ownership
through the sale. However, in a place where there is a
prevalent norm of the seller delivering the item to the
purchaser (e.g. the dairy delivering milk to the shops), it will
be permissible for the purchaser to attach the condition at
the time of the sale that the seller should deliver the item to
him. Hence, since such a condition does not contradict any
clear verse of the Quraan Majeed or any Hadith, it will be

valid.

GAMBLING

In the Quraan Majeed, Allah &35 has condemned gambling in
the strongest of terms, declaring it to be ‘filth from the works of
Shaitaan.” Allah J&35( states, “O you who believe, indeed, wine,
gambling, (sacrificing on) stone altars (for besides Allah J3%),
and arrows (drawing lots with arrows) are filth from the works of
Shaitaan, therefore, refrain from it, so that you may be

successful.”*®

In another verse of the Quraan Majeed, Allah 135 states,
“They ask you (0 Muhammad 1z:E4{z) regarding wine and

gambling. Say, ‘In both these are great sins.

Hazrat Abu Hurairah &edis; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
Jsakdle had prohibited carrying out any transaction (or
contract) wherein the element of uncertainty (i.e. gambling) is

found.*®
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CHAPTER FIVE

THE DEFINITION OF GAMBLING

The definition of gambling according to all the four mazhabs is

“paying for something which one is uncertain of acquiring”.**

It should be borne in mind that gambling is not confined to the
lottery and casinos. Rather, gambling is found in many other
forms. The Fuqahaa have declared that any transaction or
contract which contains the element of gambling (i.e. paying for
something which one is uncertain of acquiring) will be ruled as

impermissible, as it enters under the definition of gambling.

Some contemporary forms of gambling are:

8. Children playing with marbles, on the condition that the

winner will take the marbles of the other child *¢**

9. Sports competitions and tournaments where each team pays

an entry fee and stands to win a prize *****

In all the abovementioned examples, one pays money (or gives
something) and is uncertain of acquiring the exchange which

one is paying for.

In other words, one may lose the money one had paid without
receiving anything, or one may acquire the exchange that one
had paid for.

In the sight of Shari’ah, this type of transaction, where there is
uncertainty of gaining or losing, is regarded as a gamble. Thus,

Shari’ah has declared this type of transaction as forbidden and
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? haraam on account of it containing the element of oppression.

This is evident through the fact that only one party gains while
the other party loses.

Note: If one enters into a bet with someone where neither party
is required to pay anything at the onset, but the loser is required
to pay the winner a certain amount at the end, then this is also
regarded as gambling. The reason is that one party stands to lose
and the other party stands to win based on an uncertain event.

Hence, this will be ruled as gambling and forbidden in Islam.

THE LEGITIMATE METHOD OF EARNING

In Islam, the permissible and legitimate method of earning a
halaal livelihood is engaging in Islamic trade and commerce
(selling goods and providing services which are sanctioned by
Shari’ah) through which both parties gain and benefit. The
transaction is effected between the purchaser and the seller, or

the lessor and lessee, through an offer and acceptance.

The outcome of the business transaction or lease contract is that
both parties acquire ownership of the respective commodities by
means of the transaction or the agreed service/benefit in a lease
contract. Hence, this type of dealing earns the pleasure of Allah

A3 and barakah in one’s wealth.

INTEREST

Interest is completely prohibited in the Quraan Majeed and
Mubaarak Ahaadith of Hazrat Rasulullah Z5.&4{iz. Involvement
in interest is such a severe crime that Allah 155;35% has declared

war upon those who consume interest.*”

Dealing in interest is so greatly detested that Hazrat Rasulullah
1484l has invoked the curse of Allah (&35 upon the one
who takes interest, the one who gives interest and even the

scribes and witnesses of the interest transaction.*”*

The severity of interest can be gauged by the fact that it has been
declared in the Hadith to be worse than fornicating thirty six

times.*”

Hazrat Abdullah bin Mas’ood #efis; reports that Hazrat

Rasulullah Jz5.&4{> said, “No matter how much the interest

may be, it will result in decrease (of wealth).”*”
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CHAPTER FIVE

¥ These warnings are sufficient to impress upon a believer the
severity of the grave sin of interest which is regarded among the

most reprehensible of evils in the eyes of Shari’ah.

THE DEFINITION OF AN INTEREST
TRANSACTION

The Shar’ee definition of an interest transaction is for any one of
the transacting parties (in a loan agreement, sale transaction or
lease contract) to attach the condition that they should receive
something additional (additional wealth or benefit) which is
devoid of any compensation.”* This additional wealth or benefit

will be regarded as interest.

LOoBOS
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EXAMPLE OF INTEREST IN A LOAN
TRANSACTION

Zaid gives a loan of R1000 to Bakr. They mutually agree that Bakr
will repay the loan of R1000 after one month, and he will also be
required to pay an additional amount of R100 to Zaid.

In this example, the R1000 which will be paid back is in lieu of
the R1000 received as a loan, while the additional R100 is devoid
of any compensation. Hence, due to it being a pre-condition in
the loan transaction, it is considered as interest and is thus ruled

as haraam in Shari’ah.

It should be remembered that if the additional amount is not
conditioned to be paid in cash, but is conditioned to be given in
kind or some form of benefit, then this will also constitute

interest.

Zaid gives a loan of R1000 to Bakr and makes a condition that
together with repaying the loan amount, Bakr will give him
goods or will be required to allow Zaid to use his car for one day

or one week.

In this case, since the additional goods or the benefit of using
Bakr’s car is devoid of any compensation, and it was a pre-
condition in the loan transaction, it will be regarded as interest

and will thus be ruled as haraam in Shari’ah.
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Note: It should be remembered that at times, the condition is not
mentioned explicitly but it is understood through the ‘urf (i.e.
the business trend and usage). In this case also, it will be
impermissible for one to take the additional amount as this is

also interest.*”

Hazrat Rasulullah J54E8fle said, “If you have given a loan to
some person and he (the debtor) wishes to give you a gift, or
wishes to offer you a lift on his conveyance (due to being
indebted to you), then do not accept his gift or his lift, except if
the exchanging of gifts and giving lifts was a common practice

between them prior to giving him the loan.”**

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CONVENTIONAL BANKS

The majority of the dealings of all conventional banks are in total
contradiction with the laws of Shari’ah. The primary operation of
conventional banks revolves around interest and usury.
Therefore, if one does not have a need to keep one’s money in
the bank then one should not do so. However, if one has a need
to keep one’s money in the bank, it will be permissible, but one
should ensure that he deposits it in a non-interest-bearing

account (e.g. current account).

Nevertheless, if one receives interest through the bank, then he
should immediately dispose of it by giving it to the poor without

the intention of receiving any reward.

The reason for the permissibility of keeping one’s money in the
bank is that in current times, it is not possible for businesses to
run without dealing with the banks (to secure one’s money, make
payments, etc.). Hence, permission has been granted for one to
deal with the banks to the point of need.

The Ulama explain that if one deposits his money in the bank
with the intention of safekeeping and making payments through
the bank without benefiting in any way from the bank’s interest,

it will be permissible.

On the converse, if one deposits his money in the bank with the

intention of gaining the returns which the bank distributes
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99 among its depositors, it will be totally impermissible and one will

be sinful for his involvement in riba (interest).
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INSURANCE

It is an undeniable fact that we live in a world where on a daily
basis, we are exposed to risks and dangers that threaten the
safety of our lives and wealth. In the face of these dangers, some
people resort to insurance schemes in order to secure
themselves against potential future losses. However, it should be
borne in mind that all prevalent forms of insurance have been

ruled as prohibited in Islam.

After scrutinizing the various forms of insurance schemes which
are prevalent today, the Ulama have concurred that these
insurance schemes are impermissible as they contain the

elements of riba (interest) and qimaar (gambling).

The Element of Gambling in Insurance Schemes

As far as insurance schemes containing the element of gambling
is concerned, the Ulama explain that the definition of gambling,
according to all the four mazhabs, is for one to pay for something

which he is uncertain of acquiring.

In the case of gambling, one spends a certain amount of money
in the hope of gaining something which he is uncertain of
acquiring. There is a possibility of him losing all his money and
acquiring nothing, and there is also the possibility of him

acquiring more or less than what he had initially spent.

2121<
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In the case where one insures his house, vehicles or goods, etc.,
one is required to pay a monthly premium to the insurance
company. However, one is not certain as to whether he will
receive any payout from the insurance company or not, as the
payout is based on uncertain events such as burglaries, fires,

theft, accidents, hijackings, etc.

If the burglary, hijacking, accident, theft, etc. takes place, the
company is bound to pay an amount. In the case where these
occurrences are not found, the company does not pay him
anything and the premiums paid by him go without any return.
In other words, the client is bound to pay in all cases while the
company may or may not pay. Transactions of this nature are

termed gimaar (gambling) and are strictly prohibited in Shari’ah.

The Element of Interest in Insurance Schemes

If these uncertain events occur (theft, hijacking, accidents,
burglaries, etc.), the insurance company will give the client a
payout which will be in lieu of the monthly premiums which he

paid.

At times, the payout will be more than the amount that the client
paid in monthy premiums, and at times, it will be less. In the case
where one receives more than the amount that he had paid to
the insurance company, the extra amount that he receives is riba
(interest). Riba has been severely condemned and prohibited by
the Quraan Majeed and Mubaarak Ahaadith.
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99 It is on account of these two elements (gambling and interest) 3

that the Ulama have ruled that all prevalent forms of insurance

are prohibited in Shari’ah.

Nikaah is an emphasised sunnah of Hazrat Rasulullah Jz. ke
and is among the great bounties of Allah 4535 in the world.
Furthermore, Allah 1&;3\% mentions the union of nikaah among

His great signs in the Quraan Majeed.

Allah 135 says, “And from among His (great) signs is that He
has created partners (spouses) for you from among yourselves,
so that you may obtain tranquility from them, and He has

created love and mercy between you.”*”

In the Mubaarak Hadith, Hazrat Rasulullah 4z5.4{l> mentioned,
“Nikaah is from my sunnah.””® In another Hadith, Hazrat
Rasulullah J&.&4{le said, “The one who turns away from my

sunnah is not from me.”*”’

Apart from nikaah being the sunnah of Hazrat Rasulullah ¢

15482, it was also the sunnah of the Ambiyaa &l .% . Hazrat
Rasulullah Jz5.€4{(e said, “Four actions were from the sunnah of
the Ambiyaa ®Zi..{; adopting hayaa in all facets of life, applying
itr, cleansing the mouth with the miswaak, and making

nikaah.”*®

Hence, if one has the means to get married, then one should get

married to fulfil the sunnah of nikaah.

THE PURPOSE OF NIKAAH

The primary purpose for the institution of nikaah is to enable the
spouses to lead a pure and chaste life and assist one another in
fulfilling the responsibilities they owe to Allah 1&3\% and to

each other.

Hence, when entering into nikaah, the main concern of each
spouse should be to earn the pleasure of Allah (53 through
upholding the laws of Shari’ah, and to lead a pure life in total
conformity to the sunnah of Hazrat Rasulullah J&5.&4{(=. Such a
nikaah will become the means of pious progeny entering the

world and Islam spreading to the four corners of the globe.

Hazrat Rasulullah J55.&45{> made special dua for the spouses
that assist each other in carrying out righteous works. Hazrat
Rasulullah J4E8e said, “May Allah 15535 shower His special
mercy upon the man who stands during the night, performing
salaah, and he awakes his wife (so that she may perform salaah
as well). If she finds it difficult to wake up, then he (lovingly)
sprinkles water on her face (to assist her in waking up), and may
Allah 15355 shower His special mercy on the woman who stands
during the night, performing salaah, and she awakes her

husband (so that he may perform salaah as well). If he finds it

difficult to wake up, she (lovingly) sprinkles water on his face (to

assist him in waking up).”**'

In another Hadith, it is reported that the Sahaabah &<z once
mentioned to Hazrat Rasulullah JZ5.Ed{l, “Had we known
which type of wealth (and asset) is the best, we would have
certainly acquired it” Hazrat Rasulullah J54E4e replied, “The
best asset is a tongue that remains engaged in the remembrance
of Allah J%3)%, a heart that remains ever-grateful for the
bounties of Allah 1\&3%, and a believing-wife who assists her
husband in his faith (i.e. Deen).”**
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NIKAAH

: NOT DELAYING IN PERFORMING NIKAAH

It is the mubaarak teaching of Shari’ah that when a boy or girl
reaches the age of marriage and they perceive the need to get

married, then they should do so.

It is reported in the Hadith that Hazrat Rasulullah Jz5.&45{i said,
“If a boy whose Deen and character are pleasing to you proposes
for your daughter, then you should get your daughter married to
him. If you do not do so, (and delay in getting her married,) then

widespread corruption will occur in the land.”**

From this Hadith, we understand that when one has the need to
get married and a suitable match is found, then one should
immediately get married and should not delay. Delaying in
performing the nikaah is a means for the boy and girl falling into

sin.

The Greatest Treasure

Hazrat Abdullah bin Abbaas &:dis; reports that Hazrat
Rasulullah 5.2 once said to Hazrat Umar &ediss;, “Should 1
not inform you of the best treasure that a person could obtain in
the world?” Hazrat Rasulullah JZ.Ed{le then said, “The best
treasure in this world is a pious wife; when her husband looks at
her, she pleases him, and when he instructs her, she obeys him,
and when he is absent, she takes care of his belongings and her

11484

chastity.

The Best Wealth of the World

Hazrat Abdullah bin Amr &4l reports that Hazrat Rasulullah
1s4feifie said, “The world s filled with things of enjoyment and
benefit, and from all things of enjoyment and benefit, the best is

a pious wife.”*®

Fulfilling the Sunnah

Hazrat Aaishah Gegiz; reports that Hazrat Rasulullah Jsaedifie

said, “Nikaah is from my sunnah, hence the one who does not
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NIKAAH

practice on my sunnah (without a valid reason) is not from

me.”*

Protection from Sins

Hazrat Abdullah bin Mas'ood #ediz; reports that Hazrat
Rasulullah {54l said, “O group of youth! Whoever among
you has the ability to make nikaah, he should do so, for certainly
it (nikaah) is a means of assisting one in lowering the gaze and

protecting the private parts.”*

Perfecting Imaan

Hazrat Anas %24 reports that Hazrat Rasulullah 5.8 said,
“When a person performs nikaah, he has perfected half his Deen,
so (in order to perfect the other half,) he should fear Allah

J553\5 in the other half,

THE BASIS OF SELECTING A SPOUSE

In his Mubaarak Hadith, Hazrat Rasulullah J&5.4{l has taught
the Ummah that when choosing a spouse, the primary basis of

the decision should be the Deen and piety of the individual.

The Hadith does not prevent one from choosing a partner who is
wealthy, good looking or from a reputable and noble family.
However, apart from beauty, wealth and family nobility, the
main criterion which one should seek in the person is piety and

righteousness.

Hazrat Rasulullah Jz5. &4 said, “A woman is generally married
for one of four reasons. For her wealth, beauty, family prestige,
and Deen (piety), so when choosing a partner, give preference to
the Deen (the piety of the individual), otherwise your hands will
become soiled (i.e. if you make the basis of your decision

anything else besides Deen, you may regret).”**

It is reported regarding Mubaarak iz (the father of the
eminent Imaam of Hadith, Hazrat Abdullah bin Mubaarak &i5z5,)
that his master once sought advice from him regarding the
marriage of his daughter. The master had received many
proposals for his daughter, and was at a loss as to which proposal
he should accept. Hence, despite being a slave, his master had

great respect for him and thus turned to him for guidance.

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s8s - “

The master asked Mubaarak @415z, “O Mubaarak! Who do you
feel I should marry my daughter to?” Mubaarak &iiz5; replied, “O
master! People base their decision upon different factors. In the
pre-Islamic era (the era of ignorance), the Arabs would base their
decision primarily on the aspect of family nobility. As for the
Jews, they give preference to the factor of wealth, and as for the
Christians, they base their choice upon beauty. However, as far
as this Ummabh is concerned, Rasulullah JZ5.%5{e had taught us
that we should make Deen and piety the basis of our choice and

decision.”

When the master heard this, he was greatly pleased. He thus
went to his wife and said, “By Allah! There is no man who will
make a better husband for our daughter than Mubaarak!”
Thereafter, he freed Mubaarak iz and married his daughter to

him 490
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CHAPTER SIX

KUFU (COMPATIBILITY) IN NIKAAH

In order for the marriage to be successful and for the spouses to
live in harmony, fulfilling their marital responsibilities, the
husband and wife should be compatible. In many cases,
incompatibility between the spouses is the cause for problems
and misunderstandings which eventually leads to the breakdown
of the nikaah. Hence, Shari’ah has placed great emphasis upon
the aspect of kufu (compatibility) between the spouses in nikaah

and instituted many laws in this regard.

In determining the kufu between the spouses, it is the boy’s
condition that is taken into consideration and it will be seen
whether he is a suitable match for the girl. In other words, a girl
should not be married to a boy who is not equal to her in status

or who is not a match for her.*!

If the boy is a new-Muslim and his father is a non-Muslim, he will
not be a match for a girl whose father is a Muslim. Similarly, if
the boy’s father is a Muslim, but his paternal grandfather is a
non-Muslim, he will not be an equal match for a girl whose

father and paternal grandfather are Muslims.*”
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NIKAAH

If the boy and girl are equal in their fathers and paternal
grandfathers being Muslims, then the following aspects will be
considered in the boy to determine whether he is compatible to

the girl and is suitable match for her:

1. Piety - equality in piety means that a man who does not
follow Shari’ah and gets involved in shameless and sinful
deeds will not be considered an equal match to a pious,

chaste and religious woman.*”

2. Social standing through one’s profession - equality in social
standing is based on one’s profession. Hence, if the boy’s
profession is not as high and noble as the girl’s family’s
profession, then he will not be compatible to her. Therefore,
if the girl comes from a family of jewellers and the boy is a
street sweeper or a menial labourer, he will not be of equal

status to her.**
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CHAPTER SIX

3. Affluence - equality in affluence means that a boy who is a
pauper cannot be an equal match for a girl who is wealthy.
However, if the man is is able to pay the mahr and he can
afford to provide the woman with the monthly nafagah
(monthly maintenance), then he will be regarded as an equal

match to her, even though he is not as wealthy as her.””

4. Lineage - Equality in lineage is only considered among the
Arabs. Hence, if the girl is an Arab, then compatibility will
also be considered in lineage. Accordingly, a non-Arab boy
will not be compatible to an Arab girl. The aspect of lineage is

not considered among non-Arabs.**

5. Freedom - equality in freedom is also considered. Hence, a
slave boy will not be regarded as an equal match for a girl

who is free.*”’

Note: If the boy is not an equal match (e.g. he is not of equal
social standing, or she is an Arab or a Sayyid and he is a non-
Arab, etc.) for the girl, but he is pious, responsible and
committed to Deen, and the girl is pleased with the boy and her
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NIKAAH

parents are also pleased to get their daughter married to him on 3
account of his good qualities, exemplary character and Deeni
position, it will be permissible for them to get their daughter

married to him.**®
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CHAPTER SIX

SUNNATS AND AADAAB OF NIKAAH AND
WALEEMAH

1. The nikaah should be publicized (e.g. through performing the
nikaah in the musjid after a fardh salaah before the
congregation).”” The Fuqaha have stated that it is preferable

to perform the nikaah in the musjid on the day of Jumuah.*®

2. The nikaah should be kept as simple as possible, as simplicity

is the spirit and essence of the sunnah.””

3. The waleemah should be conducted with simplicity. Hazrat
Rasulullah Jz5.€{i> said, “The nikaah that draws the most
blessing is that nikaah wherein the least expenses are

incurred.””*

4, The nikaah and waleemah should be free of show and

ostentation.
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NIKAAH

¢ 5. It is not necessary for one to invite many people for one’s 3
waleemah. If a person invites a few people to his home and

feeds them with the intention of waleemah, the sunnah of

waleemah will be fulfilled.””

6. The poor should also be invited for the waleemah. Hazrat
Rasulullah Jz5.E4{ie has said, “The worst food (devoid of
blessings) is the food of the waleemah to which the rich are

invited and from which the poor are excluded.”*

7. Itis best and closest to the sunnah that the waleemah be held
at one’s home and not in a hall, as it is witnessed that many
wrongs take place at hall functions. However, if for some
reason, the waleemah is conducted in a hall, then one should
ensure that no law of Allah 153\ is violated (e.g. allowing
the salaah to become qadha, intermingling of sexes, taking

loans on interest, photography, music, etc.).

8. At the time of exchanging gifts, one should ensure that one
refrains from show and extravagance and that the spirit of

the sunnah is not compromised.
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CHAPTER SIX

9. Emulating the ways and customs of the kuffaar should be

abandoned under all circumstances.>”

10. Mahr (dowry) should be given to the wife. The amount of
mahr should be stipulated before the nikaah.*®

11. The wedding ceremony conducted by the girl’s party is not

established from the sunnah.

12. Waleemah is a mubaarak sunnah of Hazrat Rasulullah
Il which takes place after the nikaah s
consummated.”” The sunnah of waleemah remains until the
third day of the nikaah.*®

13. The boy’s party will host the entire waleemah.”” The current

custom prevalent, where the expenses of the waleemah are
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NIKAAH

shared between the boy’s and girl’s party, opposes the
sunnah of Hazrat Rasulullah J55.%5{ie and hence should be

omitted.

Hazrat Anas &4z, reports that Hazrat Rasulullah 32544 said

to Hazrat Abdur Rahmaan bin Auf iz, after his nikaah, “May
Allah 332G grant you barakah in your nikaah! Carry out the
waleemah, even though it may be by slaughtering a sheep (and

77510

feeding the people).

14. After the nikaah, the father of the bride should take some
water and sprinkle it on the face and on the clothing over the
chest of the bride. He should then recite the following dua:

o OBR o shs Ll Wil ) 240

O Allah! I seek Your protection for her and her progeny from

shaitaan, the accursed.

The father should then sprinkle water between her
shoulders, after which he should recite the abovementioned

dua again.

Thereafter, the father should sprinkle water on the head and
chest of the husband (i.e. his son-in-law), and then between
his shoulders. In the case of the husband, the father will

recite the following dua after sprinkling the water:

0 Allah! I seek Your protection for him and his progeny from

shaitaan, the accursed.

15. When the husband meets his wife on the first night, then
when in seclusion, he should place his hand on her forehead

and recite the following dua:

Lis G 525 &3 5 &L 336l e @il u 55 s 3. SO
O Allah, I beseech You for the good in her and the good You have created
her upon (i.e. the good that is kept in women), and I seek protection from
her weaknesses (deficiencies, short-comings, etc.) and the weakness You

have created her upon (i.e. the weakness within women).

Therafter, the husband should perofrm two rakaats of salaah
with his wife, after which they should make dua for the

success of their marriage.

THE ROLES OF THE SPOUSES

Shari’ah has allocated marital responsibilities and duties to each
spouse. This is on account of the fact that Islam has taken into
consideration the difference between men and women in their

temperament and nature.

The husband’s duty and responsibility is to fulfil the needs and
requirements of his wife and family, such as providing them with
food, clothing, shelter, etc. He is thus required to leave the home
in order to generate an income through which he will be able to

fulfil his responsibilities.

On the other hand, the wife has been commanded to remain
within the confines of the home and not to leave the home
except at the time of need. She has been allocated the duty of
tending to the internal affairs of the home, serving her husband,
taking care of the children and managing the affairs of the home

such as cooking, keeping the home tidy, etc.’"

It is recorded in the Mubaarak Hadith that when Hazrat Ali
el married Hazrat Faatimah @edis, Hazrat Rasulullah
148l advised them both regarding their marital duties and
responsibilities. Hazrat Rasulullah J&5.ifle instructed Hazrat

Faatimah Gzdis to attend to the duties within the home and
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CHAPTER SIX

hea

instructed Hazrat Ali £edis; to fulfil the responsibilities out of the

home.’"*

If each spouse conducts responsibly and fulfils their respective
duties and responsibilities, the home will run smoothly and there

will be harmony in the nikaah.

THE RIGHTS OF THE WIFE

1. Shari’ah commands the husband to provide his wife with
nafaqah.”” Nafaqah entails providing the wife with shelter,
food and clothing as well as fulfilling her needs and
necessities in accordance to his financial status and

position.’**

2. It is recommended for the husband to also give his wife a

monthly allowance to purchase whatever she requires for
herself.

3. [If the husband can afford to provide a separate home for the
wife (either through purchasing a home or renting a
premises), then it is better for him to do so. However, if he
cannot afford to provide a separate home and lives with his
parents, then it is essential for him to provide a separate
quarter or a separate room for her within the home where
she will have her own privacy and seclusion with him. Other

family members living in the same house should not enter
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CHAPTER SIX

¥ her private quarters or private room without her ¢

permission.””

4. The husband should take the wife’s feelings and sentiments
into consideration and please her, as long as her wishes are
not against the dictates of Shari’ah. Hazrat Rasulullah
Joskdile said, “The best among you are those who treat
their wives in the best manner, and 1 treat my wives the

best.”**

5. The husband should not be content with merely fulfilling his
obligatory responsibilities, but should go the extra mile and
show additional love and kindness to his wife. This is in
keeping with the spirit of the sunnah, and is the secret to a

happy marriage.

6. The wealth that the husband spends on his wife and family
will earn him the reward of sadaqah. Hazrat Rasulullah
kil said, “The wealth spent upon one’s family earns
one the reward of sadagah (charity).””” In another Hadith,
Hazrat Rasulullah J.E4{ie said, “The best wealth which a

man spends is the wealth that he spends on his family.”**
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NIKAAH

Hence, the husband should be liberal and generous in
spending upon them, provided it is within the limits of
Shari’ah.

. The husband should be concerned about educating his wife in
Deen and instilling within her the true values of Islam e.g. the
correct beliefs, righteous actions, social etiquettes, purity and
hygiene, good character, etc. If the wife possesses these
qualities, she will be able to pass them onto his children. If
the wife possesses good qualities which the husband does not
find within him, then he should make an effort to bring the
good qualities within his life. In this way, both the spouses

will assist each other upon Deen.

He should speak to his wife politely and deal with her with
respect and dignity. He should overlook her shortcomings
and weaknesses, and not lose his temper over trivial issues.
He should display good character at all times when dealing
with her (as well as with his family). This will be a means of
her always maintaining respect for him within her heart, and
love being engendered among themselves. Hazrat Rasulullah
Jsakeifie said, “The believers who possess the most perfect
Imaan are those who display the best character and the best
among you are those who treat their wives in the best

manner.””"
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9. The husband should maintain a good relationship with his

wife’s parents and family and overlook their shortcomings.
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NIKAAH

THE RIGHTS OF THE HUSBAND

1. The wife should be concerned about fulfilling the rights of
her husband. She should be obedient to him in all permissible

matters and serve him to the best of her ability.””

2. She should safeguard the property and belongings of her
husband in his absence and take good care of his children.
Hazrat Rasulullah J&5.&4{e said, “In the husband’s absence
(e.g. when he is out on a journey), she should guard her

17521

chastity and look after his property.

3. She should not spend his wealth against his wishes or in
avenues that he does not approve of. Even when spending in

necessary avenues, she should not be extravagant.’”

4. She should see to the affairs of the home in accordance to the

temperament of her husband, within the limits of Shari’ah.

5. She should not leave the home without the permission of her
husband, nor should she meet people whom her husband
would not like her to meet or visit places which her husband

would not like her to visit. Similarly, she should not allow
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CHAPTER SIX

¢ anyone to enter the home whom her husband does not ¢

approve of.’”

6. She should not frown or become upset over trivial matters, as

this will impact negatively on the relationship.

7. She should not keep nafl fasts without his permission. Hazrat
Rasulullah Jz5.&4f(e said, “A woman should not keep nafl

fasts without the permission of her husband.”**

8. She should fulfil his conjugal needs and not refuse without a
valid excuse e.g. haidh, nifaas, illness. Hazrat Rasulullah
ke said, “Whenever a man calls his wife to fulfil his
desire and she refuses, (and he passes the night displeased
with her), then the angels curse her until the time of

dawn 1525

9. She should observe purdah with all strangers and guard her
chastity and private parts at all times. Hazrat Rasulullah
skl said, “When a woman performs her fardh salaah,

fasts during the month of Ramadhaan, safeguards her private
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NIKAAH

part and obeys her husband, then she may enter Jannah from 3

whichever door she wishes.”**

10. The wife should maintain a good relationship with her
husband’s parents and family and overlook their

shortcomings.

CHAPTER SIX

PURDAH WITH NON-MAHRAMS WITHIN
THE HOME

When there are other family members who include non-
mahrams living in the same house, then the non-mahram men
and women should observe purdah among themselves within the

home.

The manner in which purdah will be observed is that at the time
of meals, the men will eat separately and the women will eat
separately. The men and women should not sit together at the

time of meals.

As far as the private rooms of the home are concerned, then the
non-mahram men of the home should not enter the private
rooms of the women and vice versa. This is in order to avoid

suspicion and doubts entering the minds.

As far as the common rooms of the home are concerned e.g.
lounge, dining room, kitchen, etc., then it is permissible for all
the inmates of the home to enter these rooms. However, when
the non-mahram women are present in the room, then the non-
mahram men should not enter the room at that time and vice

versa.

EQUALITY BETWEEN WIVES

If a man is married to more than one wife, it is compulsory upon
him to exercise equality between them. Hazrat Rasulullah
Jakdile said, “The man who has two wives and gives
preference to one over the other in their night turns (i.e. he does
not exercise equality between them and spends more time with

some), he will come on the Day of Qiyaamah in the condition that
half of his body will be paralysed.””

In other words, since he had upheld the rights of one wife and
oppressed the other by depriving her of her rights, he will be

punished on the Day of Qiyaamah in this manner.

Equality between the wives is necessary in the following aspects:
1. Wealth and provisions

2. Clothing

3. Shelter (accommodation and type of home)

4. The night turns®®

5. Showing affection and attention®
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Equality in the Night Turns and Showing Affection

1.

CHAPTER SIX

It is compulsory upon the husband to share his nights equally
between his wives. The method of equal distribution is left to
the discretion of the husband. However, the husband should
ensure that the number of nights he spends with his wives

1 530

should be equa

For example, if he spends three nights with one wife, it is
compulsory upon him to spend the next three nights with
the other wife. If he wishes to spend two nights with one
wife, it is compulsory upon him to spend the same amount of

time with the other wife.

The night commences from sunset and ends at subah saadiq

(dawn). As far as the time during the day is concerned, it is
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NIKAAH

¢ preferable for the husband (though not compulsory) to share 3

his time equally between his wives.***

3. It is compulsory upon the husband to fulfil each wife’s
conjugal rights. However, it is not compulsory upon him to
exercise equality in the number of times he has sexual

relations with each wife.***

4. If one wife forfeits her right in regard to her night turns and
allows the husband to spend her nights with the other wife, it
will be permissible. However, since her rights pertain to the
future, if she later on wishes to retract and take back her

right, then she is permitted to do so in Shari’ah.””

5. The husband should show equal affection to all his wives.
However, if he is naturally more inclined towards one wife,
and perceives more love for her within his heart, then since
one does not have control over his emotions and inner
feelings, he will not be sinful and accountable for this.

However, he should ensure that he treats both equally and
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CHAPTER SIX

shows equal affection and attention to both in his conduct. If
he shows more affection and attention to one wife in his
conduct, on account of the extra love he has for her, he will

be sinful.>****

Equality between the wives is not waajib (compulsory) upon
the husband at the time when he undertakes a journey. The
reason is that during a journey, a person does not face
normal conditions which he is used to during the time when
he resides in his hometown. Hence, Shari’ah had made
consideration for this condition and granted concession to
the husband to travel with the wife that he is more
comfortable with. Hence, it is permissible for the husband to
travel with whichever wife he wishes during a journey, and
the period of the journey will not be accounted for later on
(i.e. after the journey, he will not have to spend nights with
the wife he did not travel with equal to the nights he spent
with the wife who accompanied him on the journey).
However, despite it not being compulsory upon the husband
to exercise equality between his wives when he travels, if he
adopts some method through which all the wives are pleased,

it will be better e.g. by drawing lots among the wives to




NIKAAH

¢ determine which wife will travel with him, or by giving each 3

wife a turn to travel with him.>**

GENERAL MASAA’IL PERTAINING TO
NIKAAH

The Validity of Nikaah

1. In order for the nikaah to be valid, it is a prerequisite that at
least two Muslim baaligh male witnesses, or one Muslim
baaligh male witness and two Muslim baaligh female
witnesses, be present in the same gathering to hear the
words of ijaab (proposal) and gabool (acceptance) from the
bride and bridegroom (or from their representatives). If
there are no witnesses present in the same gathering, or the
gathering of the witnesses or bride and bridegroom is
different, the nikaah will not be valid.”
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2.

CHAPTER SIX

If the bride and bridegroom (or their representatives) are in
different places, and it is not possible for all of them to be in
the same gathering where the nikaah will be performed, then
the bride should give permission for her nikaah to be
performed and appoint someone to represent her in
accepting on her behalf. Thereafter, the person she had
appointed to represent her should accept on her behalf in the

gathering where the nikaah is performed.**

Performing a secret nikaah is not in conformity with the
sunnah. This type of nikaah leads to suspicion being created
in the minds of people regarding the man and woman whose
nikaah has not been publicized. It also creates confusion and
complications in many masaa’il e.g. the laws of inheritance in
the case of death, the laws of iddat in the case of divorce, the
lineage of the children if any children are born from such a
wedlock, and in the case where the man has more than one
wife, his inability to maintain equality between them (in

their night turns, wealth and other aspects).””
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NIKAAH

4, 1t is necessary for the wali of a baaligh girl to seek her
permission before getting her married. The wali refers to the

father of the girl or any other guardian in the absence of the
father.””

5. The Islamic teaching is that a girl should consult her parents
and allow them to decide in the matters of nikaah. It is not in
keeping with shame and modesty that a girl independently
looks for her own suitor. Generally, parents have more
experience and understanding in the matters of nikaah
compared to children, and hence through them deciding,

there will be less chances of problems occurring later on.*”

Mahr

1. The amount of mahr should be specified before the nikaah.>***
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CHAPTER SIX

¢ 2. One should pay the girl mahr-e-mithal. Mahr-e-mithal refers $
to the traditional mahr that is in vogue in her paternal family
i.e. the amount of mahr that is generally given to a woman of
her father’s family who is equal to her in age, beauty, town,
being a virgin or widow, etc., and who was married at

approximately the same time that she is getting married.”*

3. If any amount less than the mahr-e-mithal is offered by the
boy, and the girl and her family (guardian) accept the
amount and are pleased to waive their right for the extra

amount, it will be permissible.”*

4. If the boy wishes to give the mahr-e-faatimi and the mahr-e-
faatimi is equal to the mahr-e-mithal or more, then it is
permissible. However, if the mahr-e-faatimi is less than the
mahr-e-mithal and the girl and her family (guardian) accept
the amount and are pleased to waive their right, it will be

permissible.>>"

5. The Hadith teaches us that the mahr should not be an

exorbitant amount. Hence, if one gives an exorbitant amount
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NIKAAH

¢ exceeding the mahr-e-mithal, it will not be in keeping with 3

the sunnah.’*

6. If mahr was not discussed at the time of the nikaah (and no
amount was mentioned before the nikaah), then mahr-e-

mithal will have to be given.**

7. Marrying in a COP contract (community of property) is
impermissible in Islam as it contravenes the Islamic laws of
inheritance. The law of Shari'ah is that each spouse is the
sole owner of his or her property. Hence, if one had
registered the marriage according to the COP contract, then
he should immediately try to change his marriage contract to
an ANC contract (Ante Nuptial Contract excluding the accrual
system) which does not oppose the laws of Shari’ah. If this is
difficult, then he should make a will and clearly state in it
that upon his demise, his estate must be winded and
distributed in accordance to the Islamic laws of

inheritance.”*
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CHAPTER SIX

¢ People with whom Nikaah is Invalid

1. It is not permissible for one to marry one’s mahrams. The
following people are a person’s mahrams with whom nikaah
is not permissible and if the nikaah is performed, the nikaah

will be invalid:

a) Children, grandchildren, great-grandchildren
b) Parents, grandparents, great-grandparents

c) Brothers and sisters

d) Paternal and maternal uncles and aunts

e) Nephews and nieces

f) Sons-in-law and daughters-in-law

g) Fathers-in-law and mothers-in-law™*

2. A person cannot marry two sisters at the same time.** If one

marries two sisters, one after the other, the nikaah with the
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NIKAAH

1 second sister will not be valid.””” However, if one sister passes b4
away, or he divorces her and she completes her iddat, then

he is allowed to marry the other sister.”*

3. If two girls were breastfed by the same woman, it will not be
permissible for the two girls to be married to one man at the
same time. The reason for this is that both are foster sisters
and just as it is not permissible to marry two real sisters at
the same time, it is not permissible to marry two foster

sisters at the same time.”*

4. If a person marries a woman and then divorces her, the
woman’s mother (his former mother-in-law) will be haraam
for him, regardless of whether he consummated the nikaah
with his wife or not. Through merely performing nikaah with

the woman, her mother becomes haraam for him.**°

5. If a person marries a woman and then divorces her, it will be
permissible for him to marry her daughter, on condition that

he did not consummate the nikaah with his wife or touch her
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CHAPTER SIX

with lust. However, if he consummated the nikaah with his
wife or touched her with lust, then marrying her daughter

will not be permissible for him.”!

6. It is not permissible for a person to marry the aunt and her
niece at the same time.”” If he marries both the aunt and the
niece, the second nikaah from the two will not be valid.”
However, if he divorces the aunt and she completes her iddat,
it will be permissible for him to marry the niece and vice

versa.”™

Breastfeeding and Adoption

1. All those women that are haraam for one to marry on
account of lineage are also haraam for one to marry on
account of breastfeeding. For example, just as it is
impermissible for one to marry his real mother or real sister,

similarly it is impermissible for one to marry his foster
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NIKAAH

mother and foster sister. Hence, if a child is breastfed by a
woman, the breastfeeding mother and father will be haraam
for the child to marry. Similarly, the breasfeeding child
cannot marry the children of the breastfeeding mother and
father, as they are the child’s foster siblings. Similarly, all the
maternal and paternal uncles and aunts, and nephews and
nieces, who become related due to this breastfeeding, will

also become haraam for the child to marry.*

2. An adopted child is not regarded by Shari’ah as one’s own
child. Hence, the laws of impermissibility of nikaah do not
apply. Therefore, it is permissible for the adoptive parents to
marry the adopted child.”*

3. Once the adopted boy reaches the age of adolescence
(nearing puberty), the adoptive mother and the other
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CHAPTER SIX

¢ females of the family will have to observe purdah from him ¢
as he is a non-mahram. If the adopted child is a girl, then
once she reaches the age of adolescence, she will have to
observe purdah before the adoptive father and the other

males of the family.””

4, 1If the adopted child is breastfed by the adoptive mother
during the period of breastfeeding (i.e. two years from the
birth of the adopted child) through breast milk that was
produced due to her being pregnant (with any of her own
children), then the adoptive mother and father will now be
counted as the foster parents of the adopted child and their
children will be counted as the foster siblings of the adopted
child.”® Hence, the laws of foster relationships will apply i.e.
observing purdah among themselves will not be compulsory
and it will not be permissible for them to marry each other.
In other words, it will be haraam for each one to marry the

other just as nikaah between blood siblings are haraam.

5. If the adoptive mother breastfed the adopted child through

breast milk that was unnaturally produced (i.e. it was
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NIKAAH

¢ produced through medication etc. and not through 3
pregnancy), then the adoptive mother will be regarded as the
foster mother of the adopted child. However, the adoptive
father will not be regarded as the foster father of the child (as
the milk was not produced through him causing her to fall
pregnant). The foster relationship will be confined to the
mother and all those that are related to the mother.
Accordingly, the children of the adoptive mother will be
regarded as the foster siblings of the adopted child and the

laws of foster relationships will apply to them.*”

Nonetheless, on account of the adoptive father being the
husband of the foster mother, the adopted daughter will not
have to observe purdah before him. However, the children of
the adoptive father from another wife will not be regarded as
the foster siblings of the adopted child and they will have to
observe purdah from the adopted child.

Similarly, the parents of the adoptive father will not be
regarded as the foster grandparents of the adopted child.
Thus, the adopted child will be treated as a stranger for them
in matters of purdah, seclusion, nikaah, etc. Conversely, the

parents of the adoptive mother will be regarded as the foster
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CHAPTER SIX

grandparents of the adopted child and purdah will not need ¢

to be observed between them.*®

Hurmat-e-Musaaharah

1. If a woman touched a man with lust, hurmat-e-musaaharah
will become established and it will not be permissible for her
mother, (grand mother, etc.) or daughter, (grand daughter,
etc.) to marry this man.” Similar is the ruling if a man
touched a woman with lust i.e. hurmat-e-musaaharah will
become established and it will not be permissible for his
father, (grand father, etc.) or son, (grand son, etc.) to marry

this woman.’*

2. Hurmat-e-musaaharah becomes established through a male
touching a female’s body who is nine years or older directly

with lust (i.e. he touched her skin without any cloth in

between).”” If he touched her body but there was a thick
cloth in between which prevented the heat of her body from
being perceived by him, then hurmat-e-musaaharah will not
be established. However, if he touched her body but there
was a thin cloth in between through which he was able to
perceive the heat of her body, then hurmat-e-musaaharah
will be established. The same ruling applies if a woman

touches a baaligh male.**

The sign of a male perceiving lust is that he perceives
movement in his private part or he has an erection.”®
However, if a person is old and cannot have an erection, then
for such a person, perceiving lust in the heart is sufficient to
establish hurmat-e-musaaharah.>® As for a female, the sign of

her perceiving lust is that she perceives lust in her heart.>”

3. If a person touched the body of his daughter with lust, his

wife will immediately become haraam upon him in the case
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) CHAPTER SIX

where his daughter is nine years of age or older. Hence, he
should immediately separate from his wife and end the
nikaah by issuing a talaaq or informing her that she is
haraam upon him. The similar ruling will apply if the mother
touched the body of her son with lust, she will immediately
become haraam upon her husband and she should separate

from him.

If a person touched the body of his mother-in-law with lust,
his wife will immediately become haraam upon him. Hence,
he should immediately separate from her and end the nikaah
by issuing a talaaq or informing her that she is haraam upon
him. The similar ruling will apply if the father-in-law
touched the body of his daughter-in-law with lust, she will
immediately become haraam upon her husband and she

should separate from him.

CHAPTER SEVEN
TALAAQ (DIVORCE)

The purpose for the institution of nikaah is to enable the spouses
to lead a pure life and to assist one another in fulfilling the rights
they owe to Allah 153 and the rights they owe to each other.
Such a nikaah, where the spouses live with harmony and
understanding, will be a source of happiness and a means of

pious progeny entering the world.

However, after getting married, if the spouses find that there is
no compatibility between them, or one of them is unfaithful in
the nikaah or does not wish to shoulder the marital
responsibilities, and this is causing a breakdown in the
relationship, thereby leading to continuous quarrels and fights,
then since the purpose of the nikaah is not being achieved,
Shari’ah allows them to separate through the husband issuing a

divorce.

Nevertheless, since the Hadith mentions that talaaq is greatly
disliked by Allah 1525, the husband should not resort to talaaq

as the first option. Hazrat Rasulullah J4E8 said, “Divorce is
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the most detested of lawful things by Allah 153 (i.e. divorce is

detested when issued without need).”**®
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TALAAQ

RESOLVING MARITAL DISPUTES

One should bear in mind that through talaaq, it is not just two
people that are parting ways, but rather it is a severance of two
entire families. Apart from this, if the couple have children, then
through the spouses parting ways, the children are torn between
both parents, and this has a negative impact on them

emotionally and psychologically.

Therefore, before the husband decides on the option of talaaq, he
should adopt all halaal means and ways in trying to resolve the

marital disputes and misunderstandings.

If the problem is from the wife’s side, and the husband is able to
personally address the issues with her and thereby reach some
resolution in amicably settling their marital problems, then he
should do so. If the problem is from the husband’s side, then if
the wife is able to speak to her husband directly and thereby

reach some resolution then she should do so.

If it is not possible for the husband and wife to resolve the issue
among themselves, then the matter should be referred to the
understanding senior members of the family so that they may

assist the spouses in bringing about a reconciliation.

.,

Hazrat Umar #2840z is reported to have said, “When there is a

marital problem, then the family members should try to reach

some compromise and resolve the issue. The reason for allowing
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CHAPTER SEVEN

the family to assist in resolving the issue is that if the matter is
brought to court, then the court ruling will be decisive and final,
and will cause hatred in the hearts of one party for the other (i.e.
on account of the court ruling not involving a compromise, but
being in favour of one party against the other, hatred will be

created in the hearts of one party against the other).”*

If after exhausting all efforts to bring about a reconciliation, and
after referring the matter to the senior understanding members
of the family, the couple still do not succeed in reconciling, then
they should refer the matter to a third party (e.g. the Jamiat of
their locality) or a third person out of the family (e.g. a senior,
reputable aalim or mufti who deals with marital disputes). If this
does not prove effective in ending the problems and they do not
find any other route besides talaaq, then as a last resort, when
the husband is in the right frame of mind, calm and composed,

he may issue the talaaq.
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TALAAQ

SUNNATS AND AADAAB OF TALAAQ

1. Talaaq should not be issued in haste or anger. Rather, one
should calmly and seriously ponder over the matter before
issuing the talaaq. After seriously pondering over the matter,
if the husband feels that reconciliation is not possible, then

he may issue the talaaq.

2. The husband should only issue one revocable talaaq. After
issuing one revocable talaaq, the wife will sit in iddat. It is

better for the husband not to issue another talaaq until the
end of the iddat.””

3. The husband should issue the talaaq when the wife is in the
state of tuhr (i.e. when the wife is in a pure state) and he did

not cohabit with her from the time her previous menses

ended.””

The reason for Shari’ah commanding the husband to issue
the talaaq in a tuhr in which he did not cohabit with the wife
is so that the wife will know that her iddat period is three
haidh. If the husband had cohabited with her in the tuhr,
before issuing the talaaq, the wife will not be sure as to
whether her iddat period will be three haidh or the iddat of a
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CHAPTER SEVEN

¢ pregnant woman if she falls pregnant through the intimacy ¢

(i.e. the period of iddat of a pregnant woman is until the
delivery of the child).””

4. 1f the husband issues the talaaq in a tuhr in which he
cohabited with her prior to the divorce, the talaaq will be

valid.””

5. The husband should not issue more than one talaaq in one
tuhr. Issuing two or three divorces at one time or in one tuhr
is against the sunnah and will cause the husband to be sinful,
though the talaags will be valid.””

6. The husband should refrain from issuing the talaaq while the
wife is in the state of haidh. Issuing talaaq while the wife is in
the state of haidh is not permissible according to all the four
mazhabs. However, if he issues a talaaq while the wife is in
the state of haidh, then though he will be sinful, the talaaq

will be valid according to all four imaams.*”
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TALAAQ

7. If the husband had issued the talaaq in the state of haidh,
then he should immediately make amends through revoking
the talaaq and taking the wife back into the nikaah.
Thereafter, if he intends to divorce her, he should wait until
the haidh passes and the subsequent tuhr (i.e. the tuhr after
the haidh) also passes. Thereafter, once the wife completes
the following haidh and becomes clean, he may issue the

talaaq.””

8. If the husband wishes to issue three divorces according to the

sunnah manner, then the correct method is for him to issue
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CHAPTER SEVEN

¢ each of the three talaags at the beginning of a separate ¢

tuhr.””

In other words, when the wife becomes pure from her haidh,
then the husband will issue one talaaq at the beginning of the
tuhr. Thereafter, he will wait for the next tuhr to arrive. At
the beginning of the second tuhr, he will issue the second
talaaq, and at the beginning of the third tuhr, he will issue
the third talaaq. It is necessary for him to refrain from
cohabiting with her in all three periods of tuhr. If he cohabits
with her, the talaaq will not be issued in accordance with the

sunnah method, though the talaaq will be valid.

THE VARIOUS TYPES OF TALAAQ

In Islaam, there are three types of talaaq: 1.) Talaag-e-raj’ee 2.)

Talaag-e-baa’in 3.) Talaag-e-mughallazah.

1. Talaag-e-raj’ee (revocable divorce) is that talaaq which the
husband issues to the wife using the clear words of talaaq

(e.g. “I divorce you” or “I give you a talaaq).””

The Shar’ee ruling regarding this type of talaaq is that as long
as the wife is in iddat, the husband will have the right to
revoke the talaaq and take her back without performing a
new nikaah.”” However, after the iddat period terminates,
the husband will not have the right to revoke the talaaq. If
the man and woman wish to reunite, then a new nikaah will

have to be performed with a separate mahr.”®

2. Talaag-e-baa’in (irrevocable divorce) refers to that talaaq
which the husband issues to the wife using ambiguous words

of talaaq with the intention of talaaq (e.g. He says the
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CHAPTER SEVEN

¢ following sentence with the intention of talaaq “Go to your ¢

mother’s house”).”®

The Shar’ee ruling regarding this type of talaaq (talaag-e-
baa’in) is that once it is issued, the husband cannot revoke it
during the iddat period. If the man and woman wish to
reconcile, whether during the iddat or after the iddat period
passes, a new nikaah will have to be performed with a

separate mahr.”*

3. Talaag-e-mughallazah refers to where the husband issues
three talaags to his wife in one sentence, or he issues the
third talaaq (which remained after previously issuing two

talaags).

The Shar’ee ruling regarding this type of talaaq is that once
the three talaags are issued, the nikaah immediately
terminates and it will not be permissible for the man and
woman to live together. If the man and woman wish to
reconcile, it will not be permissible unless halaalah® takes

place.”
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TALAAQ

: LAWS PERTAINING TO TALAAQ (DIVORCE)

1. Talaaq can only be issued by the husband. The wife does not
have the right to issue talaaq. However, if the husband gives
the wife the right to issue talaaq, and she exercises the right
in the same gathering (in which she was given the right), the

talaaq will take place.””

2. Once the husband issues the talaaq, the talaaq immediately
comes into effect and the husband cannot cancel the talaaq,

nor can the wife reject the talaaq.”

3. Talaaq takes place once the husband utters the words of

talaaq, regardless of whether the talaaq was issued in public

or in private, or whether the wife was present or not.””

¥ 4. 1t is not a precondition for the talaaq to be valid that it be ¢

issued in the presence of witnesses.”®
5. Talaaq via sms, letter, email, Skype, etc. is also valid.””

6. If the husband issues three talaags together (e.g. “You are
divorced thrice” or “I give you three talaags”), then though
he will be sinful for issuing all three talaags together, all the
three talaags will be valid, regardless of whether the nikaah
was consummated or not. This is the ruling according to all

the four mazhabs.*

7. If the husband issues three talaags separately (e.g. “You are
divorced, you are divorced, you are divorced”) then if the
nikaah had been consummated, all three talaaqs will be valid.
If the nikaah had not been consummated, then only the first

talaaq will be valid (and it will constitute a talaag-e-baa’in

through which the wife will immediately come out of the
nikaah). The second two talaags will not take place.”

Talaaq issued in the fit of anger®” or in an intoxicated state®”

is valid.
The talaaq of a child or insane person is not valid.”

If a man issued talaaq under duress (e.g. he was beaten or
threatened with his life), the talaaq will be valid.*”

The husband has the right to issue only three talaags. If the
husband issues more than three talaags, only three will take

place.”

After the third talaaq is issued, the wife becomes haraam for

the husband, and it will no longer be permissible for them to
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CHAPTER SEVEN

¢ continue living together as husband and wife. If they both $

wish to reunite, then halaalah is necessary.”

13. The Shar’ee procedure of halaalah is that after spending
iddat, the wife will remarry. The second nikaah will have to
be consummated, and thereafter, if the second husband
divorces her or passes away, then it will be permissible for
her to marry her previous husband when she completes the
iddat of the second nikaah.””

14. If the marriage was not yet consummated, nor did the
husband spend that amount of time with his wife in seclusion
wherein it was possible for them to consummate the nikaah
(and there were no obstacles e.g. the wife being in the state
of haidh, or someone else being present in the room), and the
husband issued one divorce, then one talaag-e-baa’in
(irrevocable talaaq) will take place and the wife will
immediately come out of the nikaah.”” Hence, if they wish to
reunite, then in this case, it will be necessary for them to

perform a new nikaah with a separate mahr.*”

15. If a man suspends talaaq on a condition saying to his wife, “If 3
you go to a certain place, you are divorced” or “If you speak
to so-and-so, you are divorced”, then if the condition is

found, the talaaq will take place.®

KHULA’

If it is not possible to bring about a reconciliation between the
husband and wife and the husband refuses to divorce her, then it
is permissible for the wife to give him some wealth or her mahr
in exchange of separating from her and divorcing her.®” If the
husband had not paid the mahr, then the wife may ask him to let
her go in exchange of the mahr that he still owes her.®”

Separating from one’s husband in such a manner is referred to as
khula’ in Shari’ah. **

In response to the wife’s request for separation in exchange of
wealth, if the husband says, “I let you go in exchange of the
money,” or “I have accepted the khula’ in exchange of the
mahr,” the khula’ will be valid and one talaag-e-baa’in will take
place. Thereafter, the husband will not have the right to revoke
the talaagq.

It is a precondition for the validity of the khula’ that the request
of the wife and the acceptance of the husband be found in the
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TALAAQ

¢ same gathering.” Hence, if the husband did not accept the Q%’
khula’ in the same gathering, but accepted it in another
gathering, or the wife moved away from the gathering before the
husband accepted it, then in both cases, the khula’” will not be

valid.®

THE SHAR'EE RULING REGARDING KHULA’

The Shar’ee ruling in regard to khula’ is that if the violation of
the rights of nikaah was from the side of the wife, it will be
permissible for the husband to claim the mahr amount, and
claiming more than the mahr amount will be undesirable
(makrooh tanzeehi). If the violation of the rights of nikaah was
from the husband’s side, it will be makrooh tahreemi for the

husband to claim anything from the wife.*”

Khula’ can only be performed by the husband himself. If the wife
files a case in the court and the judge issues a ruling of khula’,
the khula’ of the judge will not be valid.*®

IDDAT

When the husband divorces his wife, or passes away, or the
nikaah is annulled through faskh (the annulment of a Judicial
Council after adhering to the conditions of faskh), then Shari’ah

t.%° There are various masaa’il

commands the wife to sit in idda
that relate to a woman sitting in iddat. Below are some of the

pertinent masaa’il that relate to iddat.

LAWS OF IDDAT AFTER DIVORCE

1. When the husband issues talaaq to the wife, she will have to
sit in iddat. If she experiences haidh, her iddat period will be
the passing of three haidh.**

2. The iddat of a woman who does not experience haidh (e.g. an
old woman experiencing menopause) is the passing of three

lunar months in the case of talaaq. This law applies in the
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CHAPTER EIGHT

case where the husband divorces her on the first of the lunar

month.*"!

3. If the husband divorces her during the lunar month (i.e. on
the second day of the lunar month or any time thereafter),
the iddat period will be ninety days.***

4. If the wife is pregnant, the iddat will be until the delivery of
the child. Upon the delivery of the child, the iddat will

terminate, irrespective of the duration of the iddat.’”

5. If a husband issued a talaag-e-raj’ee (revocable talaaq) to his
wife during his final illness, and he passed away before the
completion of the iddat, the iddat period of the wife will

change from three haidh to four months and ten days.***

6. If the husband issued a talaag-e-baa’in (irrevocable talaaq) to
his wife during his final illness, and he passed away before
the completion of the iddat, it will be seen as to whether four

months and ten days exceeds the period of three haidh or
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[DDAT

? not. If the period of four months and ten days ends before the Gg
period of three haidh completes, then the iddat will
terminate upon the completion of three haidh. If the period
of three haidh ends before the period of four months and ten
days, then the iddat will terminate upon the completion of

four months and ten days.

Note: This ruling is in the case where the husband issued the
talaag-e-baa’in (irrevocable talaaq) in his final illness without
the wife seeking the talaaq. If he issued the talaag-e-baa’in
(irrevocable talaaq) upon the wife’s request, the iddat period
will remain three haidh even if the husband passed away

during the iddat period.*”

7. The wife will spend the period of her iddat in the home of her
husband.”*® If the husband had issued a talaag-e-baa’in, it will
not be permissible for him to come close to his wife as she

has come out of his nikaah.®" It is better for the husband to
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CHAPTER EIGHT

¢ move out of the home, or for there to at least be some form of ¢

separation or partition in the living quarters.*®

8. If the husband had issued a talaag-e-raj'ee, then it is
permissible for him to come close to her if he intends to
revoke the talaaq. If he verbally revokes the talaaq, or
touches her with lust or kisses her, the talaaq will be revoked
and the iddat will end.*”

9. If the husband divorced his wife, he will still have to provide
for her maintenance until the end of the iddat. Once the iddat
terminates, the husband will no longer be responsible for her
maintenance.”” However, he will be responsible for the

maintenance of his children.®*
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[DDAT

¢ LAWS OF IDDAT AFTER THE DEATH OF THE
HUSBAND

1. When the husband passes away, the wife will have to sit in
iddat. The iddat period of a woman whose husband passes
away, and she is not pregnant, is four months and ten days.**
This law applies in the case where the husband passes away

on the first of the lunar month.**

2. If the husband passes away during the lunar month (i.e. on
the second day of the lunar month or any time thereafter),
the iddat period will be one hundred and thirty days.**

3. The iddat period of a pregnant woman whose husband passes
away will be until the delivery of the child. Upon the delivery
of the child, the iddat will terminate, irrespective of the
duration of the iddat.*”

She will pass her iddat in her husband’s house (i.e. the house
in which she was staying with her husband at the time of his

death). She cannot leave the house unnecessarily.*

If a woman was not at home when she received the news of
her husband’s death, she should immediately return home

and sit in iddat.*”’

When a woman is observing iddat due to the death of her
husband, she has to make her own arrangements for food,
clothing, etc. She cannot use money from her husband’s

estate. However, she can use the money she inherits from her
husband.*”

If a woman’s husband passed away out of his hometown, it
will be not permissible for her to travel to the place where
the janaazah and burial will take place since her iddat

commenced immediately upon the demise of her husband.®”

Iddat commences immediately after the demise of the
husband, irrespective of whether the wife knew about the
demise or not. Hence, in the case where the wife received the

news after the iddat period terminated (i.e. after four months
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[DDAT

e
¢ and ten days), the wife will not be obligated to sit for another 3
iddat nor will she be sinful for leaving the home during the

iddat period, since she had no knowledge of the demise of her
husband.

In the case where the wife received the news of the demise
before the iddat period terminated, she will be obligated to
sit in iddat for the remainder period. The period that had

passed without her knowledge will be counted as part of the
iddat.”®

9. A woman in iddat is not permitted to leave the home to earn
a living during the iddat period. However, if there is nobody
to support her then she is permitted to leave the home and
earn, on condition that she returns home before the night
and spends the night at home. Apart from the necessity of
earning or for any other valid excuse, she is commanded not
to leave the home. Hence, it is impermissible for a woman to
attend any programme or transport the children to school,
etc. during the iddat.”

room. Rather, she is permitted to move around the house

A woman is permitted to enter the backyard of the home
provided it is within one’s property (i.e. non-mahram men

will not be able to see her).**

It is impermissible for a woman sitting in iddat to entertain
marriage proposals and to attend any functions, weddings,

waleemabhs, etc.*”

The monthly expenditure during the iddat period of a woman
whose husband has passed away will be borne by the woman
herself. Her husband’s family will not be responsible for the
expenses. If she is unable to fulfil her needs then her family

should assist her in fulfilling her needs.*
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PROHIBITIONS DURING IDDAT

A woman who has been given talaag-e-baa’in, talaag-e-
mughallazah or whose husband has passed away is prohibited

from the following during iddat:

1. Itis not permissible for her to marry during the iddat period.

If she marries, the nikaah will not be valid.®’
2. Itis not permissible for her to leave the house.**

3. It is not permissible for her to entertain proposals during the
iddat.*”’

4. It is not permissible for her to adorn herself with jewellery,
make up, silken clothing or attractive clothing, by dyeing the
hair, applying mehndi (henna) or surmah. However, if there
is a valid excuse to apply surmah (e.g. sickness) then it will be
permissible. Similarly, it is not permissible for her to redden

her mouth with paan (betel leaves) during iddat.”*
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CHAPTER EIGHT

It is not permissible for her to apply perfume or oil ¢
(regardless of whether it is scented or unscented). However,
if there is a valid excuse to apply oil (e.g. as a form of

medication for a sickness), then it will be permissible.*”’

A woman who has been given talaaq-e-raj’ee is prohibited from

the following during iddat:

1. Itis not permissible for her to marry during the iddat period.

If she marries, the nikaah will not be valid.*°
2. She is not permitted to leave the house.*"

3. It is not permissible for her to entertain proposals during the
iddat.**

It is permissible for her to beautify and adorn herself so that her

husband will be attracted to her and revoke the talaaq.*”
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MARRYING A WOMAN IN IDDAT

Marrying a woman who is in the iddat of another man is haraam
in Islam. If the one who married her knew that she had not yet
completed her iddat, then he should immediately separate from
her (whether he had relations with her or not) and allow her to
complete her iddat. The iddat will be calculated from the time
she was divorced. Recommencing a new iddat will not be
compulsory upon her. After the completion of her iddat, if he

wishes to marry her, he may do so0.**

If the one who married her did not know that she was in iddat,
and after marrying her, had relations with her, then he should
immediately separate from her and she should recommence her
iddat from the time he separates from her.*” After she completes
the iddat, if he wishes to marry her, he may do so. However, if he
did not have relations with her, then he should immediately
separate from her and allow her to complete her iddat. She will
not have to recommence her iddat. After completing the iddat, if

he wishes to marry her, he may do so.**

CusTODY OF CHILDREN

In the case of separation or divorce, the custody of the children
goes to the mother unless she remarries. If she remarries a non-

mahram of the children, she will lose the right of custody.*"’

The right of custody will thereafter move to the maternal
grandmother (i.e. the children’s maternal grandmother), if the
grandmother is alive.®” If the maternal grandmother has passed
away, the right of custody will move towards the paternal

grandmother (i.e. the children’s paternal grandmother).**

In the case of a boy, the father will receive custody once he
reaches the age of seven.”” In the case of a girl, the father will

receive custody once she reaches the age of nine.”

The maintenance of the children is compulsory upon the father.

Maintenance entails fulfilling their basic requirements of food,
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receive the correct upbringing and education is also the
responsibility of the father.

Hence, all the expenses will have to be borne by the father

according to his financial status and position.
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The religion of Islam is the greatest favor of Allah &35 to mankind.
Islam can be compared 1o a green and lush orchard with all types of
fruit bearing trees, fragrant flowers and beneficial plants. Wherever a
person walks in this orchard, he will find something delicious to relish,
something to give him shade and comfort from the heat, something ro
appease his eye and somerthing fragrant o satisfy his soul.
